Those parts of the teaching which were
addressed specially to the Jews have been
left out, and also a few passages which
cannot be fully understood without ex-
planation.

The learned and distinguished Hindu,
Raja Ram Mohun Roy, published eighty
years ago a compilation called “The Pre-
cepts of Jesus, the guide to peace and
happiness,” with the same object in view,
but iu a different shape.

were written by ‘Matthew, Mark, Luke,
and John, who were apostles or disciples
of Jesus Christ.

The following is a very short account of
Jesus Christ as given in the Gospels.
Nearly two thousand years ago He came
from Heaven, and was born as a man for
our salvation. His birth took place &1 a
country called P\a]estine, nearly midway
between India and England, and not far
from Arabia. When about thirty years of
age, Jesus Christ began to go about the
country teaching, and doing many wonder-
ful works. As He came to die for our
salvation, He allowed Himself to be put
to death on the cross, but He rose from
the dead on the third day, and afterwards
ascended to Heaven. Before leaving the
world, He promised that He would send
the Spirit of God to His disciples, and

told them to go and make disciples of all |

nations. In obedience to this command,
missionavies have come to India. C#ris-
tians are so called because they claim to
be followers of Christ. Though many of
them do not act up to the holy religion

The Duties of the Kinga. m of God.

Ye have heard that it was said, Thou
shalt love thy neighbour, and hatc thine
enemy: but I say unto you, Love your
enemies, do good to them that hate you,
bless them that curse you, and pray for
them that persecute you ; that ye may be
the sons of your Father which is in heaven :
for he maketh his sun to rise on the evil
and the good, and sendeth rain on the
just and the unjust. Vor if ye love them
that love you, what reward have ye? for
even sinners love those that love them.
And if ye salute your brethren only, what
do ye more than others? . . . Be ye there-
fore perfect, as your heavenly Father is
perfect.

A new commandment I give unto you,
that ye love one another ; even as I have
loved you, that ye also love one another.
By this shall all men know that ye are my
disciples, if ye have love one to another.

Be ye merciful, even as your Father is
merciful. And judge not, and ye shall not
be judged : and condemn not, and ye shall
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not be condemned : release, and ye shall
be released: give, and it shall be given
unto you ; good measure, pressed down,
shaken together, running over, shall they
give into your bosom. For with what
judgement ye judge, ye shall be judged:
and with what measure ye mete, it shall
be measured to you again. And why he-
holdest thou the mote that is in thy
brother’s eye, but cc 1siderest not the beam
that is in thine own eye? Or how wilt
thou say to thy brother, Let me cast out
the mote out of thine eye; and lo, the
beam is in thine own eye? Thou hypo-
crite, cast out first the beam out of thine
own eye, and then shalt thou see clearly
to cast out the mote out of thy brother’s
eye.

THE GOOD SAMARITAN.

A certain man was going down from
Jerusalem to Jericho ;' and he fell among
robbers, which both stripped him and beat
him, and departed, leaving him half dead.

2 /en came Peter,' and said to him, Lord,
hkow oft shall my brother sin against e,
and I jforgive him? Until seven times?
Jesus saith unto kim,

I say not unto thee until seven times ;|
but until seventy times seven.

Therefore is the kingdom of hear2n
likened unto a certain king, which would;
make a reckoning wth his servants. And ‘
when he had begun to reckon, one was
brought unto him which owed him ten
thousand talents.* But forasmuch as he;
had not wherewith to pay, his lord com-
manded him to be sold, and his wife, and
children, and all that he had, and payment
to be made. The servant therefore fell
down and worshipped him, saying, Lord,
have patience with me and I will pay thee
all. And the lord of that servant, being
moved with compassion, released him, and
forgave him the debt.

But that servant went out, and found
one of his fellow servants, which owed him

So when his fellow servants saw what
was done, they were exceeding sorry, and
came and told unto their lord all that was
done. Then his lord called him unto him,
and saith to him, Thou wicked servant,
I forgave thee all that debt, because thou
besoughtest me: shouldest not thou also
have had mercy on thy fellow servant, even
as I had mercy on thee? And his lord
was wroth, and delivered him to the tor-
mentors, till he should pay all that was
due.

For
of thorns men do not gather figs, nor of a
bramble bush gather they grapes. The
good man out of the good treasure of his
hegrt bringeth forth that which is good ;
and the evil man after the evil treasure |
bringeth forth that which is evil : for out
of the abundance of the heart his mouth |
speaketh.

And I say unto you that every idle word
that men shall speak, they shall give account
thereof in the day of judgement. For by
thy words thou shalt be justified, and by
thy words thou shalt be condemned.
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Ye have heard that it was said to them
of old time, Thou shalt not forsw.ar
thyself, but shalt perform unto the:Lord
thine oaths : but I say unto you, Swear not
at all ; neither by the heaven, for it is the
throne of God ; nor by the earth, for it is
the footstool of his feet. . . . Neither shalt
thou swear by thy head, for thou canst not
make one hair white or black. But let
your speech be, Yea, yea; Nay, nay : and
whatsoever is more than these is of evil.

If any man thinketh himself to be reli-
Gious, while ke bridleth not his tongue but de-
“cetveth his heart, this man's religion is vain,
—Saint James, Epistle, i. 26.

If any stumbleth not in word, the same is
a perfect man, able to-bridle the whole body
also. Now if we put the horses bridles
into their moutks, that they may obey us, we
turn about their whole body also. Behold
the ships aiso, though they are so great, and
are driven by rough winds, are yet turned
about by a very small rudder, whither the
impulse of the steersman willeth. So the
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Matt. v.
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tongue also is a little member, and boa:teth
great things. Bekold how muck wood is
kindled by how small a fire! And the
longue is a fire: the world of inigquity
among our members is the tongue, which
defilett the whole body, and setteth on fire
the wheel of nature, and is set on fire by
hell.  For every kind of beasts and birds,
of creeping things and things in the sea, is
tamed, and hath been tamed by mankind :
but the tongue can no man lame; it is a
restless evil, it is full of deadly poison.
Therewith bless we the Lord and Father ;
and therewith curse we men, whick are made
after the likeness of God.: out of the same
mouth cometh forth blessing and cursing.
My brethren, these things ought not so to
be.—Saint James, Epistle, iii. 2-10.

Let no corrupt speeck proceed out of your
mouth, but suck as is good for edifying as
the need may be, that it may give grace #o
them that kear. . . . Let all bitierness, and
wrath, and anger, and clamour, and railing,
be put away from you, with all malice : and
be ye kind one to another, tender-hearted,
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Jorgiving eack other, even as God also in
Christ forgave you.—Saint Paul, Epistle to
the Ephesians, iv. 29-32.

For this cause
shall a man leave his father and mother,
and shall cleave to his wife ; and the twain
shall become one flesh: so that they are
no more twain but one flesh.

What therefore God hath joined together,
let not man put asunder.
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COVETOUSNESS.

AY not up for yourselves treasures
upon the earth, where moth and rust
doth consume, and where thieves break
through and steal: but lay up for yourselves
treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor
rust doth consume, and where thieves do
not break ihrough nor steal: for where thy
treasure is, there will thy heart be also. . . .
He that is faithful in a very little is faith-
ful also in much: and he that is unright-
eous in a very little is unrighteous also in
much, If therefore ye have not been
faithful in the unrighteous mammon,' who
will commit to your trust the true riches?
No man can serve two masters: for either
he will hate the one, and love the other;
or else he will hold to one, and despise
the other. Ye cannot serve God and
mammon.

Therefore I say unto you, Be not
anxious for your life, what ye shall eat,
or what ye shall drink ; nor yet for your

body, what ye shall put on. Is not the
life more than the food and tts body
than the raiment? Behola the birds of
the heaven, that they sow not, neither
do they reap, nor gather inrto barns; and
your heavenly Father feedeth them.

And which of you by being anxious can
ada one cubit unto his stature! and why
are ye anxious concerning raiment? Con-
sider the lilies of the field, how they grow ;
they toil not, neither do they spin: yet I
say unto you, that even Solomon' in all
his glory was not arrayed like one of these.
But if God doth so clothe the grass of the
field, which to-day is, and to-morrow is cast
into the oven, shall he not much more
clothe you, O ye of little faith? Be not
therefore anxious, saying, What shall we
eat? or, What shall we drink? or, Where-
withal shall we be clothed? . . . for your
heavenly Father knoweth that ye have need
of all these things. But seek ye first his
kingdom, and his righteousness ; and all
these things shall be added unto you. Be

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not therefore anxious for the morrow : for
the mcrrow will be anxious for itself,
Sufficient unto the day is the evil thereof.

Take heed and keep yourselves from all
covetousness : for a man’s life consisteth
not in the abundance of the things which
he possesseth.

The ground of a certain rich man
brought forth plentifully : and he reasoned
within himself, saying, What shall I do,
because I have not where to bestow my
fruits? And he said, This will I do: I
will pull down my barns, and build greater;
and there will I bestow all my corn and
my goods. And I will say to my soul,
Soul, thou hast much goods laid up for
many years ; take thine ease, eat, drink,
and be merry. But God said unto him,
Thou foolish one, this night is thy soul
required of thee ; and the things that thou
hast prepared, whose shall they be?

So is he that layeth up treasure for
himself, and is not rich toward God.

And that servant, which knew his lord’s
will, and made not ready, nor did accord-
ing to his will, shall be beaten with many
stripes ; but he that knew not, and did
things worthy of stripes, shall b2 beaten
with few stripes. And to whomsoever
much is given, of him shall much be re-
| quired,
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Every good tree bringeth forth good
fruit ; but the corrupt tree bringeth forth
evil fiait. A good tree cannot bring forth
evil fruit neither can a corrupt tree bring
forth good fruit. Every tree that bringeth
not forth good fruit is hewn down and cast
into the fire. . . . Not every one that
saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into
the kingdom of heaven, but he that d~eth
the wi)' of my Father which is in heaven.
Many will say unto me in that day, Lord,
Lord, did we not prophesy by thy name,
and by thy name cast out devils, and by
thy name do many mighty works? And
then will I profess unto them, I never
knew you: depart from me, ye that work
iniquity.

THE TARES OF THE FIELD.

The kingdom of heaven is likened unto
a man that sowed good seed in his field :
but while men slept, his enemy came and ;
