Prayer is the Muslim’s vital breath,
The Muslims' native air ;

He enters Heaven with Prayer.
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PRAYER.

Namaz (Salat in Arabic) is one of the duties
enforced upon every believer in Islam. Its advantages
are manifold, its importance has been recognised and
insisted by sages and savants of every nationality and
religion from the earliest times down to the present. The
moral and physical effects of Namaz cannot be over
estimated ; it teaches submission and humility, impresses
equality. In a mosque a Prince and a Peasant stand
shoulder to shoulder in Prayer. The Holy Pxophet
(Peace and blessings of God be on him) says that ““Man’s
heart is so constituted that he is bound to love and wor-
ship his benefactor hence the purpose of worship is that
man might with his own tongue declare to his Creator
his gratitude for his bounties. Constant prayer brings
man nearer to and strengthens his relation with God and
perfects his dealings with his creatures; concquently it
keeps one away from evils, helps him to develope his
love for God also moves the Creator to vo%chsafe to the

devotee His help and guidance. *‘ Prayer’ says the Holy
Prophet of Islam is the * Pith of Worship.”” The saying
of prayer is obligatory on every Muslim, male or female
who has attained the age of discertion. Itis said five

times a day as follows :— o |
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Namaz-i-Fajar. (Morning Prayer) is said after
dawn and before sun rise.

Namaz-i-Zuhar. (Early afternoon praycr) said
when the sun begins to decline and its time extends till

the next Prayer.

Namaz-i-Asar (Late afternoon prayer is said
when the sun is about mid-way on its course to setting
and its time extends to a little before it actually sets.

Namaz-i-Maghrib (Sunset Prayer) is said imme-
diately after the sunset.

Namaz-i-Isha (Early night Prayer) is said when
the red glow in the West disappears and its time extends
to midnight but it must be said before going to bed.

Note :—Besides these five obligatory prayers,
there are two optional ones. *‘ Namaz-i. Tahajjud (Late
night Prayer) which is said after midnight after being
refreshed with a sleep and before dawn, the other
Namaz-i-Zuha may be said about breakfast time.

When ill or on a journey Zuhar and Asar prayers
may be said together and so the Maghrib and Isha
prayers. The Friday service takes the place of,the early
afternoon prayer.
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It is necessary that the body and clothes of the
worshipper should be quite clean and the place of prayer
free from all impurity. Prayer may be said alone or in
company or in a Mosque (more meritorious) Purification
Lefore prayers is called ** Wazu " and it is done thus :—

1. Wash the face from the top of the forehead
to the chin and as far as each ear.

2. The hands and arms up to the elbow.

3. Pass the wet hand in a fourth part & the
head.

4. Wash the feet to the ankles and if need be
the whole body must be properly washed. Ablutions
are necessary as a preparation for the recital of the
liturgical form of prayer and are performed in the follow-
Ing manner :—

First of all sleeves are tucked up jyst above el-
bows, hands washed three times, and the mouth thrice
rinsed throwing water into it with right hand. After this
water is thrown up the nostrils snuffing it up at the same
time and then allowing it out compressing the nostrils
with the thumb and finger of the left hand this is also
done thrée times. Then fuck is washed three times
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throwing up water with both hands. Then right hand
arm is washed as high as the elbow as many times causing
the water to run along the arm from the palm of the hand
to the elbow and in the same manner the left is ‘washed.
Then removing the head dress wet hand is drawn over
the upper part of the head. The beard is then combed
with the wet fingers of the right hand holding it with
palm forwards and passing the fingers through the beard
from the throat upwards. Then the tips of forefingers
are inserted and twisted round the ears, passing the thumb
at thessame time round the back of the ears from beneath
upwards. Then the neck is wiped with the back of the
fingers of both hands making the end of the fingers meet
behind the neck, then drawing them forwards. After
that the feet are washed up to the ankles passing the
fingers between the toes. Before commencing the “Wazu”
the following should be recited :

‘| am going to purify myself from all bodily un-
cleanliness before performing prayer; that holy act of
duty which will draw my soul near the throne of the
most High. Inthe name of God, the Great and Migkty.
Praise be to God, who has given us grace to be Muslims.
[slam is a truth and infidility a falsehood. When wash-
ing the nostrils say ** O my God., perfume me with the
odours of the paradise dnd refrain me from the bad
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smell of hell.” When washing the right hand say
" O my God on the day of judgement place the reward
of my actions in my right hand and examine my accounts
with favour.” When washing the left hand repeat ** O
my God, place not in the resurrection day the book of my
actions in my left hand.

NOTE :—When one is sure of having avoided
impurity since the last Wazu and is quite clean it need
be repeated before each prayer. 1f water cannot be had
or would injure health clean dust or sand may be used
for Wazu. This ceremoney is called ** Thayy#mun”
and is performed as under :—

Strike both hands on sand or clean dust together,
Touch your face with your hands and then,wipe_the hands

one with the other.

If there be socks on the feet and they have been
put on after performing an ablution it is not necessary to
take them off when saying prayers. It is fessential that
the socks are removed and thg feet washed once in every
twenty four hours. Itis quite proper to remove boots
when entering a Mosque (Building set apart for Divine

service.)

THE SERVICE.

The service consists of two parts. one part called
the “Farz’ to be said in congregation, preferably in a
Mosque, with an Imam leading the service; the second
part, called the ‘“ Sunnat ”’ to be said alone. But when
a man is unable to offer his prayers in a gathering. the
“ Farz "' may be said, like the ** Sunnat ", alone.

Each part consists of a certain number of Rakats
as explained below :—

1. The Fajar (morning prayer! consists of two
Rakats Sunnat to be said alone, followed by two Rakats
Farz to be offered in a congregation.

2. The Zuhar (early afternocon prayer) consists
of four Rakats Sunnat (said alone) followed by four
Rakats Farz '(said in gathering) and then again two
Rakats Sunnet to be said alone. At the end. two Rakats
Nafll .,

3. The Asar (late afternocon prayer) consisting
of four Rakats Farz to be said in a gathering.

4. The Maghrib (Sunset prayer) consists of
three Rakats Farz followgqd by two Rakats Sunnet.
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5. The Isha (Early Night Prayer) having four
Rakats Sunnat and four Rakats Farz (Congregational)
followed by two Rakats Sunnat and again three Rakats
Witr to be said alone.

The Thahajjud (late night Prayer) aud The Zuha
(the breakfast time prayer) having eight Rakats of
Sunnat said in twoes in the former and two or four
Rakats said in the latter alone.

The ** Jumma ™ Prayer (Friday Service) cdnsists
of four Rakats (Sunnet) to be offered alore and then a
Sermon will be delivered exhorting the Muslims to good-
ness and showing them their moral elevation. After the
Khutba or Sermon two Rakats of Farz (Congregational)
to be said followed by two Rakats Sunnat (Said alone)

The “Id"" Prayers consist of two Rakats said in
congregation being followed by a sermon or Khutba.

NOTE :—When there are two or more persons
they may form a congregatiof one of them acting as the
* Imam" (the leader) but when a person is alone he may
offer his Farz prayers also alone. Any layman may be
chosen to lead the orayers sand deliver the sermon as
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there is no priesthood in Islam. When saying congrega-
tional prayers every one King or Peasant irrespective
of caste, rank or wealth should stand shoulder to shoulder
and adore their creator.

THE AZAN.

Every congregational service must be preceded by
an Azan or call to prayers said in a sufficiently loud voice.
The Azan is a point of special excellence in Islam.
Instead of the ringing of bells or the blowing of conchs or
similsr other mechanical means, Islam has adopted a
rational mode of call. The words are so impressive and
pregnant with the meaning as to mark the mode as the
only one worthy of the nobility of human intelligence.
The Mua'zzin or the Crier standing with his fuce to the
“Qiblah’ 1. e. towards the Mecca and utters the following

loudly.
TRANSLITERATION.

* Allaho-Akbar, Allaho-Akbar, Allaho-Akbar,
Allaho-Akbar, Ash-hadu an-la-ilaha il-lallah, Ash-hadu
an-la-ilaha il-lallah.

NOTE :—In the early morning prayer the follow-
ing is added after the words Hyya alal-falah (Come to
success;.

As salatu khairun-min-an-naum.  As-salatu
khairun-min an-naum which means ‘‘Prayer is better
than sleep, prayer is better than sleep.”

DESCRIPTION OF A RAKAT.

After completion the ‘Azan’ the believers stand
shoulder to shoulder in a Mosque and then the ** Igamat™
is said. It is the same as ' Azan " with the addition of
- Qad-qamat-is-salah ©°  meaning ‘' Verily prayers are
now ready "’ and is not recited by the Imam or leader
but by the person who standa bghind him.
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NOTE :_Both Azan and Iqamat are dispensed
with, in the case of Id prayers. Instead of these Allaho-
Akbar is repeated seven times in the first Rakat and
five times in the second before recitation,

Just after the Iqamat the regular form of prtyer
begins with the “Niyyat” (intention) which is said
while standing with the hands hung down on either
side.

Sample form of Niyyat is given below for the
two Rakats of Farz of the morning prayer.

TRANLITERATION
Naweto un-usallillah-i-tala rakat-i-salatil Fajr-i-
farazullah-i-tala, mutwajahan ila jihtil Ka'btish Sharifat-
i-Allaho-Akbar.
TRANSLATION

I have purposed to offer up to God only (with
a sincere heart) this morning with my face towards
Qiblah two rakats Fajr prayer.

After the Niyyat follows the * Takbir-i-Tahri-
mah ”* when both hands are raised up to the ears ina
standing position, with the face towards the Qiblah
i. e.,, Macca. While the words “ Allaho-Akbar, God is

Greatest of all” are uttered. (See pieciure No. 1.)
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Then comes -the ““Qiyam.” The right hand is
placed upon the left, on the breast or below the navel,
the eyes looking to the ground, where Siida is to be made
in self-abasement and then the following prayer or part of
it should be recited slowly : (see picture No. 2.)

TRANSLITERATION.

Inni wajjahto waja-hiya lillzi ftarassa mawate
walarza hani-fan-wama ana minal mushrikin. Inna salati
wa nusuki wa mahyaya wa mamati lillahi rabbil alamin
la sharika lahu wabizalika umirtu wa anna minal musli-
meen.

Surely | have turned myself being upright to
Him who originated the heavens and earth and I am not
of the polytheists. Surely my prayers and my sacrifice
and my life and my death are all for God the Lord of the
worlds, no associate has He and this I am commanded
and | am of those who submit the faithful.

Also the following prayer should be recited
afterwards.
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TRANSLITERATION.

Subhanaka Allahumma wa bi hamdika wa tabark
Asm-u-ka wa ta ala Jaddu-u-ka wa la ilaha ghair-u-ka.

TRANSLATION.

God Thou art Holy and worthy of all praise.
Thy name is the source of blessings and most high is Thy
state and there is none fit to be worshipped save Thee ;
and then;

Which
means | seek the protection of God from Satan the
banished one from God's presence.

After this the worshipper recites the first chapter
of the Holy Quran (standing in the same position) which
is known as the ‘““ Fateha™ (the opening) and runs as
under :

Bismillah-ir-Rahma-nir-Rahim. Alhamd-ulillah-
i-Rabbil Aalameen Ar-Rahman-ir-Rahim Malik-iyaumid
deen, lyyaka na'budu-wa lyyaka nastaecen, lhd-i-nas-
Sirata-al mustagim Sirat-al lazeena an-amta alaihim,
ghairul maghzoobi alaihim v.va|lazzaalleen. Ameen.
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TRANSLATION.

In the name of Allah the Benificient, the Merci-
ful. All praise is due to Allah, the Lord of the Worlds
the Benficient the Merciful, Master of the day of requital,
Thee do we serve and Thee do we beseech for help.
Guide us on the right path, the path of those upon
whom Thou hast bestowed favours, not of those upon
whom wrath is brought down, nor of those who go astray-

At the close of the above issaid * Ameen” i. e.-
Beit so. Afterwards the worshipper can repeat any
portion of the Quran which he learnt by heart, for
example.,

TRANSLITERATION.

Alam-yajal kaidaji, fitazliliun wa arsala alaihim tairan
ababila, tarmihim bi hejarat-im minsijjilin.

Have you not considered how your Lord dealt
with the possessors of the elephant ? Did he not cause.
their war to end in confusion ? And send down (to prey)
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upon them birds in flocks, casting against them hard
stones.

Then saying ** Allaho-Akbar i. e., God is the
Greatest of all ‘' the devotee lowers his head down and
places his palms of the hands upon the knees. This posi-
tion is called *“ Ruku " and the following words expressing
the divine Glory and Majesty are repeated at least three
times. (See picture 3)

TRANSLITERATION.

Subhana Rabbi-yal azim. Holy is my Rabb
(Creator and Sustainer) possessor of highest dignity and
Glory.

Then he stands erect (see picture No. 4) repeat-
ing the words below :

TRANSLITERATION.

**Sami-Allaho-liman hamidah Rabbana-lakal
hamd.” The meaning being who-so-ever declares the
Glory of God, God accepts his prayers. Our Lord;
Thine is the praise.”
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Afterwards the devotee prostrates himself, the
toes of both feet, both knees, both hands and the fore-
head touching the ground and while doing so he says
Allaho-Akbar i. e., God is the Greatest of all. Being in
this position called * Sijdah” or *' prostration’ he ex-
presses the following words at least three times.

Subhana Rabbi-yal ala meaning Glory to Lord
the Most High (See picture: 5) Then the worshipper
sits down in a reverential posture on his left foot, leaving
the right foot with toe on the floor placing both hands on
his knees saying Allaho-Akbar, God is Greatest of all,
(See picture: 6)

Then he prostrates again saying Allaho-Akbar,
God is the Greatest of all and while being in this position
he says just as before “Subhana Rabbi-yal-ala '’ three
times which means Glory to Lord the Most High ; then
while in the act of rising up repeats Allaho-Akbar, God
is the Greatest of all.

This finishes one Rakat, the devotee then rises
and assumes a standing position for the second Rakat and
repeats the Fatiha and any other Surah (verse) from the
Quran : then he finishes the second Rakat in the same
manner as that of the first Fut instead of assuming a
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standing position alter the second Rakat he kneels down
in a reverential position as per picture No. 6 and with the
glorification of the Divine Being combines Prayers for the
Holy Prophet, for the faithful and for himself called the
Tahiyya which runs as under: ‘

TRANSLITERATION.

Attahiyyatu lillah-i-was Salawat-u wattaiyyaibatu
was-salamu-alaika Aiyyuhan-nabiyyu wa rahmatullah-i-wa
barakatuhu Assalama-u-zlaina wa ala ibadillah-is saliheen
Ash-hadu al-la-ilaha illallahu wa ash-hadu anna Muham-
madan Abdu-hu wa rasulu-hu.

TRANSLATION

All homage of the tongue, person or possessions
is due only to God. (In other words it is not right to offer
worship in any form to any being except God) Thou O
prophet Muhammad, May peace descend upon thee and
the mercy of God and His blessings (abundance) and may
peace descer.d also upon us and upon all the servants of
God. | bear witness that there is none fit to be worship-
ped save God, who is one without a partner and I bear
witness that Muhammad (Peace and blessings of God be
on him) is His creature and servant and one of His
prophets.
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If the devotee intends to say more than two
Rakats he stands again and performs other Rakats ; but
if he has to pray only two Rakats then he repeats the
following prayer of blessings for the Apostle of God.

TRANSLITERATION.

Allah humma salli ala Muhammad in-wa ala ali
NMuhammadin kama sallita ala Ibrahima wa ala al
Ibrahima inna-ka Hameed-um-Majeed. Allah humma
barik ala Muhammadin wa ala ali Muhammadin kama
barakta ala Ibrahima wa ala ali Ibrahim-a inna-ka
hameed-um-majeed.

TRANSLATION.

O God! shower Thy mercies upon Muhammad
and his true followers, just the way Thou shewered Thy
mercies upon Abraham and his followers; Thou art the
possessor of Glory and Greatness. O God ! elevate the
rank of Muhammad and his true followers just the way
Thou elevated the rank of Abraham and his true
followers: Thou art the possessor of all praise and pre-

eminence,
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This portion of the prayer is called the Darood ;
then still in same posture he repeats any one or more of
the following prayers.

TRANSLITERATION

1. Allah humma inni Zalamatu nafsi zulman
kasiran wa la yaghfir-uz-zunooba illa anta faghfirli
maghfirat-anmin indika war-hani inna ka antal ghafur-
ur rahim.

2. Allah hummainni a’ oozu bika min al-hammi
walghammi wa aoozubika minal-jabuni wal bukhli wa
aoozubika min alajzi wal kasli wa aoozbika min ghala-
batid-daini wa Qabhri-ir rijal.

3. Rabbij-alnee muqeem-a-salati wa min zurriy-
yati Rabbana wa taqabbal dua.

4. Rabanna atina fid-dunya hasnatan wa fil
akhirati hasanatan wa qina azab an-nar.

TRANSLATION

1. O God I have grieviously injured my soul
and there is none to forgive my sins except Thee; do
Thou forgive me out of Thy mercy and have compassion
on me. Thou art the forgiving, the merciful.
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2. O God I seck Thy protection against disap-
pointment and regret and seek Thy protection against
cowardice miserliness and seek Thy protection against
poverty and weakness and seek Thy protection against
indebtedness and the tyranny of men,

3, O God help me to be steadfast in prayer and
also my children; O my God accept my prayer.

4. O my God vouchsafe me the good of this life
and also of the next and save me from the tortureg of the

fire (Hell).

After this he turns his face towards right as per

picture No. 7 and says ;

As-salam-u-alaikum wa rahmatullzh which means

peacc be on you and the mercy of God.

Then similarly he turns his face towards his left
as per picture No. 8 and repeats the same words as adove.

Thus the service finishes if the devotee had to
say only two rakats ; but as [ said before if he had intended
to pray three or four Rakats, then after repeating
“Tahiyya” he takes the standing posittion, again saying
Allaho-Akbar and finishes the remaining one or two
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Rakats as the case may be in the same manner ; the last
act being always kneeling in a reverentail mood as per
picture No. 6 saying “Tahiyya™ and prayer of blessings
for the Prophet etc., and the concluding prayer to be
followed by the salam.

Important. [t is to be observed that while stand-
ng up {or prayer for the first time and in changing from
one position to another always one should say Allaho-
Akbar or God is ihe Greatest of zll; and therefore it is
only just that a man should in all positions be truly sub-
missive to Him, sitting, standing, bowing and prostrating
himself before the only one Supreme Being in the Whole
Universe Who is greatest of all.

After saying salam many of the sects in Islam
raise up both the hands and invoke the All-knowing God
for special blessings and favours. as per picture No. 9.

MISCELLANEOUS INSTRUCTIONS.

1. When a believer visits his wile he should hzve
abath and perform Wazu {abolution} and then offer his
prayers.

2. He should perform Wazu whenever he goes for
calls of nature or passes the wind, of course there are ex-



ceptions to this rule i. e.. when a person is on journey, sick
or water is not available he should perforin the other
purifying ceremony called Thayyamam.

3. All the Sunnat Prayers should be uttered very
slowly and alone but the Farj prayers of Fajr Namaz of
(two Rakats) Maghrib (two Rakats}) Isha {two Rakats)
should be said in a louder voice either by the Imam when
one offers his prayers with the cougregation or when he
says alone. The other Farj Rakuts of different prayers
should be offered silently.

4. One should not pass in front of a man who is
saying his prayers.

5. If the prayer is being said in congregation the
late-comer should immediately join the congregation in
whatever position it might be and then finish his deficiency
after the salam.

6. Should the Imam iorget any portion of the
“surah” or verse and recites it wrongly he may be reminded
by the men behind saying Subhan-Allah i. e., Glorified is
Allah.

7. Should the devotee forget anything in his prayers
or in case he becomes doubtful he should perform two
prostrations immediately b:fqre or after the “Salam”.

8. All prayers should be said in Arabic in the
above prescribed form but after saying salam one could
pray in his own language according to his requirements

and wants.

9. On the occasion of both “Id” prayers Muslims
are enjoined to take a bath, toilet and wear neat, clean

and il possible new clothes.

10. As far as possible Muslims of different streets
should join for Friday prayers in the principle Mosque
of the town or city and all the surrounding people join
the “1d” prayers at a central open place.

11. No music or chairs are allowed in Mosques
while offering prayers and should not enter them with

shoes on.

12. One is not expected to speak gossips in the
Mosque.
A FEW EXTRACTS FROM THE QURAN.

I said that in the Salat after the recitation of the
Fateha it is necessary to recite some other passage from
the Quran. Accordingly I quote here a few extracts from
different portions of the Quran. which suitably be read in

Salat.
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TRANSLITERATION.

Qul hu-wallahu ahad Allahus-samad lam-yalid
wa lam-voolad, wa lam yakullahu kufuwan ahad.

TRANSLATION.

Say, He alone is Allah, Allah is independent of
everylhing and cverything dependent on Him; He
neither begetteth (a son) nor is He begotten and there

is nothing else like unto Him.
TRANSLITERATION.
