“The future of the Socialist movement has been put
in grave jeopardy by the series of illegal end authori-
tarian actions of the ruling group within the PSP. The
issue before the party was very simple ; co-existence or
disruption. By starting a process of suspension the
executive has chosen the path of disruption. No
socialist can take this lying low. It is for us to lift the
movement from its present morass.

“The party of Indian socialism has already witness-
ed three phases; the CSP, the SP, and the PSP. It does
not matter whether its present form survives. The
essential thing is that the quest and the struggle for a
new social order that has propelled all active socialists
through these various phases continues with renewed
vigour and determination.

“Shorn of the verbiage about propriety, discigline
and constitutional forms the basic differences in the
party boil down to this. Whether the party of
socialism should function as 8 constructive yet militant
opposition or should become the ruling party’s pliant
instrument. The approach of the now famous Allaha-
bad statement is one of militant opposition. Barring a
few couragous co-operationists almost every one swears
by it. However this has become a ritual and many of
those in authority while paying lip sympathy to it
actually persue a do nothing policy in regard to political
and economic issues and of active hostility on the so
called discipline front.

“It is no accident therefore, that the Kerala Minis-
try which recommended extention of preventive deten-
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tion, opposed trade unionism in state industries and
alternately flirted with the Congress and the Com-
munist parties won a certificate of good and dignified
conduct from the executive. Contrary to the letter
and spirit of the policy statement an clectoral adjust-
ment with the ruling party was encouraged by some
highly placed persons in Andhra Elections. That if it
did not materialise is another matter. It is not
unusual either that the public denunciation of the
Allahabad as ‘obsolete” and vilification of party
comrades was tolerated and suspensory actions
initiated against those who opposed the policy of
co-operation. On the one hand batches of partymen
demoralised by the co operationist propaganda are
jumping to the Congress band-wagon, on the other
hand there is indecent haste to throw out people wh are
anxious to stem the rot in the party. The Executive’s
contribution to the Manipur struggle was its denuncia-
tion of the person who sought to intensify it and to the
Goa stroggle, dissolution of the eleeted committee of
the largest state branch of the party.

“The directive of the ruling group that no party
member would attend the Samajvadi Yuwak Sabha
conference because itis to be presided over bya
suspended member, the circular letter demanding in the
name of the Chairman that the Chairman of the
biggest PSP unit be suspended, all these are signs of the
growing totalitarian tendences within the party.

“The fact is that under the new constitution adop-
ted at Indore last year, the Bombay Committee has
the status of a District Branch and is not at all compe-
tent to suspend any member. Besides the action
against me was taken on the strange ground that I held
a press conference, without indicating what said or
done at the press conference, violated which article or
rule of the constitution. The action against your
Chairman under a code of conduct which has no legal
validity is also unconstitutional. A clause which was
meant to cover allegations against misappriopration of
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public funds, bogus membership etc. has been construed
as a ban on all criticism of executive decisions. This
is extraordinary, especially when it is remembered that
the Bombay Committee had publicly criticised the
executive decision on Travancore Cochin electoral
adjustment and the Maharashtra party the formation of
the parliamentary bloc with More as its general secre-
tary. All these executive decisions could be challenged
in a Court of Law but normally one does not do it in a
political party, The normal method would be to let
the revolt against the executive high handed spread
throughout the country.

“India is alowly drifting towards a one-party state.
The Sarvodaya talk about the no-party state, the theory
of His Majesty Nehru’s loyal and emasculated “opposi-
tion” seeking areas of agreement and electoral adjust-
ment with the ruling party, and the communist soft
padling of Congress injustices in the name of a peace
policy, all these are driving us incessantly towards a
total state. The first five year plan has not solved the
problem of growing unemployment, poverty and
inequality nor will the second plan do that. The first
plan, however, has paved the way towards centralisation
of economic power and the second and the third plans
will complete the process. That must spell disaster for
the millions and social disruption and tensions all
round.

“The need for a party with a clear decentralist,
socialist programme, championing the cause of the
oppressed is very great.  We have to be that party, no
matter what the pricc be. The following programme of
work suggests itself ;

(1) Top priority should be given to socialist youth
organisation on the basis of contructive work, social
retorms and ideological training ;

(2) Workers’ struggles against retrenchment and
increase in work load as in Kanpur ;
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(3) Agitation among educated youths against the
growipg unemployment ;

(4) Campaign against falling agricultural prices and
for parity ;

(5) Active resistance to all unjust tax burdens likely
to be imposed on the people during the second plan ;
(6) Agitation for more powers to the loca! bodies.

Finally I would like to say a word about the Goa
movement. Thereis a danger of its continuing under
the tutlaege of the Prime Minister. It must throw off
the tutel and develop as a genuine popular movement.



PRESIDENTIAL ADDRESS.

We are meeting here to-day under the shadow of a
barbaric persecution. In its uncommon zeal for witch
hunting, a committee of twenty five parsons has gone
to the length of banning a Conference of several hun-
dred delegates representing 30,000 and more socialists.
The enormity or this unconstitutional act has helped me
in overcoming my diffidence about presiding over this
conference from which in view of the suspendory action
taken on me, I would otherwise have desisated. I am happy
that all of you by assembling here have demonstrated
that the Socialist movement yet retains the capacity of
resisting injustice whether internal or external.

Some have said that the false cry of ideological
differences has been raised to cover up indiscipline but
I wish to assert that the false cry of indiscipline has
been raised to cover up ideclogical and policy dif-
ferences. It is too late in the day for these gentlemen
to deny the existence of ideological and policy dif-
ferences in the party. The whole country knows of
them. Whatis notso commonly known is the foul
practice of swearting, allegiance to the abstract enuncia-
tion of a policy and defeating all concrete applications
of that policy to given situations. The latest cry of
indiscipline is another attempt in the same direction.
It admirably serves the purpose of eliminating unwant-
ed persons without entailing the risk of facing squarely
the ideas that they stand for.

What after all is discipline. Is it an instrument to
build up an organisation for the futherance of an idea
or isit a weapon for the perpetuation of authority and
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the silencing of dissident voices. I should like to.
state that in relation to political parties discipline has
both a positive and a negative aspect. In the positive
sphere jt means the execution of acts designed to
achieve one’s objective. In the negative sphere, it
means the non-doing of acts which are likely to help
other parties against one’s own. These tests should
now enable one to find out the real offenders of dis-
cipline in the Praja Socialist Party.

There are other important questions relating to
procedure jurisdiction and the internal relationship of
committees and persons. Even servants can sue, their
employers for wrongful dismissal. Subordinate com-
mittees or persons should not be so regarded that
superior bodies can do what they like with them. Even
superior persons and committees must operate within
the law according to prescribed rules and within the
limitations of their authority. That is the essence of
democracy. The majority in a democracy is not the
absolute morarch to act as it wills, When a superior
committee in a political party acts aroitrarily and out-
side its prescribed authority, democracy requires that
its act should be challenged. That is particularly
necessary in India where the people cling to the dis-
astrous belief in heirarchy in considering any lower
committee as a Patwari committees should we win this
battle in the P. S. P. The Indian people as a whole will
have won a great right political parties in the country
will thenceforth have to practice internal democracy.

Yet another question is of the equitable correspon-
dence of offence and punishment. Hands were cut off
for the offence of stealing in certain periods of ancient
India. While some may romanticise that law, any
sensible person would call it grievous assault and in-
flicting of injury. There was no offence done in invit-
ing a person to speak, even a person who has been
suspended from membership, suspended member has a
right to speak although his right to represent is with-
held from him. Even those who would consider it an
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offence would certainly not call it a major offence and
to award a sentence of death for a small altercation
would be unjust and barbaric.

I should now like to briefly touch on the question
of our relation with the party in power. This question
has been discussed at length in the party and outside
and it is unfortunate that even after several definite
verdicts from the party membership some people are
still able to keep this question alive and open. There
have been repeated announcements from some persons
that they do not intend to go over to the Congress and
from some others that no one in the party thinks of
joining the Congress. In the first place I would like to
say that in spite of these pronouncements, people are
going over to the Congress party and in the second
place that whether some are or are not thinking of
Joining the congress is a matter utterly irrelevant and
unimportant. o fact no one has accused these persons
of these intentions.

The essential question is not in relation to some
future and distant co-operation or otherwise with the
Congrese party. The deciding question relates to the
present bchaviour of opposition parties. What they
might do in the future is a secondary question but what
they are doing in the present is a primary and impor-
tant question. All opposition parties keep mum in
relation to the big problems and criticise the Govern-
ment on minor issues. That keeps up the appearance
of opposition but achieves the substance of Friendship
T want my party, the Praja Socialist Party, not to keep
mum in parliament or assemblies over the big ques-
tions but to kick up such a din in relation to unemploy-
ment, falling agricultural prices, dental of civil liberties
and the like that the people as well as the government
sit up and take note. There is no opposition party in
the country today and what we are seeking to do in
U. P. has only one aim and thatis to make the PSP
anto an organisation that will effectivcly oppose when
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out of office and truly reconstruct the country on
socialist lines when in government,

The opposition in assemblies and parliament ought
vigorously to reflect the' miseries as well as the aspira-
tions of the people. Parliament and assemblies in India
are suffgring from pernicious anaemia and only that
party can revive them whose legislators are not tied up
with the party in power. [ have already said that the
present trend in the party leadership, deliberateiy or
otherwise is to shelve the burnning issues of the day.
The deeds of the National Executive can at best achieve
the result that sccialist intetlect may be wed to ‘Con-
gress power’ that a couple of hundred socialists all over
the country, may find their places in legislature and
some in ministers for rebuilding the country. I should
like to ask a qu stion. Are we a party of two hundred
or so leaders, perphas eminently able, whose talents are
a still unused or are we a peoples’ party out to change
the face of India.

On the reply that you give to this question depends
the future of the socialist movement in India, once we
are clear about this objective, the P. S. P. would find
no difficulty in organising th: peoples’ will against
Congress misrule, unleass a nationwide peoples’ move-
ment against unemployment and corruption and there-
by win the country’s support to send upright milliant
people to the ligislatures and to power.



RESOLUTION PASSED BY THE SECOND
ANNUAL CONFERENCE OF THE PRAJA
SOCIALIST PARTY (U.P.) AT GHAZIPUR

This Conference of the U. P. Praja Socialist Party
congratulates socialists of Uttar Pradesh on the fulfil-
ment of their resolve to defy the National Executive’s
undemocratic and anti-socialist fiat. The National
Executive disregarded all rules of discipline and consti-
tution, deprieved suspended members not only of right
of representation but of speech, tried to gag ideological
and policy debates by introducing an involved and
perverse interpretation of the clauses of the Party
Counstitution and attempted not only to suspend the
Executive of the Statein Uttar Pradesh disregard of
constituional powers and jurisdiction but to ban and
sabotage its annual conference. The State Executive
acted with great tolerance and accommodation but .
the attempts of the National Executive have shown that
it was 1n a futile search of false prestige and totalitarian
powers. To bow to such methods would have meant
the strangulation of the newborn child of socialism and
democracy, just as socialists of Uttear Pradesh have
by resisting them deepened and strengthened the
foundations of internal democracy in political parties.

In the opinion of this Conference, if some can take
cover behind ideological differences in order to hide
their indiscipline, others can, and are raising the slogan
of indiscipline in order to obscure and settle ideologi-
cal and other differences. Without a doubt differences
of ideas, policy, action and outlook have during recent
times crossed legitimate bouuds in the Party of
socialism and it is essential to clarify them through
action and debate, but to deny their existence on the
one hand and to ssttle them through disciplinary actions
onthe other is not only untrue but fatal. In any
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organisatipn discipline should be directed towards the
realisation of objectives and in accordance with rules.
The National Executive neglecting the constitution and
tules, has taken refuge behind the common but false
conception that subordinate committees and persons
should obey superior committees and persons. In fact,
demacratic organisation and discipline can never be
based on such Patwari committees and all persons
and committees, whether superior or subordinate
should act within the limitations prescribed by rules.
The U. P. Praja Socialist Party deserves to be congratu-
lated by the people in so far as it struck hard on this
bureaucratic method of organisation and discipline even
at the cost of injuring itself badly.

Discipline in both its positive and negative aspects
is the skeleton to support the flesh of organisation.
Members of a Party ought never to give public expres-
sion to mutual disputes relating to internal elections or
charges of malpractices on each other, nor should they
seek election against each other outside the Party.
Those who do so should be disciplined. But words,
no matter how strong, used during ideological debates
should never be made the basis of any disciplinary
action, although any displeasure at such words can be
expressed through personal behaviour. Any disciplinary
action on such grounds leads to partiality as there
generates a tendency to exaggerate the apparent harsh-
ness of one side and to overlook the wrongs of the
other. Democracy is shelved and with it split of the
Party becomes inevitable. There is even greater need
of positive discipline and it can be enforced not on the
basis of individual opportunism but of principles. In
such a discipline there can be hardly any place for
opportunists who support the resolution of the State
Executive and when it results in the suspension of that
Executive, join the new committee dictatorially foisted
by the National Executive. Besides consistency in
ideas and action, it is also necessary to observe strictly
the constitutional provisions regarding membership and
committees. Elections on party ticket shoul only be
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permitted at places where committees and gcandidates
satisfy constitutional requirements. Socialists must
now lose no time in understanding that discipline is
impossible so long as the hope of financial assistance
from the top remains.

This Conference of the Uttar Pradesh Praja Socialist
Party considers it essential to particularly emphasize
these principles of organisation in the present situation
of the country. Unemployment and ejections are on
the increase, agricultural prices are going down in
contrast to increasing or stationary industrial prices
and tax burdens, the economic condition of the people
is deteriorating in spite of apparent, artificial, or long
range planning of national reconstruction and the
people are being subjected to unprecedented police
terror. The general elections are drawing near, and
while the ruling party is at least apparently gaining
strength, the opposition parties seem to be weakening.
In this hour of co-existence of mounting misery and
diminishing opposition, the confusion of policy prevail-
ing in the Praja Socialist Perty is most unfortunate.
Many different persons have been putting forth ideas
of merger with the Congress Party, coalition govern-
ment, coalition governments on specific conditions and
co-operation as also taking active steps towards them
but it has become unnecessary to discuss them. What-
ever may be the future consequences of these ideas and
connected events, in the present they are succeeding in
paralysing the Praja Socialist Party. The real issue is
obsecured by the fruitless controversy on whether any
person or group of persons in the Praja Socialist Party
would in the future join the Congress. The issue is
whether and to what extent the Praja Socialist Party is
fostering and furthering militant or paralysed socialism.
The futile attempt to wed socialist intellect to Congress
powet for national reconstruction is helping the paral-
ysis of socialism an# trying to make the Praja Socialist
Party a party of two-to-three hundred successful leaders
or legislators instead of a peoples’ party. With these
ideas and the advent of elections, the intoxication of

political opportunism which helps to maintain the
superficial unity and internal discord of the Party
and continually allures with the prospects of success
in elections without ever winning them is bound to
increase. Politics in India is a huge bog and without
driving into it stakes of principles and corresponding
action andorganisation, neither immediate victory nor
the building of socialism is possible. It is necessary to
offer steady and continual opposition to increasing
misery and organise peoples movements based on such
policies as ‘“‘employment or unemployment allowance”,
“no increase in taxation without price parity” and
“no ejectments”. When necessary, unjust laws and
administrations should be disobeyed and defied.

All members and committees of the P. S. P.
throughout the country who want militant socialism to
win against paralysed socislism are now charged with
the duty to make their Party a fit instrument of cons-
truction and struggles and to promote an atmosphere
healthy for active socialism: by undertaking the mutual-
ly complimentary tasks of organisation and political
training,.

This Conference calls upon all socialists of the
country to:

1. Organise the Party in accordance with the cons-
titutional provisions relating to membership and
committeess.

Engage in constructive work.

Organise sustained agitations and, whenever
necessary, peaceful struggles against injustice.. _

4. Work for the enhancement of peoples courage
on the basis of civil disobedience.

5. Form branches of functional organisations such
as Hind Kisan Panchayats. Hind Mazdoor
Sabhas and Samajwadi Yuwak Sabha and
through them intensify peaceful class struggle,
and demand for the constitutional relationship-
between these organisations and the Party.
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6. Arrange training camps for workers and try to
orientate common political propaganda towards
the objective of the Party.

7. Build up candidates for legislatures, trained in
principles and policies and strong committees to
check, support & when necessary replace them.

This Conference urges upon socialists of this state
not to recognise and co-operate with the ad-hoc com-
mittee formed by the National Executive in uttar dis-
regard of democratic practice. The National Execu-
tive has started factionalism and the formation of a
new party in Uttar Pradesh and it is the duty of all
socialists to defeat them in this purpose. This con-
ference requests all members of the P.S.P. and all
committees in the country down to the constituency
level, to debate on this resolution, form opinions and
express it through resolutions. It further asks them to
oppose the National Executive and demand its removal.



Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia’s Views.

. Silepce on or acquiescence in the acts of socialist
leadership by the people of India will spell disaster to
democracy as well as socialism for the following
reasons :—

(1) Suspensions and bans promulgated by the
National Executive of the Praja Socialist Party are in
violation of law as also of good conduct and, unless
defied, will belp ruin outward democracy by destroying
internal democracy of political parties because :—

(a) these actions were taken not under a constitu-
tional clause or rule but under a code of conduct,
which is entirely non-justiciable. The Gita is certainly
a higher law than the penal code but no sate person
would contemplate legal action under it ;

(b) clause X of the code of conduct under which
these actiops have been taken relate to -‘complaints”
against one another, such as concerning defalcation or
elections, which members of the Party may bring before
the appropriate committee instead of ventilating them
publicly. This clause has been mischievously stretch-
ed to cover policy criticisms, which lose all democratic
meaning unless made publicly ;

(c) the constitution contains no provisiocn whatever
for an executive committee banning an entire conference
of elected delegates. Such an act is unparalleled and
common sence would like it to the dog trying to bark
the elephant into submission

(d) actions of such terrifying proportions would not
have been undertaken if the “offenders’ had expressed
regret. Even otherwise, the offence, if such it may be
called, bears no proportion to the punishment inflicted
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and is like the award of life-long imprisonment to a:
man who might have thrown a rotten tomato at a.
vulgar speaker. The executive committee was obvious-
ly seeking prestige or policy or some such end ;

(e) suspended members may lose their right ta
represent and to punish those who give them an
opportunity for the right to speak is vengeful ;

(f) action against the U. P. Executive and Con-
ference foilowed upon the passage of two resolutions;
one of which was drafted by the man who later became
the Chairman of the nominated committee. Tyranny
has always used agents provocateurs as agencies for
achieving its own brand of discipline. Three of the
best men on the usurper committee have since resigr}ed
and two of them, Vishram Rai, M. L. A. and Arjun
Singh Bhadoria, have been elected on the new executive,
The National Executive is trying to foster a rebellion
in U. P. against elected committees and has already
travelled from the state level to that of the district by
appointing a rebel committee for Ghazipur ;

(g) on the basis of unchallenged disclosures alread.y
made, U. P. representatives were willing to rescind their
resolutions, cancel their invitations and have their
Chairman express regret, if the all-India Chairman
agreed to reconsider the case of the suspended Bombay
member. This virtual surrender left me gaping when
I heard of it, but it was also met by the threat of some
pessons to resign from the party in the event of its
acceptance :

(h) the same National Executive which refuses to
re-open the Bombay action on grourd of constutional
incompetence reopened the Andhra cases of discipline,
thereby proving that what was involved was policy and
not discipline ;

(i) such shameless acts were possible because the
National Executive banked on the popular but erro-
neous belief that discipline meant obedience to higher

-orders. Such absolutism in beliefs combined with
'majority rule must inevitably turn democracy into a
‘monster worse than the worst monarchy. Higher as
Higher as well as lower committees and personnal must
operate fwithin the limitations of the organic law, that
is the constitution. In the present struggle, defeat
-of the National Executive would pave the way for
defeat of the collector-patwari principle that at present
regulates relationships among lower and higher com-
mittees of political parties in the country and smothers
them. Victory of ihe executive would help destroy
democracy by reinforcing monolithic control and
terrorising dissident elements to submit to their party
Jleaders.

(2) Too great an obsession with negative aspects of
discipline ruins the structure of positive discipline and
Jdmpairs the fabric of negative discipline as well
because: —

(a) no effort is made to ensure the positive dis-
cipline of money flowing from the bottom to the top
-and the party of socialism is weakened through the
split mind of wanting to take the votes of the poor
with the money of the rich;

(b) no effort is made to organise meetings of cons-
tituency committees and primary units. Under the
constitution, primary units must meet four times in the
year and constituency committees six times but
sacialist lehdership is continually violating this require-
ament of discipline and the constitution ;

(c) no effort is made to chapge over fro mherd
membership to human members. Leadership money,
-somnolent committees and cattle membership make
dimpossible the rise of mass consciousness ;

(d) crude personalism prevails in the shape of
leaders wanting to have their nominees selected as
.assembly and parliament candidates. Leaders adjust
their claims with one another according to their im-
portance and, if anybody refuses to fall in with this
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personalism and wants to encourage collective decisions
by appropriate committees, he is denounced as an
individualist by the wolf-pack of leaders.

(¢) premium is put on the virtues of ‘nam-jap’ and
chorussing and action and thought are discouraged ;

(f) no disciplinary action was ever taken even in
regard to negative discipline such as continuance in the
I. N. T. U. C. or similarly unfriendly bodies or
speaches in parliaments coatrary to accepted policies
of rationalisation, linguistic states and the like ;

(g) no disciplinary action was ever contemplated,
not even warning issued, against accredited represen-
tatives of the party who had made public promise of
coalition with the congress party in the event of
acceptance of their terms. Theyv had sought colition,
while the congress party had only sought co-operation ;

(h) those who would like to encourage talk and ban
abuse are the greatest vilifiers, for they mistake their
opponents’ talk for abuse and their own abuse for
legitimate talk. I accuse the entire socialist top of
making personal and malicious attacks on our motives
and in writing, while I would challenge them to pro-
duce a single written sentence from me attacking any
individual and his motives. 1 have never asked for
action against them, nor would I do so in future, for
harsh words may be a cause of disapproval but never
of legal action.

(3) Faulty notions of discipline and democracy
cover up the socialist leadership’s uttar failure in the

triple spheres of action, thought and organisation,
because; =

(a) the latest disclosures made by the Andhra
Secretary and the all-India Chairman of the Party
reveal that a meeting had been sought and arranged
with the Andhra Congress chief for an alectoral adjust-
ment. Such a flagrant violation of Party policy is:
directly due to the pro-Congress temper and is pro-
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bably continually taking place in secret. The only
point still in dispute in these disclosures is whether the
Andhra Secretary was the initiator and the all-India
officers accomplices or the all-India officers initiators
the Andhya Secretary a deft cancellor of this most
offensive violation of party policy ;

(b) between April and September, 1954, people’s
temper in U. P. was warming up with inevitable re-
percussions throughout the cotintry, so that a nation-
wide struggle against misery would have started in the
beginning of 1955. The narrowly administrative and
non-human angle on police-firing adopted by the
socialist leadership not only brought infamy to the
socialist organisation without any profit but also
effectively scotched all possibilities of a nation-wide
awakening ;

(c) four-fold ideas of merger, coalition, coalition on
terms and co-operation, each succeeding idza is more
dangerous because it looks more i1nnocent, are
effectively paralysing the Party of Socialism. Debate
on future intentions must not be allowed to obscure
present behaviour ; persons guilty of sprecading present
paralysis may in fact swear by theoretical radicalism
and party’s policies ;

(d) Parliament has become an old harridan ever
waiting on the smile of its prince-charming, the Prime
Minister. Unemployment, ejectment, price disparities
and injustices, are there but nothing rouses a people’s
movement. No political party prepares a pational
struggle against injustice. Individual civil disobe-
dience is discouraged. The Praja Socialist Party must
become active on all these fronts of Parliamentary
opposition, peoples movements, mass struggles and
individual civil disobedience, before it can be called an
opposition party of an effective party.

In particular, I should like to pay my tribute to the
Dehri Dalmianager constituency Praja Socialist Party
for passing resolutions at committee sessions as well as
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a public meeting attended by several thousand persons
.asking for removal of the dictatorial National Execu-
tive. Every constituency committee in the country
must meet debate and pass resolutions. This will be a
powerful beginning towards people’s participation in
politics, Furthermore, the party of socialism in Blhar,
perhaps the best unit in the country as far as its rank
and file and its grass-roots organisation are concerned,
has been turned into a stronghold of reaction over the
past few years by an incompetent leadership. The
stronghold is crumbling rapidly and the Bihar Party
may perform an astonishing double-march. If that
happens, there is some hope yet of the Praja Socialist
Party reforming throughout the country and beginning
on a new phase of its career particularly after the next
National Conference.
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
