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FOREWORD

In 1898, the Nagari-Pracharini Sabha of Benares
undertook the preparation and publication of a Hindi
Scientific Glossary comprising the technical words
of Geography, Astronomy, Mathematics, Economics,
Physics, Chemistry, and Philosophy with their equi-
valents in Hindi. After a labour extending over
eight years this work was completed with the col-
laboration and assistance of Mahamahopadhyaya
Pandit Sudhakar Dwivedi, Pandit Mahavir Prasad
Dwivedi, Dr. Bhagwan Das, Pandit Madhava Rao
Sapre and Babu Thakur Prasad. A Sub-Committee
consisting of Prof. T. K. Gajjar, Prof. N.'B. Ranade,
Prof. A. C. Sanyal, Babu Bhagawati Sahaya, Pandit
Vinayak Rao, Lala Khushi Ram and several others
helped in the revision of this work. . It consisted of
10,330 English and 16,269 Hindi words. : It is a matter
of great congratulation and satisfaction' that this
glossary has been largely utilised by . writers on
scientific subjects, not only in Hindi but in Bengali,
Marathi and Guzerati as well.

- This glossary was published more than twenty
years ago and although it has served well the purpose
for which it was'deésigned, it has now become out of
date. During 'this period scientific literature has
advaneed enormously and a large number of new
technical words have 'been goined and incorpora-
ted.:, Besides, . this edition of the Hindi Scientific
Glossary . has now..run :out of stock, and being the
first attempt of its kind, could not be expected to
be free from defacts.., It has, therefore, been decided
to undertake the :preparation. and ‘publication of an
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enlarged and revised edition of this book. This task
has been entrusted to a Committee consisting mainly
of professors of the Science Department of the
Benares Hindu University. This Committee began
the work in right earnest. Tha collection, arrange-
ment and coinage of each word was entrusted to
people who had been actually teaching the subject
concerned to the University classes for a number
of years and who were engaged in writing
suitable Hindi text-books on those subjects for the
college classes. At the same time a Committee
consisting of the representatives of all the Sciences
was appointed to examine and criticise each word
from various points of view and fix upon the proper
Hindi word. Where a word has different meanings
in different senses, an attempt has been made to see
that the Hindi equivalent conveys the exact sense of
the English word. A Sanskrit scholar has been
associated with the Committee to see that the Hindi
word has been given its proper grammatical form.
It is perhaps unnecessary to point out that no attempt
has been made at puritanism. Words of foreign
origin have been unhesitating y accepted and even
English words have been taken with the nearest
approach of their pronunciation in Hindi.

The first, second and third partsof this glossary
consisting of the words of Physics, Chemistry and
Mathematics were issued some time ago and the
fourth part containing astronomical terms is now
being issued with a view to their being
critically examined and revised by Scientists
interested in the development of Scientific literature
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in the various modern languages of India. The
Sabha aims at having, so far as possible, a common
Scientific Vocabulary for the whole of India and with
this object in view it proposes to call together at a
later stage a Conference of the representatives of the
various important modern languages of India in
order to arrive at a common understanding and to give
a final form to each word. Any suggestion as to how
this idea could be realised will be most welcome and
helpful. In the meantime it is expected that Scien-
tists representing the various modern languages of
India will help the Sabha and the Editorial Com-
mittee by thoroughly and carefully considering these
glossaries as they appear, and sending their criticism.
It is hoped that this criticism will be constructive in
nature, for it is then that it can be helpful. A
newly coined word is bound to appear strange and
nothing is easier than to say that it is no good. What
is really wanted is that better alternative words be
suggested. But in doing so it should not be for-
gotten that very often the English language has a
large number of words with very slight but necessary
differences of meaning. These differences should be
preserved. Perhaps the most important point to be
kept in view is that the words chosen should be
such as to be easily acceptable to all the provinces,
80 that one common Scientific Glossary for the whole
or at least a greater part of India may be evolved.
The Nagari-Pracharini Sabha trusts that its request
will meet with a favourable response and that with
the help and co-operation of scholars it will be able
to realise the object it has in view.
