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FOREWORD.

Chikadevaraja Wodayar, Maharaja of Mysore,
has left a name embalmed in peoples’ memory,
like that of Louis XIV of France, Queen Eliza-
beth of England, Augustus of Rome, Akbar of.
Delhi, and Krishnadevaraya of Vijayanagar,

He ascended the throne in 1673 and reigned
for 31 years. He was a contemporary of Aurang-
zeb and Shivaji, and had to fight and repulse the
armies of both.

He was a Ruler, gifted alike with military
talents, administrative talents, and literary talents.
His military achievements were equal to those of
Maharaja Kantheerava Narasaraja Wodayar. He
was the first Ruler to appoint a Council of Mini-
sters to conduct the administration. He inaugu-
rated the Postal system, established what are
called “ Regulated Markets,”” and provided
facilities for industries and commerce by fixing
weights and measures, and by other means.. He
imposed -checks cn the acquisition of unlimited
wealth, and three centuries ago anticipated the
modern socialist trend.

And like good king Bhoja he was a patron of
poets, and a poet himself. Three of his Minis-
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ters, Tirumalarya, Chikkupadhyaya and Shadak-
shariah were distinguished poets. Singararya,
the dramatist of Kannada, Sanchia Honnamma,
the moral poetess, and Lakshmeesa, the most
beloved of Kannada poets, are of his time.

He himself was the author of two devotional
works, ¢ Chika-devaraja Binnapam,” and ¢ Geeta
Gopalam,” and of several songs in tripadi and
shatpadi metres.

Having repulsed invaders, and curbed neigh-
bours bent on aggression, he had ensured security
to his peoples’ life and property. Timely rains,
by the grace of God, had given them peace and
plenty in this world. IIe did not however rest
content with that: Ile wanted to secure their
welfare also in the other world, and therefore
sought to place before them the truths of life and
salvation, simply, succinctly, understandably.

“ 290 9:T03 ¥, d03dRdo oy Anves ed
o3z Fronvo RordRaon, =IF, HrodeIdcT,
BREING FoshndamIdne 2 Beday, II3ee
B30 W Boride B3R ayo,” he says in the
preamble to ¢ Chikadevaraja Binnapam.” The
aim, the purpose, the execution, of the works, all
deserve praise.
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To have analysed the theories, doctrines, and
inculcations of Sree-Vaishnavism into 30 groups,
and expounded them in 30 one-page paragraphs
of melliflunus prose, bespeaks a mental attain-

ment which would be praise-worthy in a scholar,
and is especially so in a king.

Chikadevaraja Wadiyar wrote the work for
the benefit of his vernacular subjects. Three
centuries after its birth, the work is now found
to be trebly useful, because Tamil-knowing Sree-
Vyshnavas and English-knowing Sree-Vyshnavas
arc as ignorant of their faith as the Kannada
subjects of the Royal author.

Mr. R. Tirunarana Iyengar, who has brought
out the Tamil and English translations of the
work besides the original work itself, deserves
the grateful thanks of all three classes of readers
for his altruistic endeavours. Also, in the words
of H. E. Thé Governor General, the “very in-
teresting publication serves the double purpose
of expressing his devotion to Sri Ramanuja and
loyalty to the Mysore Royal Family.”

What distinguishes man from animals is not
his political organisation, or his social orgaaisa-
tion, because the animals, and even insects, have
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got them, such as the elephants, the bees, the
ants; but his religious enlightenment. If he has
not got that, he is an animal and not a man.

Maharaja Chikadevaraja Wadayar’s effort to
provide that illumination, and Mr. R. Tirunarana
Iyengar’s effort to spread that illumination to an
ever-expanding circle, are well-nigh beyond
praise. I trust that the book will find a place in
every Sree-Vyshnava household.

PUBLISHER’S SUBMISSION.

This work is one of the holy works (Divya-
Prabandhas) cf the royal author, Sri Chikadeva
Mabharaja, Ruler of Karnataka, whose capital was
Srirangapattana and whose reign was from 1672
ADp. to 1704 Ap. The work should have been
written during this period.

This work was first printed from Palm-leaf
manuscripts more than fifty years ago in the jour-
nal “ Aryamatha Sanjeevini,” which was then
being conducted by the late M. A. Ramanuja
Iyengar. Some 3 or 4 years afterwards, the work
appeared in the Kavya Kalanidhi Series, a journal
which was being jointly edited by the late
erudite scholars, S. G. Narasimhachariar and the
said M. A. Ramanuja Aiyengar.

To this work attaches the unique distinction
of collecting together and presenting in a cencise
and easily digestible form all the essential
doctrines of the Visishtadvaita School of the
Vedanta Philosophy. Such a work is hardly to
be found in any other language. From a study
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of the work it will be found that what the author
says in his introduction absut his own work is
fully justified. The majority of the moderm
generation of the Sriviishnivis, though otherwise
educated, I feel, are not adequately conversamt
with the basic principles of their own Siddhanta.
This is just the work which will give them the
necessary grounding. It justly deserves to be im
the hands of every Vaishnava who calls himself
a follower of Sri Riminija and an adherent
of the Visishtadvaita Siddhanta. It is a work
which has to be read, re-read and pondered
over, and to which ont saould go again and agaim
for light and guidance. 3fach study will throw
fresh light on the truths of the Sillhantz, A
clear knowledge of this work will enable the
reader to understand better the significances con-
veyed in the Prasthana-traya—i.e., the Upani-
shads, the Vedanta Sutras and the Bhagavadgitas
—the Divya Prabandhas of the Alwars and the
lucid commentaries thereon, the Rahasyas, and
other works of the Acharyas.

The present publication is divided iato
three parts. The First Part contains the Kannada
original ; the Second Part is a free Tamil trams—
lation with a few notes here and there, and the

Third Part is an English translation with some
notes. This arrangement is adopted to suit the
convenience of both the Karnataka and Tamil-
Nad Vaishnavites. The significances and the
religious devotional pleasure which dawn in the
minds of the rcaders, by the Sanskrit-Kannada
and Sanskrit-Tamil terms cannot be had by a
mere study of the Enzlish translation.

I am grateful to my young cousin, Sri M.
R. Sampatkumaran m.A., the learned scholar and
son of the celebrated Professor M. Ranga-
charyar, who went through the manuscripts in
English and Tamil, and made corrections and
helpful suggestions. I am also indebted to Sri
G. R. Josyer, M A., the Editor of the Ritionlist,
a weekly journal of Mysore, for kind permission
to put in book-form the English translation and
notes which were first published in his journal
in 1947 and 1948. I am thankful to the Coro-
nation Press for getting printed the first and
the third parts.

B

The royal author commences the introduction to
his work with fifteen verses. The first three are
‘* Benedictory verses (Mangala Slokas)” in which the
author invokes the blessings of Sriman-Narayana of
Thirunarayanapura (Melkote) and Sr1 Ranganatha of
Srirangapatna, his capital. In the next eight verses
he describes the suppression of enemy-kinds in all the
eight directions of his kingdom. In the last four
verses the birth of the work (Crantha-avatara) 1s ex-
plained. Though 1n the introduction the subject-
matter of each of the Thirty Representations 1s told
eoncisely and clearly, the author heads with a verse
each of the Representations except the Nineteenth
which has four verses. These verses also desecribe
the subject-matter, but in a somewhat different form.
The meanings of all the verses are given 1n prose 1n
the English translation.

The deseription of Panclulkarana in Representa-
tion No. 13; that of the measurements of the
Brahmanda and the fourteen worlds therein 1n 14;
the computation of the dimensions of the Bhumandala
in 15; the positions of the Bhu-svargas in 16; the
several kinds of Hells and the tortures depicted in 17;
and the manner of inflicting tortures in Hells des-
eribed in 18 ; (these) are not translated as they are
of a somewhat technical nature. But these Represen-
tations are fully translated in Tamil. The curious
reader is referred to this translation or to the origi-
nal in Kannada.

(* May there be prosperity.” The word ‘Sri’ is
used as an auspicious sign at the commencement.)

CHIKADEVARAJA BINNAPAM.

1. The Lord of Sri, an ocean of all auspicious
attributes, of All-transcendent Form, shining with
brilliant lustre in the abode of Anandamayavimana
(at Thirunsrayanapura or Melkote), May this Nara-
yana of Yadugir: bas always the Protector of this king
(the lord of men.)

9. He who is the essence of bliss to him (Chika-
d-v -adru) who assures bappiness to his subjects; who
15 the Heoly Discus-weapon to Mahi-chakra (the king
Chikadevendra) who tramples down the army-circle
of the enemy; who is the Vaikunta or the abode of
bliss ta Dharam-brihadurgavarga (the paramount Lord
over kings who possess fortresses on the summit of
mountains that sustain the earth in its form) who
frustrates the flawless stratagems of the enemy ;
May (such a) Lakshmi-Narayana bestow savereignty
on this Chikadevendra.

3. May Chikadevendra who is the large black-
bee born in the Lotus-feet of the Lover and Lord of
the Holy Mount Yadusaila, who 1s the repository of
virtue, who is the lord of the throne of the city of
Paschima-Rangadhama, who is the well developed
tender-shoot of the ' wish-yielding tree’ aof the famous
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Yadavas, (may he) rule the kingdom with great re-
nown earning the love of his subjects.

4., He (Chikadevendra) bore the title of ‘ Incom-
parable Warrior' by curbing down the pride or
haughtiness of Sivaji who attacked (him)—Sivaji whose
pride was heightened by the help of the tributes
placed before him as the victorious lord, by the
people of the provinces of Agra, Delhi and Bhaga-
nagara, who trembled with fear taking him (Sivaji) to
be Maya, or Sambara, or the son of the ten-headed
Ravana (Indrajit), or Maricha.

5. King Chikadeva, with wondrous valour,
brought down the pride or arrogance of Sambhoji, son
of Sivaji, which had reached its height, and whose
conceit made him think himself great (or who had
grown fat with conceit), bzcause he moved with
celerity at the gates of Delhi and plundered it, made
Golkonda desolate and completely devoid of all its
wealth, and thrashed down Bijapur.

6. Apratimaveera (Chikadeva of unrivalled pro-
wess) ruled the world (his kingdom) driving distress
from all countries under his sway, inasmuch as he
cut off the nose of Yesavanta Rao and disarmed him;
hit Jaitajee-ghati so hard as to elicit praise from his
subjects and tortured him; and cut off at once the
lower part of the mouth of Dadajee- Kakada,

7. Like the Mandara mountain which split
asunder and reduced to dust the rising waves which



v

enveloped it, when the gods and asuras tedether
ehurned the ocean (with this mountain as the
churning-rod), Abhedyavikrama (the king of invincible
valour) rapidly annihilated by inflicting defeat after

‘ defeat without diseriminating between the great and
the small, the armies of enemy kings which at one
time besieged him 1n all the eight directions.

8. Would it be an adequate glory to Apratima
(the unrivalled one) if 1t 15 said that with a hghtning
stroke he defeated the band of enemy kings who
coming together on all sides, besieged him ? 1t would
indeed befit king Chikadeva 1if it 15 said that he
attained glory by severely routing the valarous
Kutuba-sahana and Yedula-sahana. who were said to
possess strong armies when they opposed him.

9. Bringding (to his side) without delay the Ruler
of Delht and getting his aid, Abhedyavikrama (the
king of invincible valour) seized the king of Bhagana-
gara and the lord of Vijayapura who had earned
praises and prizes from this very ruler of Dzlhi
(who were vassals and ruled depending on the
strength and support of this very ruler of Delhi), as if
they were merely corpses with bare life left in them,
and made them captives putting them to severs
torture ; Chikadeva, the Indra of men, ruled the king-
dom and lived happily.

10. All the groups of kings who on that day (pre-
- viously) had through fear submitted to him (Chika-
devendra), with confidence or strength arising from

speedily joining together, contasted Sivaji and in a
manner which would please him, revealed sscrets:;
and when with these kings on that day he (Sivaji}
through duplicity advanced a litile in the general
warfare (between Chikadeva on the one hand and
Siwvaji and his allies on the other), (Chikadeva)
pounced upon them in exactly the same manner in
which the mount of Vishnu (Garuda) would pounce
from above on groups‘of snakes, and playfully killed
them (defeated them by killing largely); and this day
king Chikadeva 1s living pt:osperously.

11. The Mahomadans from one direction, the
Morasars from ansther direction, the Arayas from
still another direction, the Thigalars from one part,
the Kodagars from another part, and the Malaivars
from still another part, joined together; while these
were attempting to advance in the general warfare, he
(Chikadeva) with his valour easily gave as ablation
{to the gods) in all directions the assemblage of the
armies (of his enemies); king Chikadeva, thus earn-
ing great renown, 1s living happily with splendour.

12. In this manner discharging the duties of the
king (that is, carrying on the administration of the
country in accordance with the dictates of the
sastras) and considering that alone as service to the
Lord of Lakshmi, Apratimanka (he who bears the
stamp of being the unrivalled) spends his time in con-
versing about the sastras and in expounding the signifi-

. cances of the truths therein contained.
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13. As a result of the good intention arisen from
the knowledge acquired by study, namely, that others
also should acquire knowledga (jnana), Apratima (the
wunrivalled) represented with respect at the feet of the
Master of Yadavagiri in a manner that could be un-
dsrstood by all, the path of truth expounded 1n the
Vedanta.

14, This, Chikadava submitted at the feet of
the Lord of Yadusaila in thirty Representations
{Binnapanis), a lucid exposition in an easily digestible
form of the signif:cances of all the truths in that
Vedanta.

15 The unrivalled warrior king (ruler of men)
making obsisance unto the feet ot Aprakrita (the
Lord who is beyond Nature) submitted (these Repre-
sentations), with (his) knowledge free from the fiaws
of want of understanding and the like, i1n a manner
that could be easily (or quickly) understood by all,

It 15 as follows :—May it be well with Chikadeva
Maharaja. The glorious king of great kinds; the
holiest king among kinds ; the recipient of digmfied
praise; the unrivalled warrior; king Chikadeva
Maharaja, in Srirangapatna (his capital), ascending
the tnrone, assumed the reins of administration;
and giving prominence to the protection of gods and
Brahmans was reigning, affording protection to all his
subjeets. While he was thus engaged, Sivaji the
haughty, in the northern country with sixty thousand
eavalry and proud infantry 1n lakhs looted the whole
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country of Delhi and in treacherous fighting made it
desolate ; won victory over the king of Vijayapura and
captured his country and camps; and tortured the
king of Golkonda, and accepted the tribute offered by
him. Proud of this achievement he suddenly attack-
ed the Kannada country. Chikadeva put him to dis-
grace on the battle.ground ; and got trampled by the
hoofs of horses and yet kept alive Jaltajee-'f;:atakara,
one of the commanders under Sivaji, and cut to pieces
his nose, ears, intestines, hands and legs, and with
those pieces appeased the hunger of groups of devils.
Further he cut off the lower part of the mouth of
Dadaji-kakada and got paraded among the people his
severed head. With this 1mpetuosity Chikadeva
drowned Samboji in the ocean of fear and made
Ekkoji who eame to his help think lowly of his life.
The nose of Yesavanta Rao, the chief commander of
Samboji was cut off. Further getting angry against
the kings of Golkonda and Vijayapura who gave
tributes to Samboji and sent armies to his help, thus
making him proud and haughty, Chikkadeva got
Aurangashah, the ruler of Delhi and the great
Padshah, to put them to disgrace ; and with his help
captured their countries and wealth and made them
captives. Still further he gave trouble to the kings of
the Morasars, Thigalars, Kodagars and Malaivars
who advanced with confidence in Mahrata boasts and
engaged in small fights on the left and right, In this
manner, winning victory in all the eight directions of
his kingdom, Chikadeva while resting in peace and
enjoying with pleasure good conversations, deliberated
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thus, as a result of the rising in his mind of the
sentiment of merecy.

** The subjects, are free from fear of enemy kings,
as the foes 1n all the eight directions have been
suppressed ; they, the subjects, are free from the fear
of the gods as Ly the grace of the devatas there have
been rains and crops in plenty ; hence all the subjects
of the kingdom are leading a happy life.” Reflecting
that these should be helped to attain calvation, (re-
membering the declaration in the Gita.)

* For finding refuge in Me, O Arjuna, those who
may be of sinful birth, women, Vaisyas as
well as Sucras—all resch the supremse
goal.” (Gita, 1X-31)

coming to know that in accordance with wtat 1s thus
demonstrated in the Gita by Sri Krishna Himself,
however snﬁful they might have been in the past, in
whatever caste they might be born, that salvation
would not fail even to these, provided that always
with the knowledge of truth they pluced implicit
faith im Him with devotional love, and considering
that it was not possible for the unlettered Sudras and
women to acquire the knowledge of truth (iatfa-
gnana) through Sanskrit, he (the suthor) under the
pretext of submitting Representstions at the holy
lotus-feet of his family-deity, Yadavagiri Naraysana,
collecting togather the significances of all the truths
and principles (akhila-tattva-artha), \n an easy style 1n
Kannada expressions and in a manner that all
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might understand, composed Thirty Representations.
Among these :—

In the First Representation he shows the greatness
of the mercy of the Lord by expounding that the con-
descension of Sriman Narayana, who is fulfilled ot al}
desires, in associating His All-transcendent Form with
the Manifestations of Paratva (the Manitestation
Supreme), Vyuha (the Manifestation Operative),
Vibhava (the Manifestation Distinctive), Asntaryamin
(the Manifestation Pervasive), and Archavatara (the
Manilestation worshippable), 1s for the purpose of pro-
tecting or rewarding His devotees;

In the Second he determines that Sriman-Nara-
yana alcne is the cause of the universe ;

In the Third he refutes the objection that the
wcrld-cause ecould not be known ;

In the Fourth he explains that a knowledge of
that world-cause is from the Veda-Sastrac alone ;

In the Fifth he makes known the manner in
which all those Veda-Sastras expound Sriman-
Narayans ;

In the Sixth he reconciles the apparent contra-
dictions in those Veda-Sastras ;

In the Seventh he determines that the universe,
the body of Narayana, as established by the Veda-
Sastras, 1s no illusion and is real ;

In the Eighth, with a view to show that from the
examrle of dreams there may not be any delusion
that the world 1s unreal or false, he makes the expo-
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sition that the objects seen in dreams are real, asthey
are created by Jagadisvara at that time ;

In the Ninth he refutes the objection that in-
equality in creation can impute partiality and hard-
heartedness to the Lord;

In the Tenth the objection that on the analogy of
pots, clothes and the like, the three causes of the world
(material, efficient and acacessory) are distinct from
one another is answered by his declaring that Jagadi-
svara, who has as His body all the intelligent and
non-intelligent things (cAit and achit), is alone all the
three causes of the universe,

In this manner in the Ten Representations he
demonstrated Isvara-Tatfa (the Essence and Attributes
of the Lord) by making known that Sriman.Narayana
alone was superlatively merciful, was the cause of the
universe, was of unlimited glory, was known from all
the Vedas, was ot wonderful actions, was one whoss
body was constituted of all the intelligent and non-
intelligent things; was the worker of miracles or
what transcended our conception, was the same in
respect to all beings, and was all the three causes of
the Cosmos.

In the Eleventh Representation, he explains the
nature of the Jiva-tattva (soul-truth or the essence
and characters of the finite soul).

In the Twelfth, he describes the process of the
creation of the taftvas (principles),

In the Thirteenth, he explains in detail the pro-
cess of the creation of the Brahmanda.
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In the Fourteenth, he determines the position of
the fourteen worlds in the Brahmanda.

In the Fifteenth, he computes the dimensicns of
the Bhumandala (the earth).

In the Sixteenth, he makes known the positions of
Bhu-Svargas. which are the places for experiencing
pleasure and happiness.

In the Seventeepth, he details the conditions
obtaining in the Narakas (Hells) which are the places
where retributory tortures are undergone.

In the Eighteenth, he shows that the fruits of sins
are terribly cruel and convineingly declares that all
such sins would be washed away only by devotional
love towards and faith in the holy lotus.feet of
Sriman-Narayana.

Thus commeneing with the Para-tativa-svarupa
(the nature ot the Essence and Attributes of the
Lord), so far, in the seven Representations (12 to 18)
he determined the nature of achit-tattva (the essence
and properties of matter) by narrating the system of
the evolution of matter (R. 12 Prakriti-srisht1), the ex-
tent of the Brahmanda bora of those achit-tativas (R.
13). the position of the fourteen worlds in that Bra-
hmanda (R. 14), the dimensions of the earth (R. 15),
the Bhu-svargas (R. 16), tortures in Hell (R. 17), and
the means of avoiding those tortures (R. 18).

In this manner by the Eighteen Representations
he described the Tattva-traya (the three ultimate
principles cf the universe) which are Isvara (the
Lord), Chetara (the rational being, the finite soul), and
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Achetana (matter). An examinaticn of the characte-
ristics or the positions of these three Tativas, will
give rise to renunciation of the two tatfvas of chit and
achit on the ground that they are of small happiness
and non eternal, and to attachment to Isvara-Tattva
for the reason that it is the one of unsurpassed bliss
In the following twice-six (or twelve) Representaticns
he will explain that the means to salvation i1s desira-
ble to those in whom, 1n the aforesaid manrer,
lustlessness and devotional lcve (Bhakt:) in the Para-
matman are born. The explanation is as follows :—

In the Nineteenth Representaticn he lays the
foundation that of the four Purusharthas (scul-sought
ends or goals) Moksha 1s the greatest ;

In the Twentieth, he points out that the means to
salvation i1s to be known from Sattvika-Sastras alone;

In the Twenty-first, he establishes by reasoning
that among the Tantras Sri Pancharaira alone is of the
highest authority;

In the Twenty-second, he refutes the objection
that lustlessness (renunciation of desires 1n sensual
objects), which is helpful to salvation, 1s hard to
attain;

In the Twenty-third, he flrrﬁly coenfirms that
Mukti (salvation) cannot be attained by Kevala-karma
(by the mere path of work);

In the Twenty-fourth, he reveals that Sarvesvara,
the Grantor of everything that is desired, would grant
to those who desired other Purusharthas (e those
other than salvation) such Purustarthas ccnsequent
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an the necessity arising by the'r so desiring ; while to
those who sesk salvation Ha would grant willingly
and with pleasure salvation alone.

In the Twenty-fifth, he dispels the delusion that
the desired fruits could be had from Kala (time),
Karma (work), Svabhava (nature), and the like alone ;

In the Twenty-sixth, he makes known that the
power of protection vests in Narayana alone and in
none else ;

In the Twenty-seventh, he lays down that the
salvation-seeker need not be in fear, ruminating on
his own sins, but should remain in faith, meditating on
the attributes of Bhagavan ;

In the Twenty-eighth, he shows that the reiation-
ship with avidya, karma, vasana, ruchi, and prakydti-
sambandha, which are the root-causes of sawsara,
would be severed by Jagadisvara Himself ;

In the Twenty-ninth, he confirms that the holy
All-transcendent Form of Sriman-Narayana is Apra-
krita (Suddha-sattva or Pure Substance) and is enjoy-
able by the muktas;

In the Thirtieth Representation, he says that con-
secrated services to Para-Vasudeva (the Lord in Sri
Vaikunta) is the supreme bliss to the Muktas; and he
concludes the work.

[in this Representation is proclaimed the grestness
of the Mercy of the L.ord by showing that the con.
descension of Sriman-Narayana, who is fulfilled of all
desires, in associating His All-transcendent Form
with the manifestations of Paraiva (the Manifesta-
tion Supregne), Vyuha (The Manifestation Operative),
Vibhava (Manifestation Distinctive or Incarnate),
Antar-yami-tva (the Manifestation Pervasive), and
Archavatara (the Manifestation Worshippable), is
for the purpose of protecting or rewarding His
devotees.]

¢ O Paravasudeva (the Manifestation
Supreme which is in Srs Vaikunta)! For the
purpose of protecting Your devotees You asso-
ciated Your All-transcendent Form with the
Vyuha and other Manifestations.”  Thus
submitted he who bore the title of ‘the
unrivalled’ at the holy feet of the Lord of the
Mount Yadusaila ( Thirunarayanapura or Mel-
kote).

Sriman Narayana (the Glorious Narayana) !
You are celebrated as the Lord of S/, as
the entire opposite of every kind of evil, as
the mine of all auspicious attributes, and as the
fulfilled of all desires. In Your abode of Syz
Vaikunta, in the company of Your Holy Consorts,
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You cause to rise bliss limitlessly in the sove-
reignty of rendering to You consecrated services,
in the eternally freed souls like Ananta, Garuda,
Vishvaksena, and others as well as in the Muktas
(Freed or Released souls). While thus affording
audience in Sr¢ Vaikunta there springs up in Your
mind an inexplicable tide of mercy. This mercy
takes up the form of Your desire to make the
baddhas (bound souls) partake of the Moksha-
bliss just like the eternally free and the freed
souls—dbaddhas who, at Dissolution, bereft of all
forms are merged in the non-manifest subtle
prakriti in the manner of gold-dust in a ball of
wax—. As a result of this desire You, with Your
indefeasible will, enter into pralrit: and evolve
Mahat, Ahamkara, the Pancha-tanmatras, and
the Pancha-Mahabhutas.  From these You
evolve the Dralimanda. Therein You create the
four classes, namely, Brahma and the like gods,
human beings, animals, and immovables. To
these You grant bodies in conformity with their
past Karmas, and bestow knowledge and strength
appropriate to such bodies. Further, with the
intenticn that these may not bring about their
own destruction by committing, without knowing

the truth, some evil deed by the very organs and

bodies granted by You, You, out of compassion,
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make available the Veda-Sastras, which make
known what is right and what is wrong. Not-
withstanding the facilities thus created, the
stupid and the ignorant are not capable of acting
up to the commands of the Master (the Lord).
In order to release these from distress and to
protect them, You condescend to be with them
and manifest Yourself in the middle of the 77:-
murthis (Brahma, Vishnu and Siva), in the Milk-
Ocean, in Svarga the abode of gods and in such
other places. Even so, apart from the gods,
munis and yogins, this does not give scope to
the other ordinary human beings to live happily
with You as one of them. Therefore you under-
take by Your grace to incarnate Yourself as Rama,
Krishna and so on, so that among men even
youngsters and cow-herds, and among animals
calves, cows, bears, squirrels, monkeys, and such
like, may also live happily with You as one of
them. Even this does not benefit those other
than the ones who are in the particular countries
and at the particular times (of Your incarnations).
So You pervade in all the classes of chetanas and
achetanas (in all the intelligent and non-intelli-
gent beings) in all places at all times and under
all conditions; and motivate them in their
thoughts, words and deeds; and hence You are
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celebrated as tt € Antaryamin (the internal Con-
troller). Even so, itis only to some rare one
that You are the object of yoga-meditation,
which becomes fruitful by practice in several
births ; while to all others, though You are
with them, it is as if You are non-existent.
Therefore You associated Yourself with the
Archavatara (the Manifestation Worshippable)
which in all ways is of easy accessibility, so that
all people may visualise You with the fleshy eyes
(with their prakrita-organs) and render unto You
such consecrated service as is to their liking and
thus work out their Karma and become eligible
for salvation. In this Manifestation in Satya-
loka You accepted for sometime worship by
Brahma. Thereafter You became the beloved
of Sanathkumara and with him arrived in North
Badarikashrama. There You were celebrated as
the Guru (Spiritual Teacher) who personally in-
structed the Ashtakshara (the lHHoly Prayer ‘Om
namo Narayanaya ’) and got worshipped by the
muni ‘ Nara’ who was Yourself in another form.
Further, You were pleased to adopt as Your
abode Yadugirisikhara, the crown ornament of
this Karnataka world, and You were praised as
one who had taken a vow for the protection of
all. Moreover, besides being the same in respect
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to all beings, You are the Family-god of all those
who are born in this Yadu-vamsa and have been
protecting them by Your special grace. Hence
may You be pleased now to rain on me showers
of Your ceaseless ocean of mercy and to pardon
me. Pardon me, O Lord of easy accessibility
to those who are exclusively devoted to You,
O Lover and Lord of the Mount Sri Yadusaila !

1. This Representation is also 1n a way asum-
mary of what follows. The subjects referred to herein

are further described in the subsequent Representa-
tions.

2. The Five Manifestations of God and their
objects are lucidly described herein. The subject 1g
elaborately discussed by Sri Pillai Lokacharya in the
Isvara-Prakarana of his Tattva-Traya and the com-
mentary thereon by Sage Vara Yogin (1370 A C. to
1443 A.C.).

3. Sriyah-Pathi—The South Indian Alvars and
Acharyas hold that Syiyah-Pathithva or Lakshmi-Con-
sortship is the chief essence-pointing attribute of the
lord. It is an inseparable relation and hence
Mithuna-worship 1s the cult. She 1s the ever.present
Mediatrix between the Chetana snd the Lord. She is
the cause of all kinds of eminence to the Lord. It is
the madiation of Sr: that secures to the Samsarin the
grace of the Lord. For these reasons among others
this atteibute 1s first mentioned.
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4. The word ‘Narayana’ conveys more than one
mesaning. It signifies that in the matter of omnisci-
ence snd all goodness the Lord has neither an equs
nor a superior. He is the possessor of all the non-
intelligent things 1n various forms and of sll the form-
less intelligent things. That s to say, all these are
His modes He possesses them as His body. He is all
the things that existed, that exist and that might come
to exist. He is superior to everythirg other than
Himself and has as His prakara all dharmas snd dhar-
mins without distinetion.

5. Akhila-heya-pratyanika—L1ke tejas to darkness,
Garuda to serpent, the Lord is the entire opposite to
every kind of evil. Thus this attribute signifies that
the Lord destroys all the sins of His devotees.

6. The Holy Consorts of the Lord are Lakshmi,
Bhumi and Neela.

7. The Visishtadvaita Philosophy posits 8ss the
three ultimate realities, chiz (sentients), achit (non-
sentients) and Isvara (the Lord).

8. Chit is the soul; the thing which has the
support of intelligence. Achst is the thing which is
non-intelligent and which is subject to madifications.
Isvara is the Purusha who is the controller of chit and
achit. The Lord is He whose flame-like spiritual] ess-
ence is itself infinite ; He is wholly self-manifest and
self-happy and is the entire opposite of every kind of
evil and is the unique seat of every kind of good, and is
thus distinguished from every other entity. He is as
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-such quite distinct from all the intelligent and non-
intelligent things; He is their cause and sustainer;
He pervades them and rules them; and He is their
master, The Lord is adorned with hosts of amiable
attributes such as intelligence, power, etc. He is the
Evolvsr, Preserver, and Dissolver of everything that
has had a beginning whether as a wholesale saggrega-
ted mass or as a product developed in detail. He is
the tit resort of all the four kinds of aspirants enume-
rated as—(a) the impoverished and distressed soul,
(b) the novice in fortune.seeking, (c) the seeker of
self-knowledge and self-satisfaction, and (d) the seeker
of knowledge concerning God, and the sole satisfac-
tion of God. He is the gracious grantor conformably
to recipients’ needs, of all the four kinds of boons
enumerated as dharma (meritorious works), wealth
(artha), enjoyment (kama), and salvation (moksha). He
is possessed of an All-transcendent Form ; and His Con-
sorts are the Goddessas, Lakshms, Bhum: and Neela.



Representation No. 2.

[In this Representation it is determined that Sri-
man-Narayana alone 1s the cause of the umverse ]

“ O the Lord of Sri! You alone in a certain
order evolve, preserve and dissolve (take into
Your stomach) the universe. Hence You alone
are the Para- Brahman (the Supreme Brahman).”
Thus submitted this ruler of men to the Lord of
Yadugiri.

Para-Brahma-Svarupa (of the form of
Para-Brahman)’! That thing alone is Para-
Brahman from which this universe is born, by
which it exists, and in which it merges. Thus
defining, the Vedantas in several ways by means
of general and special expressions praise You
alone as this kind of world-cause. You of this
celebrity create all the pancha-maha-blatas (the
Five Great Elements) in the tattva order of
Mahat and so on; from these You evolve Rral.-
manda; therein You create Brahma and the
other gods. You vest each of these with certain
authorities and prescribe their jurisdiction. Some
of these You order for Your services of creation,
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preservation and dissolution. They also in an
insignificant part of the universe engage them-
selves in obedience to Your orders in the act of
creating, protecting and destroying. In eulogis-
ing them for thus functioning, they are praised
thus—* the Four-faced god alone is the cause of
the world’; ¢Rudra alone is the cause of the
world ’—. Those who are ignorant of this aspect
are deluded. Examining the context wherein is
told, without any mention of praise of any one,
the process of the evolution of the universe, it
is found declared that in the beginning Narayana
alone existed, that Brahma jutted out of His
navel-lotus and that Rudra was born from the
sweat of the brow of Brahma. Hence You alone
are the Para-Bralman, who is the First Cause
of the universe. This I learnt from the saintly
men of wisdom; and for the release from the
three-fold pains of sensual existence I have
sought refuge in the shadow of Your Holy Feet.
May You be pleased to console me. Console
me, O Lord of easy accessibility to those who are
exclusively devoted to You, O Lover and Lord
of the Mount Sri Yadusaila !

1. Some of the points referred to herein are
further explained in the subsequent Representations.
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2. The Lord's Evolution, Preservation anc Dis-
solution of the universe are described in detail in the
Isvara-Prakarana of the Tattva-Traya and in the com-
mentary thereon by Sage Vara Yogin. Evclution by
Isvara consists in the modification of achit and in
granting the chefanas bodies and organs and causing
the manifestation of knowledge. Preservation con-
sists in entering into all things created and abiding
therein immanent and affording them all kinds of pro-
tection in the manner of a tank full of water for the
crops under it. Dissolution consists in depriving the
chetanas of their organs which more and more asso-
ciate with sensual objects, just as a father keeps in
fetters a disobedient and vagabond son.

3. The three-fold pains of sensual existence are
known as those brought on (a) by one’s own tempera-
ment (adhsatma), (b) by one’s fellow creatures (adhi-
bhautika), and (e} by celestial Powers presiding over
heat, rain, ete, (Adhi- Daivika).



Representation No. 3.

[In this Representstion the objection that the
world-cause cannot be known 1s refuted.]

“ What if Your innumerable auspicious attri-
butes are impossible to be counted as so many ?
You will enter my heart.” The ruler (or
sovereign) thus submitted to Jagadisvara with
devotional love and faith.

Aprameyah (Immeasurable One)! In the
world prameya is the object to be known. (The
prameya 1s the object of correct knowledge, that
is, the object cognised by the pramana or the
means or instrument of right cognition). The
pramanas for the knowledge of that thing are of
three kinds, namely, pratiyaksha (direct percep-
tion), anumana (inference) 2nd sabda (trust-
worthy words).

Of these prathyaksha is the knowledge born
of the relaticn obtained between the senses and
the objects. This too is of six kinds, as here-
under :—1If the eyes are opened and a certain
thing is perceived, the knowledge that is born
such as that it is black or that it is white and so
on, is called direct perception by the organ of
vision or seeing. The knowledge that springs
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upon hearing such as that it is this kind of
sound, that it is this kind of word, that it is this
kind of letter and so on, is called direct pzrcep-
tion by the organ of hearing. The knowledge that
arises by tasting with the tongue such as that itis
sour, that it is sweet, that it is saltish and so on, is
called direct perception by the organ of tasting.
By smzlling a thiny with the nose, the knowledze
obtained such as that it is fragrant, that it is of
bad smzll and so on, is called direct perception
by the organ of smelling. The knowledge that
comes when the skin is contacted, such as that
it 1s hot, that it is cold and so on, is called direct
perception by the organ of touch. The know-
ledge that arises when thinking, such as that now
it is pleasant to me, that it is now distressing and
so on, is called direct perception by the mind.
In this manner prathyaksha is of six kinds.

Anumana is, while perceiving a thing which
does not exist in any place without another
thing, the cognisance of the other thing in
that place; and it is as follows :—Determining
by observation in the kitchen the fact that smoke
does not exist without fire, the cognisance of fire
when smoke is seen on the hill and in such other
places is called anumina pramana. (Anumana—
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inference—is invariable concomitance by the
method of agreement and by the method of
difference).

The Sabda-pramana is the expression that
depicts truly a thing as it exists. That also is of
two kinds, namely, laukika and vaiiika. In the
world, the law k1/a is the expression which a trust-
worthy person expresses. The vaidika comprises
the fourteen sciences of the Veda and others
(Vide Representation No. 4).

From these three pramanas of prathyaksha,
anumana and sabda, it is only an iota of Your
essence, Your all-transcendent form, Your attri-
butes and Your glory that could be known;
and it is not possible to ascertain these as so
much ; hence You are celebrated as Aprameyah
(Immeasuralble). Notwithstanding, may You be
pleased to manifest Your easy attainability ty
Your devotees and to take Your abode in the
innermost recess of my heart, Abide in me, O
Lord of easy accessibility to those who are ex-
clusively devoted to You, O Lover and Lord of
the Mount Sri Yedusaila !

The Lord is the entire opposite of every kind of
«“ -
evil and is the un'que seat of every kind of good and is
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thus distinguished from every other entity. In other
words, the Lord being opposed to all that-is evil, and
being the abiding place of limitless perfections, He
isin His essential nature distinct from everything
other than Himself He 1s boundless alike, as to
(1) extension, (2) duration, and (3) mass. He is
Omnipresent and hence boundiess as to extentiom.
He is eternal and hence boundless as to duration.
Everything is lHis prakara or mode, and He is the
Prakarin; He is not the mode of anything. He is
therefore boundless as to mass. He is thus disting-
uished from all other entities, numely, matter, matter-
clogged souls, released souls, and eternal angels. He
comprehends, pervgdes and inspires the totality of
souls and bodies. He is worthy of being designated
“ Al (' Visvana® ‘Sarvah' as in Gita, X1-40), in con-
sequence of His having all else as parasatic adjunct to
His all-pervading-all-ruling Self, that 1s, such adjunct
as body is to soul; whereas He Himself is not a para-
satic adjunct to, or limited to the likeness of, anything
else. He is the Self.existent and the Self-luminous, and
is the Infinite One, who, all great Himself in essence
and attributes, makes all others great. He is bound-
less as to the number and exacellence of His attributes
at every point and moment of His presence. He is an
ocean ol all groups of auspicious qualities such as
jnana, bala, aisvarya, and so on. He is the Lord of Sri.
While pervading everything other then Himself, He
1s aprakrita. He is full of the Pure Substance (Suddha-
sattva), uncommon, tender like a ¢arland of tlowers,
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and is of pure sweet-scented fragrance which pervades
the whole universe, In this kind of His Manifestation
Worshippable, He is the asylum to all in His All-
transcendent Form. He perv;_das, sustains and rules,

Thus being in all ways the Protector, He is the All-
Master,



Representation No. 4.

[In this Representation 1t is shown that the know-
ledge of that world-cause (the Lord) is from the Veda-
Sastras alone.]

““You clearly manifest Yourself in the Veda
and in the puranas and such others which make
known the significances of the Veda.” Susila
(he of righteous conduct) thus submitted with
devotional love at the feet of the Lord of Yada-
vagiri.

O Sckala-vidya-Pravarthaka (the Foun-
der of all Sciences)! The Sciences are of eighteen
kinds, namely, the four Vedas, the six Angas,
Tharlka, Mwmamsa, Purana, Dharma-Sastra,
Ayurveda, Dhanurveda, Gandharva, and Artha-
Sastra. Of these the four Vedas of Rik, Yajus,
Saman and Atharvan in their first part (purva-
bhaga), tell of karma which is the means to the
trivarga of dharma (duty), artha (wealth) and
kama (delights); and in the second part (uttara-
bhaga) they, after describing Your natural essence,
Your all-transcendent form, Your attributes and
Your glory, show the means to salvation. Among
the Angas (auxiliaries), siksha—or phonetics
which deals with the proper pronunciation and
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euphony of words—determines the svara (accent),
varna (letter or word) and matra (a prosodial or
syllabic instant, the time required to pronounce
a short vowel): Vyakarana or grammar deter-
mines the words which signify meanings by
means of prakriti (the radical or root form
of a word to which case terminations and other
affixes are applied) and pretyaga (a termi-
nation, an affix or suffix): Chandas (metrical
science, prosody) determines the characteristics
of prosody, such as gayatr: (a vedic metre of 24
syllables), anushtupa (a class of metres consist-
ing of four padas of 8 syllables each, the whole
stanza consisting of 32 syllables; it also stands
as a general name for all metres which have eight
syllables in each foot), and the like: Kalpa Sutra
(a manual of rituals in the form of Swtras or the
code of liturgy) prescribes the mode of obser-
vance of the farmas mentioned in the Vedas:
and jyotisha fixes the time for the observance
of I'armas. Chandases are the feet of the Veda-
Purusha, Kalpa Sutras are the hands, Vyaka-
rana 1is the face, Siksha is the nose, Jyctisha
the eyes, and Nirukta (which deals with etymo-
logy and proper meaning of Vedic words) are
the ears. Hence these six are called Veda-Angas
(auxiliaries to the Veda).
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Tarka (a system of doctrine founded on
pure reasoning or free thinking; Logic; a philo-
sophical system, particularly one of the six prin-
cipal darshanas) establishes by pure reasoning
the meanings of Vedas. Mimamsa (one of the six
chief darsanas or systems of Indian philosophy)
determines the meanings of the Vedas by the
method of purvapaksha (a statement of objections
that is given with an intention to meet them).
Puranas (Sacred Histories) treat of the five topics
of (1) the evolution of the universe, (2) the dis-
solution, (3) the period or age of the Manus,
(4) dynasties of kings, and (5) the history of
those born in the dynasties; they are eighteen
such as Brahmam, Padmam, and so on. Dhar-
ma Sastra (a code of laws, jurispudence) des-
cribes achara (established usage; fixed rule of
conduct in life, customary law, institute or pre-
cept), Vyavahara (a title of legal procedure such
as a decision in a litigation for partition, etc.,)
and prayacchitta (a religious act to atone for sin);
these also are eighteen, namely, those of Manu,
Yagnavalkya and so on. Ayurveda (Medical
Science) treats of the root causes of diseases and
their remedies, etc. Dhanurveda (the science of
archery, one of the four upavedas) explains the
mode of using weapons or arms, arrows, etc., and
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of taking them back. Gandharva (a subordinate
Veda treating of music attached to the Samaveda)
treats of dancing, vocal and instrumental music,
etc. Artha-Sastra (Science of polity, political
science, politics) treats of administration, protec-
tion of subjects, etc.

[The Upavedas are a class of writingssubordinate
to the Vedas. There are four such Upavedas, one
being attached to each of the four Vedas; thus Ayur-
wveda to Rigveda; (aceording to some authorities such
as Susruta, 1t 1s a part of Atharvaveda); Dhanurveda or
Military Science to Yajurveda; Gandharva-veda or
Music to Samaveda ; and Sthapatya-Sastra or Mecha-
nics to Atharvaveda.)

You alone, for the good of the world, pro-
mulgated these eighteen Sciences, and hence You
are celebrated as Sakalavidya-Pravarthaka (the
Originator of all the Sciences). Making known
Your essence that is manifest in the Vedanta,
which is the principal of all the Sciences men-
tioned and thereby dispelling ignorance from my
mind, may You be pleased to develop in me
knowledge and devotional love to Your holy feet.
Develop (these), O Lord of easy accessibility to
those who are exclusively devoted to You, O
Lover and Lord of the Mount Sri Yadusaila !
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1. The meaning of the Veda is determined by
means of Smritis, Itihasas and Puranas.

9. The Purushartha (soul-sought-goal) is that end
or goal (artha) whieh, by the soul or purusha, is sought
to be attained. It is fivefold according as it is (1)
virtue or duty (Dharma), (2) wealth or its right use
(Artha), (3) relish (Kama). (4) self-satisfaction or the
enjovment of self (Atmanubhava), or (5) God-satisfac-
tion or the enjoyment of God (Bhagavad-anubhava).

3  Dharma consists of the various acts resorted
to for the fostering of living creatures.

4. The purushartha of wealth (Artha) consists
in expending from a sense of duty, with choice of
worthy (1) placas, (1) time, and (in) objects, money,
corn, ete., acquired by means suited to one's caste
(varna) and station in hifs (asrama-order), and with
division among God-service, father's service, and living
creatures’ service.

5. Kama (relish) 1s of two kinds. ‘Relish,” in
this world, consists of various species of delights
derived from the enjoyment of sense.objects, namely,
sound, and so on. ‘Relish,” 1n future waorlds, consists
of the enjoyment of sense.objzcts, namely, sound,
and so on, in the society of celestial damsels, alter
drinking in proportion to the mamt acquired, a draft
of nectar ; placed abovs the reach of the six urmis or
the three pairs of the waves of disquiet, known as
nunger and thirst, grief and gloom, and decrepitude
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-and death (Shadhurm:) ; and after proceeding to higher
and brighter worlds than the present, viz., svarga and
S0 on.

6. The enjoyment of self (Atma-anubhava) is mere
freedom from the consciousness of pain, and the con-
sciousness of self alone; and this state too, has been
ealled a state of salvation.

7. Trus salvation (Moksha) or the soul-sought
supreme goal (Parama-purushartha which is the ‘sum-
mum-bonum °), that is, the enjoyment of God (Bliaga-
vad-anubhava) consists in becoming one whose essen-
tial nature is eternal service. The steps of the pro-
cess are :—

(1) the sannihilation of that portion of merit,
and demerit, which remains 8s the remnant of such
works as have begun to bear fruit, and the fruit of
which must necessarily be enjoyed ;

(2) casting away in disgust, the gross-body or
sthula-sarira, 8s ccntradistinguished from the subtle-
body or sukshma-sarira. The gross-body 1s the seat
of the six viecissitudes to which all matter 1s subject,
and which are described by the expressions that it
{a) comes into baing i.c., is evolved, (b) continues to
be in the evolved state, (¢) changes its evolved state,
(d) increases, (e) decreases, and () ceases to be ie,
s reabsorbed., This gross-body is also the origin of
the threefold pains of sensual existence, namely, (a)
Adhi-atmaka, or what is due to our own inward vani-
ties ; (b) Adlii-bhautika, or what is derived through
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our contentions or want of adjustment with our fellow-
beings of various grades, namely, human, animal,
vegetable, and mineral ; and (¢) Adhi-daivika, or what
is due to droughts, cyclones, and the like visitations
sent us for our sins, by the gods, who, by the appoint-
ment of the Supreme Being, bear rule over usg, and
operate as various forces in Nature. It (the gross-
body) 1s also the cause of veiling from our sight the
nature of God, and of producing wrong or reversed
knowledge, i.e., the mistaking of one thing for another
that 1s wholly ditferent from it; and is the promotor
of motion or roll in the wheel of birth ;

(3) emerging out of the body by the way of
* su-shumna’ nerve, opening a passage in the skull ;

f4) attaining with the subtle-body the heaven-
reaching path;

(5) proceeding through the very centre of the
solar sphere upto a certain point of the path;

(6) then, by bathing in the Viraja (the ‘Cleans-
ing Stream), casting off also the sukshma-sarira
{subtle-body) and vasana-remu (the instinct-breeding
atom) ;

(7) obtaining too, the privilege of the touch of
the hand of the A-manava (Superhuman Angel), so
as to be healed of every burn ;

(8) being clothed in a non-gross body which is
made of wholly pure matter, i.e., matter consisting of
the tive celestial elements, and which brings kaow-
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ledge and bliss, which is the unique instrument for
seeing God and which is transcendently bright ;

(9) reaching the Blest Great-Hall of all tran-
scendent bliss, while crowned angels come forward
and receive one’in proper form; and

(10) enjoying ever the Blessed Lord of All-
transcendent Heaven, or that unique Presence that
blooms in the middle of a flood of brightness, that is
entwined with Bliss, that is served by Earth and other
Goddesses, ennasse, and that shines with transcendent
body, while hosts of angels meset in worship.



Representation No. 5.

[In this Representation is made known the manner
in which those Veda-Sastras expound Sriman-Nara-
yana alone.]

‘¢ Sakalatmaka (the Soul of all)! All the
Vedas proclaim You alone as the possessor of all
the world-energy.” Sukala (the proficient in
superior arts) thus submitted to the Lord of
Yadusaila.

[World-energy i1s the universal power extending
to the creation, sustentation, and so on, of the worlds,
the power of ruling and guiding the different forms
of motion and rest belonging to animate and inani-
mate nature.]

Sakala-veda-vedya (the One known from
all the Vedas)! The Tedas in their First Part
(Purva-Bhaga) relate the method or manner of
successfully and completely performing yajnas
(sacrifices) and such other righteous and religious
deeds, and the fruits accruing therefrom. In the
Second Part (Uttara-Bhaga) samsara is decried,
the essence of the individual soul and the essence
of the Para-Bralman are determined, the means
to salvation is prescribed, and salvation-bliss is
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praised. Elderly men of wisdom say that all the
Vedas, which in this manner are of several kinds,
praise You alone. Considering that position (it
will be seen to be similar to that of righteous
kings). In the world, if the royal heralds in the
context of praising the king were to describe the
manner in which the urban and rural subjects
should conduct themsclves in carrying out the
king’s laws, the way in which the king pleased
with their conduct would adequately reward
them, the position of the subjects and the status
of the king, the process of securing audience
with the king, and the happiness enjoyed by
those in that audience, it would be said that they
(the heralds) were praising the king himself.

Likewise, as the Vedas demonstrate the
rituals of yajna and the like which the varna-
sramites (Chctanas of different castes and in
different stations in life) who are Your urban and
rural subjects perform as consecrated services to
You and as ordained by You; the livelihood
which pleaséd with such services You bestow in
the form of this world-fruit and the other world-
fruit (salvation); the position of the jivitmas
who are Your servants (those who render con-
secrated services); Your status who are celebrat-
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€d as the Para-Brahman; the means to salvation
which is the conduct to secure Your audience;
and salvation-bliss which is the happiness of
those who are in Your audience. Hence it is the
established truth that all these Vedas praise You
alone. Itis keeping this significance in mind
that in the Gita it is said “I alone am to be
known by all the Vedas.”

In this manner all the Swmritis, Itihasas,
Puranas and Agamas describe Your eminence
alone who are celebrated as Veda-Vedya. Though
so describing they have not seen the end. Such
being the case that several human beings by their
own efforts would realise Your status and would
attain the end by praising and worshipping You,
is a mere wish. Hence may You Yourself be
pleased to bestow Your grace and make known
Your essence and employ me as Your servant
(consecrated service renderer). Employ me, O
Lord of easy accessibility to those who are exclu-
sively devoted to You, O Lover and Lord of
the Mount Sr1 Yadusalla ! :

1. Jwa svarupa or atma svarupa—Vide notes to
Representation No. 11,

2. World-energy—Sruti and Smriti alike declare
that the energies connected with the rule of the
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entire world are the exclusive attributes of the
Highest Person who is the Controller. A few are
eited below as illustrative.

(a) " From whom all these things are born, in
whom, when born, they live, and whom they enter
when they perish; ete.” (Taith. Up, 111-1-1).

(b) ' Existence alcne, my dear child, was in the
beginning, one only without a second. It thought—
* May | become manifold and be born,’ ete” (Chan.
Up. VI-2-17).

(c) '* Brahman indeed, alone existed in the be-
ginning. That One evolved, ete.” (Brih. Up, 111-4-11).

(d) * Atman indeed, alone existed in the be-
ginning ; nothing else vibrated ; He, seeing prcjected
the world ; ete.” (A4st. Up. I-7).

(¢) " Alone Narayana existed, ete” (Maho. Up.
1-7).

(1) " From trat (Brahman) sprang spatial ether" ;
* From fear of it (the lmperishable Brahman the wind
blows, ete.” ; '“By command of that Imperichable,
sun and mccn stand held apart.’—Taith. Up. and
Brik. Up.

(g) ** With Me, as the superintending overlord, My
prakriti gives birth to the world, ete.”; “ 1stand sup-
rorting all this world with but a part of Myselt.,” ; *'1
am the origin as well as the dissolution of the whole
world.” ; "} am the source of all; everything pro-
ceeds from Me.”—Bhagavadgita.
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(k) He (Brahman) meditated wishing to create
various things out of His body.” ; " The Commander
of all beings.” —Manu.

3. Sri Bhattar in Srirangraja stava, (11-19), says
as follows—" To begin with, the Vedas are infallible
authorities—these are independent authorities not
standing in need of other authorities—Smyitis. Itihasas,
Puranas, and the Purva and Uttara Mimamsa Nyayas
act as Upabrahmanas—that is, they help in the under-
standing of the deep spiritual meanings of the Vedas
—The First Part of the Veda retires after making
known the mode of Thy Worship. The Second
Part retires after pointing out the means of attaining
Thy lotus-feet by bringing to reflection Thy actions
of the evolution ot the world and the like, Thy
attributes of 1atelligence, power, and so on, and the
greatness of Thy glory manifested by the two wvibhutss.
O Lord, Thou Thyself hast declared that—'By all
the Vedas 1 alone am known.' ”

On account of the difference in the subjects ex-
pounded the Veda is of two parts. The Purva Bhaga-
Karmakanda expounds works and the Uttara Bhaga-
Jnanakanda expounds the Para-Bramhan. It could be
seen from how the Purva Mimamsa and the Uttara
Mimamsa commence, that the exposition of the twa
parts is respectively works pertaining to worship or
works which are really in the form of worship,
and Bramhan the object worshipped. How the work
takes the form of worship is explained in a luecid
manner for which he is celebrated by Sage Vara-yogin
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in his commentary off the first four aphorisms of Sri
Vachana Bhushana ot Sri Lokacharya.

4. The sentiment expressed in the first sentence
of the last para of the Representation is what is elabo-
rately described by Saint Alavandar in slokas 7 and 8
of his Stotra Ratns. What the Saint says is briefly as
hereunder ;—Even an insignificant part of the quali-
ties of the Lord could not be measured by such men
of great wisdom-knowledge as Brahma, Rudra and the
tike ; it is a ridiculous act on the part of one (himself)
of little knowledge to attempt to praise those qualities.
He next consoles himself and says that he would
praise as far as his strength and intellect went; it is
only thus that the Vedas and Brahma and the lik{’
praise the Lord; where is the difference between a
small thing and a big mountain in the matter of being
drowned in the ocean ?



Representation No. 6.

[The apparent contricictions in thase Veda-sastras
are reconciled in this Represantiation.]

The chicf of kings making obeisance unto
the holy feet of the Lotus-navelled Lord, sub-
mitted—*The Vedic passages which appear to
be of several kinds (ie¢. to be contradictory of
one another) would become free from contradic-
tions from the teaching (of the acharyas).”

Adbhuta-Charita (the Lord of marvellous
deeds)! The Vedas in several contexts in various
ways make known Your essence, form, attributes
and glory. This significance will be clearly mani-
fest to those who listen to it through the teaching
of the aclharya. To those who conjecture on the
strength of their own intcllect they (the Veude
passages) would seem to contradict one another.
How it is so is as follows :-——You are said to be
saguna and nirguna; Greater than the greatest
and Smaller than the smallest; to possess a form
and to be formless; to be beyond speech and
thought and to be known from all the Vedas;
and to be free from birth and death and to be
born in the shape of fish and so on. These seem
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to be contradictions to the dull intellect and as
such truth will not dawn on them. But to those
who come to know the significances of these
statements through the teachings of elderly men
(men of wisdom-knowledge), they will never
appear to be contradictions.

To be saguna means that the Lord possesses
the attributes of vatsalra and the like.  (Vatsalya
is caressing parental fondness, such for instance,
as the tender cow has for her newly caned calf);
while to be nirguna means absence of the quali-
ties of rajas, tamas, and the like. Such being
the meanings, the positive conclusion is that the
Lord possesses all the good qualities and is free
from all evil qualities. (The Lord is the unique
seat of every kind of good and is the entire
opposite of every kind of evil z.e is free from all
evil, is infinite and is the mine of all auspicious-
ness.)

That He 1s < Greater than the greatest ’ signi-
fies that the Lord is one who keeps in His
stomach (wdara) all the fourteen worlds; and
that He is ¢ Smaller that the smallest’ signifies
that the Lord abides as the antaryamin (Indwell-
ing Controller) in the jivatma (the individual
soul) which is spiritually atomic. Thu » deter—
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mined, the firm conviction springs up that the
Lord pervades everything from both within and
without.

That He is ¢ Sakara’ means that the Lord
possesses the aprakrita body (Suddha-Sattva or
Pure Substance body); and that He is ¢ Nira-
kara’ means that he does not possess a body
which is prakrita (a Mixed Substance body)
and which is subject to all kinds of flaws and
impurities. With these correct meanings, it be-
comes elear that the Lord is possessed of an all-
transcendent auspicious form which is worthy of
His essence and which is of His own much be-
loved choice.

“That He is beyond speech and thought
signifies that the Lord is one whose essence,
form, attributes and glory are not capable of
being limited by measurement and described and
known; ‘that He is known by all the Vedas”
signifies that it could be known from the Vedas
that He is the Lord of S7i, is the entire opposite
of every kind of evil, is the cause of the universe,
is the Indwelling Controller in all things, and is
the bestower of salvation, and is the possessor of
such other eminent qualities. The true signifi-
&£ances being such, it becomes firmly established
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that one has to learn all that one is capable of
learning about the Lord and yet feel that there
are more eminent qualities to be known about
Him.

“That He is free from birth and death”
imports that He has not the birth which is sub-
ject to karma; and ““that He is born in the
shape of the fish and the like ”” imports that the
Lord of His own free will incarnates Himself as
a human being and so on, for the protection of
the good and the destruction of evil doers, and
for the firm establishment of righteousness (Ve
verses 7 and 8 of Chapter IV, Sri Bagavad-
Gita). The meanings having been thus declared,
it becomes established that His incarnation is not
due to karma, but is for the purpose of fostering
and protecting the world (that is, for the re-
moval of griefs and the granting of desires).

In this manner those who have acquired the
spirit of reconciliation of all the contradictory
passages in the Vedas and interpret them so as
to prevent contradiction, and preserve the prin-
cipal or primary sense say that You are all-
wonderful. What qualification have I to deter-
mine Your position? May you be pleased &
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float me in the nectar ocean of Your unaccount-
able grace and fondle me. Fondle me, O _Lord
of easy accessibility to those who are exclfsively
devoted to You, O Lover and Lord of the
Mount Sri Yadusaila !

1. Aprakrita-Sarira—The body which 1s not born
of the Pancha-bhutas (five elements) of earth and so on
that are the modifications of mula-prakrit: (primordial
matter called maya).

2. Dushta-nigraha sishta-paripalana dliarma-sthapa-
nartha—In the two siokas of the Blagavadgita referred
to above, the proper occasion as well as the true aim
of divine incernations are told. * When, through the
unchecked assertion of the common man’s tendency
to be selfish, unrighteousness grows with wild vigour
and at the same time righteousness withers away too
much, then arises the greatest of all possible dangers
to society and civilisation,—and also as & matter of
course to the attainment by man of the soul's salva-
tion. Hence it is on such highly eritical occasions
that God incarnates Himself to avert such an undeni-
ably fatal danger by duly bestowing protection on the
good and by dealing out at the same time deserved
destruction to thte wicked.”

An orthodox version.—The three fruits of in-
earnation are :—(a) the protection by the manifesta-
tion of His form, actions, glances, etc. of sadiius (God-
devoted saintly men) who cannot suffer non-experi-
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encing Him even for a moment and who are even
eager to visualise Him; (b) the destruction of the
wicked who act as obstacles to such saintly men; and
{c) the establishment of righteousness or Vaidika-
dharma which is of the form of His worship and which
has withered, by the manifestation of His non-nescient
essence.

3. Lokanugrahartha—The grace which the Great
evinee in the low with & view to remove the distress.
of others and to grant their desires, is anugraka.



Representation No. 7.

[In this Raprasentation it is determined that the
world which 1s the body of Narayana (the Lord) as
establisned in the Veda-Sastra, 1s no illusion, but i1s a
reality or 1n truth exists as a reality.]

“ May You be pleased to hear. The whole
of the universe is real because it is Your body.”
The lover of truth enamoured of the Lord thus

submitted with devotional love at the feet of the
Protector of Sri Yedusaila.

Samasta-chidachid-Sariraka! (The embodi-
ment of all the intelligent (chit) and non-intelli-
gent (achit) things). As the whole universe is
Your body and as You are the Supreme Soul of
this universe, the Vada-Sastras say that the
whole universe is You alone and there is nothing
other than Yourself. Ignorant of the true signi-
ficance of this statement some becoming subject
to illusion say that there is no difference in
essence between Yourself and the universe. All
their statements are contrary to reason or are
illogical. Itis in this manner. In the world,
if a thing is of dual form and if the shape and
qualities of the two forms are the same, observ-
ing that one thing, the intelligent will say that
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there is no difference between this form and that,
If the person who contends that there is no
difference between the Brahman and the uni-
verse, says that this universe alone is the Brah-
man he becomes a nihilist who denies the ex-
istence of a separate Rrahman. If he says that
the Bralhman alone is the universe, he denies
himself who has said that other than the Bral-
man there is nothing else, his own saying, the
guru who taught him and the Vedanta which
that preceptor studied ; and he thus becomes an
atheist. In this manner, though Suddhadvaita
is contrary to the Sastras, persons who have not
become the object of Your grace adhere to this
view alone. They deny Your innumerable aus-
picious attributes such as jnana (knowing all),
bala (supporting all), aisvarya (ruling all), virya
(remaining inexhaustible), sak¢; (working mira-
cles), tejas (overpowering all, Himself being un-
aided or undaunted by anything), sausilya (con-
descension), vatsalya (caressing parental fond-
ness), mardava (softness), arjava (straight for-
wardness), sauharda (easy accessibility), samya
(same to all or all beings’ friend), karungya
(;nercy) madhurya (softness), gambhirya (inscru-
table nobility), audarya (all-bountiful), chaturya
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(dexterity), sthirya (firmness), dhairya (valour),
saurya (power to conquer), parakrama (heroism),
satyakama (desiring the truth, being the fulfilled
of all desires), satya-sankalpa (willing the truth,
being of indefeasible will), krititva (gain secu-
red), kritajnata (gratefulness) and so on.

They also deny the existence of any of the
following, namely, Your all-transcendent and
auspicious form, Your holy weapons and orna-
ments, Your holy consorts, the Eternals and the
released souls and Sré Vaikuuta (Your abode).
They further declare as non-existent the DBra-
Irmanda which is the inttuement of Your sport, the
thercin existing fourteen worlds, the dcvas like
Brahma, Rudra, and the like, the scven islands,
the seven oceans, the mountains, the rivers,
the countries, the villages, their own parents who
gave birth to them, and even themselves. They
say that they learnt all these from the non-
existent Vedanta alone. In this manner they
conceal the truth about the reality of the Nitya
vibhuti (Sri Vaikunta)and the Lila-vibhuti (the
Brahmanda). In what manner is Your existence
amidst these? Let this stand apart. The
mahatmans, who are in the absolute faith that
You alone are their life-breath and who have
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become the objects of Your grace, have accepted
the Visishtadvaita Philosophy alone, which
“satisfies the triple tests of Sruti (Scripture),
wkti (logic) and anubhava (instinctive experience),
and which recognises the claims of both faith
and reason.”” It is in this manner. In a person’s
body there are the twenty-four tattvas (principles)
of carth and so on, there is the jivatima: and
there are You as the antarywmin. Notwith-
standing this aggregate of twenty-six (attvas,
there is only one person. Likewise, though all
these intelligent and non-intelligent things exist
separatcly, as they are Your body, it is but
rcasonable to say that You are the only one
cxisting. May You be pleased to instal firmly
in my mind this knowledge of the essential truth.
Instal in me, O Lord of easy accessibility to
those who are exclusively devoted to You, O
Lover and Lord of the Mount Sri Yadusaila!

I Asisthe case with all actions of the Lord, His
attributes also are intended more for redeeming His
refugees than for anything else. Of the eternal
immeasurable and innumerable attributes of the
Lord, twenty-five in particular are mentioned in this
Representation. These are those that are narrated
by Bhagavan Ramanuja, in his Suranagati Gadya.
They may be divided into four classes according
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to the character of the souls in dealing with whom
such attributes are called into play.

(a) The first class consists of the first six attri-
butes called Shad-Gunyam (jnana to tejas). Sages
have, out of the infinite number of the Lord's attri-
butes, made particular mention of these six primary
or principal attributes. All other attributes men-
tioned are the development of the six. These are
manifeted towards all kinds of souls. Their signifi-
cances are herein described :—

1. Jnana :—

(i) The omniscience (jnana) of the Lord is
such that He, of Himself, directly cognises all things
in every respect and at every moment, He knows
simultaneously and without needing the intervention
of any-organ or other medium by His inherent power
alone, all things in full perfection, ie., without any
defect on the score of those varying degrees ol accu-
racy and certainty, which characterise the knowledge
of limited beings, in consequence of the knowledge of
these beings being dependent on organs, mediums and
other conditions.

(ii) His omniscience is of such inherent power
that it cognises the differences in natures and names
of the innumerable jivatmans who are created dis-
similarly because of their karma.

(i1i) His is the unsurpassed knowledge; it is
the uncontracted knowledde which is the mark of
the sesha ; that by which the clietana realises that he
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is sesha to the Seshi and that he is appropriabie by the
Lord.

(iv) It is an attribute which is all-brilliant and
which in one and the same manner manifests all
things. It is the marking attribute which determines
what is good and what is evil to the chefanas. It is
for dealing with those who do not possess the know-
ledge to ascertain as to what is good and what is evil
to them. Hence it is for the benefit of the ignorant.
The Lord's omniscience is the antidote to the soul's
nescience.

2. Bala—
(i) 1t is the supporting capacity which sup-
ports by a mere iota of His will all created things.

(i1) 1t signifies that the work of creation, ie.,
evolution 1s not the cause of any trouble to the Lord.

(iii) It is the valour which controls without
any effort both the uvibhuthis (nitya-vibhuti) and the
lila-vibhuti).

3. Assvarya— ,

(1) 1t is the ruling capacity of tying down
according to their karma all the supported jivatmas. .
(i1) 1tis the rulership which perfectly and

sasily controls and rules the sustained universe.
(iii) It is the storehouse of all kinds of wealthy
which enables the granting of every desire prayed for.

(iv) It is the independence whieh is the chara-
cteristic of free agency (of all actions in the universe).
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4. Virya—

(i) It is the condition of remaining without
any suffering from being the cause of the universe
and ruling it, ,g

(ii) It is remaining inehaustible though sus-
taining and ruling everything,

. (iii) Though creating! everything He Himsell
remains without any change.

(iv) He Himself remains without any moditica-

tion though He is the material cause ot the universe,

5. Sakti—
(1) It is the strength to complete successfully

the work undertaken without allowing any obstacle
to intervene.

(ii) It is the|‘impelling force which gives
strength to act to the chetanasinclined to activity.

(iii) 1t is the strength of being the material
cause of the universe,

(iv) 1t is the power of working miracles or
what transcends our conception. ’

(v) It is the power Iwhich enables the! inca-
pable to attain their desires and to avoid evil, His
Omnipotence is the antidote to the souls’ impotence.

6. Tejas—
(i) Overpowering all, He Himselt is unaided

or undaunted by anything.

(ii) It is that eminence which even without
any action by mere mention of His name destroys the
enemies,
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(iii) 1t 1s the praise which is born of the attri-
butes of virya, sakti, ete.

(b)) The next twelve attributes which come

under the second class are manifested towards souls
who trust Hm:—

7. Sausilya—

(1) His condescension makes Him stoop to
souls who feel themselves unworthy of Him.

(11) 1f He who is high mixes with the low with-
out any difference, it will make the latter feel " He s
one of our own" and will make them associate with
Him ignoring His sublimity (breaking asunder His
greatness).

(in) This condescension of the Lord is the
antidote to the souls who stand, reflecting on their
lowness.

(iv) This attribute 1s manifested in the cases of
Guha, Sabar, etc.

8. Vatsalya—

(1) 1t 1s such a love that views ss gocd even
the blemishes or imperfections of those souls who
trust Him. That is to say, He weans them from their
imperfect:ons and clothes them with His sauspicious
attributes.

(1) 1t 1s an attribute which takes relish in the
imperfections of the souls who trust Him, just asa
tender, cow takes a relish in the mucus covering the
body ,qfrt“bvle just eaned calf.and licks it up.
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(1i) This parental fondness is employed in
raising souls who are consecious of their imperfections,
namely, (a) avidya or ignorance, (b) kerma or enslav-
ing action, (c) vasana or unconscious tendency ta
pursue worthless objacts, (d) ruchi or conscious ten-
dency or relish for such pursuits, and (e) prakriti-
sambandha—or gross embodiment. These constitute
a series of conditions or statas in wnich each succeed-
ing onse 1s induced by what immediately precedes it.
Through the wnole of this series, bound souls havs
been rotating in countless transmigrations; and from
it the Lord’'s sovereign grace (nirankuseswara-daya), in
fulness of timse, will release all such souls, by conferr-
ing on them the parfect bliss of sternal salvation.

9. Mardava—

(i) He is, when separated from loving souls
beloved. so aggrieved as to make their grief dwindle
before His, as much as & cow’s foot-step dwindles
before the ocean’s expanse. Vide also the Ramayana,
V-38-68: and V 66-10-11.

(1) His softness or inability to bsar separa-
tion from souls that trust Him alone, is shown towards

one who, trusting Him alone, dread separation from
Him.

10. Arjava—

His opsnness, unraesarve or frankness, teaches
and comforts souls who confess the mutual noa-con-
tormity of their own thought, word and deed. Vide
the saying :—!{"' Manasi-angad— Mahatmanamns.’) ' la bad
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souls thought, word and deed are all in discord ; while
in great souls they, one and sll, ever harmonise."

Also compare the description in the Ramayana,
11-22.29.

* By straight-adjusting truth, Rama doth géin
all worlds, by bounty gains the poor; by meek
service gains the elders; and by fair fight, unstained
by ungallant tricks (freaks), gains the foes ;‘(Satyena—
satravan).”

11. Sauharda—

(1) He 1s ever bent on doing good to all beings
both when they are aware of 1t and when they are
not.

(1t) His constant well-wishing 1s impressed on
souls, who feel themselves as constant ill-wishers and
foes, unto themselves.

(1) His easy accessibility is shown by His
appearing to souls who long to see Him. Saint Nam-
malvar says :—" Waorship with love, He stands before
the eye.” The Vishanu Purana says ''What pamn s
there in thinking of Him ? And, thought of, He,
straight, blessing brings ”

12. Samya—

(1) This samyata is in the matter of perva-
sion, support, refuge, protection, and all-mastership,
It dces not extend to the use of all in the same
manner (Sarva-viniyoga).

(1) Without being a respector of persons, He
graciously receives all souls that seek Him as their
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refuge, however lowly they may be in point of birth,
knowledge, or achievement, Vide the Gita, 1X-29.

13. Karunya—

(1) Unconditioned feeling of intolerance in re-
spect of the griet of others.

(1) His mercy is employed in the relief of
souls who are aggrieved. Being dina-dayalu, He is
moved to mercy when souls are grieved

14, Madhurya—

(1) He is all-sweet in His essence, His form,
His attributes, and His glory.

(n) He so superlatively delights His refugees
at all times, as to make them at once and for ever
forget all sensual enjoyment to which, tili becoming
acquainted with Him, they had, from time without
beginning been addicted. Vide Stotra Ratna. V-21.

‘15  Gambhirya—

What the Lord intends to do to those who trust
Him is beyond the ken of anyone. He has no con-
cern about the greatness of His gift and the smaliness
of the person on whom it is bestowed. Having done
everything for Him, He feels as if he did nothing.

16. Audarya—
(i) Granting the desires of those who trust
Him, Himself cognising their desires.

(ii) He bestows His sll on His refugees, and
this in such a way that He does not feel that He has
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conferred on them any boon at all, but sees that they
freely appropriate everything as if it were their own
and do not in the least feel that they are 1n any degree
burdened with a painful sense of obligation such as
necessitates a desire 1n them to make any kind of re-
turn to Him. Vide the Gita VII-18.

17. Chaturya—

(1) The imperfections of the refugees, Ha
conceals from the knowledge of the Mediatrix Sr:.

(1i) Were the refugees to suspect His protee-
tion grace, He would dispel such fear and afford
them protection,

(1) Behaving like a householder who shuts
his eyes to the faults of his wife, children, and other
dear ones, He reckons not His refugees’ faults. Vide
Stotra Ratna, V-18; and Chhan. Up 111-1-42,

18. Sthairya—

(i) Though thousands ef objects may come
in the way, He does not fail to carry out his vow of
protection to His refugees.

(1) In respect of His refugees, what He deter-
mines He carries out fe., His determination is un-
shakeable.

(iii) Though cognisant of the imperfections of
His refugees, He does not get angry and does not
desert them.

(iv) He stands by His refugees and protects
them, resisting even His beloved consort, the Great
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Goddess of the Universe, and all souls’ loving Mother
and Mediatrix—when in order to put His firmness to
the test, She Herselt, turning accuser against them,
points out their faults.

(c) The next three attributes which constitute
the third class are manifested towards the enemies of
those who trust Him.

19. Dhairya—

(1) 1t is the valour which pays no heed to the
enemy.

(11) Sri Rama, even when Ravana and his
forces, were in tact and had not been engaged, cele-
brated on the ocean-beach the installation of Sri
Vibhishana as the King of L.anka.

(ni) The approach of the main force of the
enemy did not produce any effect in Perumal (Sri

Rama). He remained as calm and self.confident as
before.

20. Saurya—
Entering the line of enemy forces, as if enter-
ing the line of one’'s own forces. This manifests self-

confidence 1n victory and complete disregard of
the strength of the enemy.

21. Parakrama—

When the army of the enemy advances, heroi-
cally moving about therein with}{bow and arrow in
hand in such a way that the enemy is so bewildered
as not to realise that the hero is his enemy.
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(d) The last four attributes comprise the fourth
class and are manifested towards those who trust
Him, towards the end or object of (their) attainment,
and towards the means of reaching the goal :—

22, Satya-kama—

(i) In passages setting forth the greatness of
the Lord, the word " Kama” is used as a deneric
term, denoting whatevar 1s & lively appurtenance of
the Lord, be it His attributes, His body or His realm,
“Kama” according to its etymology 1s equivalent to
“that which is loved ” Satya-kama means one who
loves or desires the truth.

(i) 1n Saranagati Gadya, Bhagavan Ramanuja
uses the terms '‘Satya Kama” and ‘' Satya Sanka-
Ipa" in three different places with different shades
of significance. In the Gunz-Choornika ‘' Satya Kama ™
signifies His auspicious attributes and His realm or
glory which can bs exparienced by His refugsees.

(iii) It also shows that He is the possessor of
eterna!l things which are the implements (instruments
or means) to creation which is the base for the rela-
tion of the chetanas with the bodies.

(1v) In the Guna-Choornika, the term signifies
H:s attributes and glory, loved by Him through their
being enjoyable by His refugees. In the middie con-
text it signifies the Possessor as objects of sport of
prakriti, purusha and time. In the third context, it
sigaifies that He has all the desires fulfilled and that
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He does not stand in need of satisfaction by what the-
refugee may offer.

(v) The Lord of the Eternal Heaven and
superlative Lover of godly souls, deigns even to work
wonders in order to meet His refugees’ wishes, as for
instance in the cases of Sandipani and the Vaid:ka.
The Chand. Up. VII-1.5 says—" Action does not
bring in bondage to Him! He does not wane, nor is
He subject to death, grie?, hunger, thirst, etec. The
Fternal Heaven with all its delights is His; His will 1s
indefeasible ; such 1s this Soul.” The Vishnu-Purana
says— ' The term Bhacavan or venerasble Lord means
the Lord—who ever directly knows all at once and
who without bounds and without any admixture of
unlovely traits, supports, guides. 1s untired, over-
powers and astonishes.”

23. Satya-sankalpa—
(1) Wills the truth.

(11) Indefeasible will, unfailing in the matter
of willing strange things and bestowing them. The
Lord establishes for His refugees as in the case ot
Dhruva, stations, which did not exist before.

(mm) Capable of creating efficacious, strange,
enjoyable things. As these two attributes ‘Satya-
Kama '’ and ‘Satya-Sankalpa’ are the manifestations
of the creation of the universe also, they are for the
protection of the universe.

(1v) His resolve in the matter of His desire to
wreate is infallible.
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(v) 1n the Guna-choornika the term signities the
strength to create unfaillingly strange, enjoyable
things. In the middle context it sigmifies trat His
determination which is the cause of the sport (of the
process of the universe) is irresistible. Inthe third
context 1t signifies the power of working miracles (or

those which are beyond our conception) by His mere
volition.

24. Krititva—

He counts every gain He secures to His refu-
gees, as a gain secured to Himself. Vide the follow-
Ing text - Ramayasa 1-1-85. '* After having installed
Vibhishana in Lanka asthe king of the Rakshasas,
Rama, having gained His end, felt at ease and glad "

25. Kritajnatva—

The Lord 1s an appreciator of good work. He
never thinks of any of the immense services He
Himself has done to His refugees, tut ever dwells on
what httle good they atany time have done- Vide
the following text, Ramayana, 11-1-11, “He feels
with grateful zest a single favour done to Him
somehow, being self-possessed. He does not mind
being offended against even a hundred times.

11. The fourteen wor!ds sre:— Atala, Vitala,
Sutala, Rasatala, Talatala Mahatala, Patala and
Bhu, Bhuva, Suva, Maha, Jana. Tapa. and Satya.
The former seven sre in the descending order, while
the latter seven are in the ascending order.
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I1l. The seven islands are:— Jambu. Plaksha,
Kusa, Krauncha, Saka, Salmali and Pushkara.

IV. The seven oceans are:— Lavana, I[kshu,
Sura, Sarpi, Dadhi, Ksheera, and Suddha Jala.

Representation No. 8.

[That there may not be any delusion from the ex-
ample of dreams, that ths worid is unreal or false,
the exposition 1s made in this Representation to the
atfect tnat the objscts seen in dreams ars real, as
tney aga created by Jagadiswara at that time.]

“ All things seen in a dream are realistic for
the reason that they are created by You.” So
submitted in a convincing manner the Victor of
the Malayas at the Holy Feet of Asurari (the
Lord who is the enemy of Asuras).

O Aghatita-ghatana-samartha (Worker of
the miracles or what transcends our very concep-
tion) ! Men arc subject to the three states of
jagara, svapna and sushupt:. Of these sushupts
is the state of dreamless sleep, srapna is dream,
and jagara is wakefulness. In the state of
dreamless sleep, the jivatma is merged in You,
who are the Parumatma and for the time, the
jivatma puts off all instruments of knowledge
and action and becomes incapable of knowledge
and enjoyment and repairs to the place of utter
rest ¢ e., the Highest Self. Hence itis there
without internal or external consciousness. In
t h: states of wakefulness and dream, the jivatma
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is conscious. 'The things perceived in the state
of wakefulness are created by You in accordance
with the scheme of evolution. They are
therefore subject to such limitations as—this
thing is born of this ; this is its name ; this is its
shape ; and this is its quality ; this is the purpose
of this thing; and this thing will exist during
this period of time. It is manifest to all during
its time of existence. As the things scen in
drcams arc created by You for the time by mere
willing, they are not subject to such limitations
as—this thing is born of this; this 1s its shape;
this is its quality ; this is its purpose ; and so on.
Those things are therefore of a wonderful
nature according as You will (but not illusions).
At that time they are manifest only to the
dreamiing person and are not visible to others.
Thus the objects perceived in the state of wake-
fulness are manifest to all and are more or less
permanent ; while the things seen in dresms are
manifest only to the dreaming person, and as
they disappear immediately that person awakes,
they are of temporary existence or they subsist
for a time only.

[In dreams the Lord creates, in sccordance with
the merit or demerit of living beings, things of a
special nature, subsisting for a certain time cnly, and
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perceived only by the individual soul for whom they
are meant. That is to say, the things seen by an
individual soul in his dreams are specially created
by the Supreme Person, and are meant by Him to
be a retribution or recompense—whether &s reward
or punishment—for deeds of minor importance ; they
therefore last for the time of the dream only, and
are perceived by that soul only.]

Though such is the experience of the world,
Your manifestation to the particular person who
becomes the recipient of Your grace, transcends
that experience and the limitations mentioned
above. The following are some of the illustrative
instances. In former times, in Gokula, to Yasoda
who, listening to the tale-bearing of Balabhadra,
threateningly bade You not to swallow mud, You
opened Your red little mouth and thercin
manifested to her the fourtecn worlds without
being visible to others. Likewise in the very
midst of the two armics (of the Pandavas and
the Kauravas) without being perceived by
others, You manifested to Arjuna Your univer-
sal form (visvarupa). In Kurukshetra, with
the purpose of getting Saindhava killed and
thereby protecting Arjuna, You caused darkness
in day-time. Again You caused the Brahmin
Sucharita who took a dip in the holy Ganga to
rise in the midst of the holy waters of Kalyani
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(a holy tank in Tirunarayanapuram or Melkote
vide Yadavagiri Mahatmya). In addition to
these instances not witnessed by me, in my
dream 1in actual perception, You granted me
out of Your grace the famous and superior
sword called “ Nandaka”. This sword, unlike
dream-perceived things which were to be expe-
rienced during that time only, became perma-
nent and visible to all in the state of wakefulness.
With this sword, by the might of Your gift, I
came out victorious by cutting to pieces in one
stroke the total of the enemies who advancing
in one mass besieged on all the four sides.
This person You took as Your servant, making
him eligible for Your service. Even the Vedas,
Brahma (the four-faced creator) and the like do
not know to count even a particle of the ocean
of Your holy and wonderful attributes. How
much am I? May You be pleased to forgive
my impertinence in rushing with the purpose of
trying to describe Your ocean of eminence, and
to make me blissful as Your man. Make me
blissful, O Lord of easy accessibility to those
who are exclusively devoted to You. O Lover
and Lord of the Mount Sri Yadusaila !

Representation No. 9.

[In this Representation the objection that inequa-
lity 1n creation would attach partiality and hard
heartedness to the Lord, 1s refuted.]

“That You, who create according to the
course of the Law of Karma enacted by Yourself,
are the same in respect to all beings, is the certain
truth.” (The Lord is the Law and the Law-giver.)
Lokaikaveera (The greatest warrior in the world
ie. The King) thus submitted impressively to
Sauri (the Lord).

Sakala-loka-niyamaka ( Controller of the
entire universe )! To persons of little knowledge
it would appear that You are partial because in
this samsara You bring about to some happiness
extending up to installation as a king, while to
some others grief extending up to being be-
headed ; that You are subservient to karma be-
cause You grant fruits agreeably to karma ; and
that You are hardhearted because without dispell-
ing the griefs under which sinners groan, You
are a passive observer or witness. An examina-
tion of the stand of this contention results in
rebutting it as follows :—You are the Ruler and
all the jivatmas are Your subjects. Impartially
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You intend that all these jivatmas should lead
a happy life by rendering to You consecrated
service which is to Your pleasure. You have
ruled that such and such a conduct would
procure moksha and that such and such a
conduct would bring ephemeral happiness in
this world and in the next world of Svarga.
In accordance with Your ruling You unfailingly
award fruits to all beings appropriate to their
conduct. Thus You are the same in respect to
all beings and You are not partial in respect of
any one. Though awarding fruits in this
manner, according to the karma of each being,
You are independent and not subservient to
anything.  Though awarding punishments to
sinners apposite to their sins, You sometimes
evince limitless mercy as in the case of Ajamila
and the like. You are therefore celebrated as
All-merciful.

Here is the analogy. In the world a
righteous king enacts in advance that in his
territory he would pardon such and such a
conduct and punish such and such a conduct,
without any distinction as to personalities; he
grants pardon and awards punishment in strict
accordance with his own enactment ; such a king
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would be called impartial and said to be the same
in respect of all his subjects. Because he enforces
to the letter his own enactment, he would
be said to be independent. In punishing the
wrong-doers, the king may in some exceptional
case grant pardon, though there is wrong action ;
he would then be said to be merciful. Likewise,
You are the same in respect to all beings as You
award fruits in accordance with the law of karma
which is Your own enactment; You areinde-
pendent as You enforce thatlaw to its very
letter ; and You are merciful since in exceptional
cases You grant pardon to the sinner. laving
come to know these truths from the teachings of
the elders, I have taken refuge in You as my
life-sustainer. May You be pleased to rectify my
faults and bestow Your mercy on me. Bestow
Your mercy, O Lord of easy accessibility to
those who are exclusively devoted to You. O
Lover and Lord of the Mount Sri Yadusaila!

1. Sakalaloka-Niyamaka—

Controller of the entire universe. Itis the nature
of the Lord to abide in every being as antaryamin and
control its acuicns, All the activities of the body
arise as a result of the intention and judg.
ment of the embodied, the indwellirg jiratman. Like-
wise, 85 the universe consistirg of intelligent and
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non-inteiligent things 1s the body of the Lord, all the
activities of the universe arise as a result'ofthe inten-
tion and judgment of the indwelling Paramatman.

2. Vishama Srishti—

Inequality in creation: creating as devas. animsals
and so on; some predominantly happy, some with
savere suffering; and some with a mixture of
happiness and suifering. The cause of mequality in
creation is to be sought in the difference in beings
and disparity in karma.

3. Karma-Paratantra—

Slave to karma. This person, though possessing
unrestricted knowledge, 1s unable to do anything
in accordance with his intention because of his
subserviency to karma; likewise though blissful by
nature i1s unable to be happy with the world and s
subject to sufferings.

4., Svatantra—

Independent. The Lord is the entire opposite
of ignorance and such flaws; He has no controller
over Him. Hence other than His volition there is
no other cause for His actions

6. Sarvasama—

The same in respect to all beings. This sameness
in all the three kinds of intelligent things, (Eternals,
Released Souls and Bound Souls) and non-intelligent
things (Suddha Sattva and Misra Sativa and Sattva
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Sunya), is confined to pervasion, sustenance. being
the asylum to one and all, gwving protection, and+«
all-mastership. 1t does not extend to the creation
of all beings in one and the same manner. As
inequality in creation grows in accordance with the
Zarma of each being, there 1s no defeet in the Lord's
characteristic of being the same in respect to all
beings.



Representation No, 10.

[ In this Representstion the objection that on the
example of pots, cloth ani the like, the three causes
of the world are distinet from one another is
answered by declaring that Jagadiswara who has as
His body all the intelligent and non-intelligent thinds
( chit and achit ) 1s alone all the three causes of the
universe.]

“You alone are all the three kinds of causes
of the several kinds of worlds.” Thus submitted
with supreme joy the Head of Title-holders at
the holy feet of Mura-Vairi (the Foe of the asura
Mura, thatis, the Lord Sriman Narayana).

O Sakala-jagadeka-karana (The One Cause
of the entire Kosmos) ! The thing which produces
the effect is called the cause. This cause is of
three kinds, namely, upadana-karana (material
cause), nimitta-karana (eflicient or operative
cause) and sahakari-karana (accessory cause).
Acted on by (lit-getting) a fresh cause, that
thing which itself becomes the effect, is the
material cause ; the agent or doer, who, know-
ing the process of producing the effected thing
from this material cause, brings forth the
effected thing is the efficient or operative cause;
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and the accessories or the instruments required
by this agent or doer to produce the effected
thing are the accessory cause. These are as
follows :— Gold is the material cause of golden
bangles, coronets, and the like; the goldsmith
is the efficient or operative cause; and hand-
hammer, anvil, clutches, water, fire, and the
like, constitute the accessory cause. Similarly,
a lump of clay is the material cause of mud-pots,
mud-plates and the like; the potter is the
efficient or operative cause ; and the wheel, etc.,
form the accessory cause. In this manner, in
the world, the three kinds of causes for all the
effected things coming into existence, are dis-
tinct from one another. 'T'ranscending this
worldly experience, You (the Lord) alone are
all the three causes for the effected thinz called
the universe. It is thus explained. The aggre-
gate of the twenty-three tattvas (or principles),
consisting of the pancha mahabhutas (the great
five elements), the five tanmatras, the eleven
senses or organs, the ahamkara-tattva and the
mahat-tattva, are in the maha-pralaya or
universal dissolution absorbed in prakriti; the
then remaining two tattvas of Prakriti and Jiwa
are so merged in You as Your body or mode as
not to be distinguished by name and form.
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Hence, then, You alone remain (or exist). At
that time You alone, becoming all the three
causes, evolve the universe, and hence it is the
established truth that the universe is from the
One Cause. All the Vedantas which praise Your
eminence and wonder at it, proclaim that though
You, who possess as Your body or mode the
subtle prakriii and chi¢, become the material
cause, the flaw arising from the modification of
attaining a fresh form, does not attach to Your
brilliant soul-essence but it is only to prakrite
that such flaw attaches. What is my capacity to
describe Your grand, brilliant and marvellous
sports of the evolution and the sustentation of
the universe ? Great men who are Your godly-
servants having repeatedly taught me, I repeat
aword or two just like a young parrot which
learns a word or two and repeats the same. May
You be pleased with my prattling. Be pleased,
O Lord of easy accessibility to those who are
exclusively devoted to You. O Lover and Lord
of the Mount Sri Yadusaila !

1. The Lord alone 1s the cause of the entire
cosmos; He is the cause of the general as well as the
detailed aspects of evolution. Neither the atom, nor
the pradhana (prakriti) nor the chetana (rational
being) can be the cause.
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2 In his distinctive aspect of willing, He is the
efficient or operative cause ; in His distinctive aspect
of possessing as His body or mode the intelligent and
non-intelligent things in their subtle state when they
are not distinguishable by names and forms, He is
the material cause ; and in his distinctive aspects of
omniscience, omnipotence, and the like, He is the
accessory cause. Thus in bringing forth the effected
thing in the shape of the universe, Isvara alone is the
three kinds of causes.



Representation No. 11.

[Inthe manner described in the foregoing ten
Representations, Isvara-Tativa (God-Truth or the
essence and attributes of the Lord) has been
demonstrated, since 1t is made known that Sriman
Narayana alone is superlatively merciful, is the cause
of the universe, is of unlimited glory, 1s known from
all the Vedas, is of wonderful deeds, is one whose
body 1s constituted of the mass of intelligent things
and the entire category of non-intelligent things, 1s
the worker of miracles or what transcends our
conception (that is, He possesses the power of
bringing together those things that would not join
with one another), 1s the same in respect to all
beings, and 1s all the three causes of the Kosmos
{or 1s all the three agencies required for creation).

In the eleventh Representation the nature of
soul-truth (Jiia-tattra) is explained.]

“If deliberated on, it would be found that
the jiva or the individual soul is distinct from
intellect, body and so on, and this position or
state is the truth.” Thus submitted he who
held the title of “ Valiant Fighter” to Sauri
(the Lord) with devotional love.

Paramatman (Supreme Soul) ! As You are
superior to all classes of jivatmans, You are
celebrated as the Paramatman. In the context
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of examining the nature of the jivatman, some
say that the body is the jivatman; or that the
external organs are the jivatman, or that there
is only one jivatman (Ekatman) that abides in
all the bodies, and that the jivatman is indepen-
dent. All these contentions are against logic
and contrary to the Sastras. It is in this way.
If the body alone is the jivatman, there is no
place for the general worldly expression “The
Jiva is extinct,” which is in vogue in respect of
the dead body even when it is not disfigured.
If the eyes and the like organs alone are the
Jivatman, then it will have to be said that there
is jivatman in the blind, in the deaf, and in
such other defectives. The mind and the life-
breath are non-intelligent or non-sentient, and
as such they cannot be the jiatman. If
knowledge (jnana) alone is the jivatman, then
he should not say that “he possesses know-
ledge””, but he has to say that ‘“he is
knowledge.” Hence the jivatman is distinct
from the body, the external organs, the mind,
the life-breath, and knowledge, and it is self-
luminous. If it is only one jivatman, who abides
in all the bodies, then one should not be jealous
of the prosperity of another; one should not
become the enemy of another; one should not
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kill another ; the secrets of all will have to be
known by all ; further as the acquisition of the
knowledge of the Vedanta by one would bring
in release (salvation) to all, the listening to the
teachings of the Vedanta by several persons
would become purposeless.

If the jivatman is independent, he would
not accept samsara, which is full of grief. For
these rcasons and from the contextual texts im
the Sastras, the jivatmans are scen to be
infinite in number and are Your servants. You
are the AMaster of all the jivatmans and are
celebrated as Paramatman- In this manner, You
are the proprictor and we are the property ; this
relation of Master and scrvant was unknown to
me till now. You are now pleased by Your
unaccountable grace to give me this knowledge;
and revived my soul-essence, which was as it
were non-existent. May You be pleased to
develop in me more of this soul-salvation
knowledge. Grow more, O Lord of easy
accessibility to those who are exclusively devoted
to You, O Lover and Lord of the Mount Sri
Yadusaila.

The hypothesis denying the plurality of soulsis
refuted by its incompatibility— first, with individuals’
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distinctive appropriations of pleasure and pain;
secondly, with the varied states of individual develop-
ment ; thirdly, with inequalities in creation—that is,
the inequahties found in individuals at the very time
of their birth, these i1nequalifies being due solely to
tre distinction of individuals and the difference of
individual action and merit or Karma ; fourthly, with
Revelation, which expressly affirms plurality of
souls.



Representation No_ 12.

[This Representation exhibits the process of the
creation of the Tattvas (the ultimate principles).]

“Itis merely by Your volition alone that
the creation of the tattvas progressed.” So
submitted the Destroyer of the wicked at the
holy lotus feet of the Protecting-treasure
(Sriman Narayana) of Yadusaila.

Para-tattva-svarupa (The Essence of the
Supreme Tattva) ! The tattvis which are sub-
servient to You and which constitute Your body
are two, namely, the jivas (individual souls) and
prakritt (non-intelligent matter). Of these
the jiva-tattva is Your property, is of the
essence of knowledge and bliss, and is eternal -
Prakrite with itself as one and with the twenty-
three subspecies born of it, aggregates to
twenty-four {attvas. This is as follows :—In
universal dissolution (mahapralaya), prakrit®
is merged in You. In it, its three inherent
qualities of sattva, rajas and tamas are in
equilibrium. This prakriti has the other
names of magya, avidya and pradhana. It
pervades without limit the nether regions and
the eight cardinal points; while in the upper
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regions, its jurisdiction extends upto Sri
Vaikunta, the sphere of the pure substance.
In some places of this completely prakriti-
pervaded sphere, the qualities of sattva, rajas
and tamas attain a state of inequilibrium or are
disturbed out of their equilibrium, and the
mahat-tattva is born. In some parts of this
mahat-tattva in which the three inherent quali-
ties in inequilibrium are evenly distributed, one
of the three qualities puts down the other two
and itself becomes predominant. There, if
sattva predominates it is called sattvika, if rajas
predominates, it is called rajasa; and if tamas
predominates, it is called ¢amasa. In this
manner, three kinds of aham-kara tattvas are
born. Of these, from the sattvika-ahamlara
are born the eleven organs of sense and action.
These are the five sense organs—srotra, the
-organ of hearing or the organ which apprehends
sound ; fvak, the organ of feeling or touch or
the organ which apprehends feeling or touch;
and chakshus,. the organ of seeing or the organ
which apprehends vision ; jihva or rasana, the
organ of tasting or the organ which apprehends
taste; and ghrana, the organ of smelling or the
organ which apprehends smell ; the five organs
-of action—uak, the organ of speech; pani, the
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organ of prehension or seizing; pada, the
organ of locomotion; payu, the organ which
discharges non-assimilable liquids; and guhya-
2ndriya, the organ which discharges non-assimi-
lable solids; and manas (mind), the internal
organ which helps both sense and action, being
the instrument of attention (e.f. the plastic
medium of Plato).

From tamasa-ahamlkara springs the sabda-
tanmatra, which is undeveloped ether, chara-
cterised by the potentiality of audibility. From
the undeveloped ether or the element of
incipient audibility (sabda-tanmatra) spring—

(a) its own denser form, namely, developed
ether called akasa, because it is manifest every-
where, and is endowed with, and characterised
by, the actual manifestation of audibility, and

(b) undeveloped air or the element of
incipient touch, called Sparsa-tanmatra, because
it is endowed with, and characterised by, the
potentiality of tangibility.

From the undeveloped air or the element of
incipient tangibility (Sparsa-tanmatra) spring—

(a) its own denser form, namely, developed
air called Vayu, because it moves or blows as
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wind so as to manifest its characteristic of actual
tangibility, and

(b) undeveloped light or flame or the
element of incipient visibility, called Rupa-
tanmatra, because it is endowed with, and
characterised by, the potentiality of visibility.

From undeveloped light or flame i.e., the
element of incipient visibility (Rupa-tanmatra)
spring—

(a) its own denser form, namely, develop d
light or flame which is characterised by actual
visibility, and

(b) undeveloped water or liquid, i.e., the
element of incipicnt tastability called Rasa-
tanmatra, because it is endowed with, and
characterised by, the potentiality of tastability.

From undeveloped water or liquid 1. e. the
element of incipient tastability (Rasa tanmatra)
spring—

(a) Its own denser form, namely developed
liquid called ap, because it is everywhere per-
vaded by the quality of actual tastability, and

(b)) Undeveloped earth or solid <.e., the
element of incipient smellability called Gand’a~
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tanmatra because it is endowed with, and chara-
cterised by, the potentiality of smellability.

From undeveloped earth or solid <.e., the
element of incipient smellability (Gandha-tan-
matra), springs its own denser form, developed
earth or solid called Prithvi, because it is the
most developed of all the elements.

[The tanmatras are the elements in their
undeveloped state i. e. in that state in which
they cannot be distinguished as pleasant,
un-pleasant, or indifferent. Vide Srs Vishnu
Purana, 1-2-44,47)

Rajasa-aham-kara (or matter called egoism)
stirs and so aids, the two other species of aham-
kara, namely, the sattvika or pure, and the
tamasa or dark, when they produce their
respective products, namely, the eleven organs
and the five developed and the five undeveloped
elements.

You are greater than the twenty four species
of non-sentient Prakriti-tativas-namely Pralrit;
mahat, aham-kara, the eleven organs of sense
and action, the five tanmatras, and the five
elements—, and the sentient jiva-tattva. Hence
You alone are the Para-tattva. This I have
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learnt from elders (Your godly servants). May
You be pleased to develop in me, who entertain
absolute faith in Ycu, the quality of saiftva by
drenching me 1n the nectar of Your mercy and
by pouring c¢cn me the brilliance of Your cool
side-glance and by uprcoting the weeds which
are in the form of rajas and tamas. Develop in
me the sattva quality, O Lord of easy accessi-
bility to those who are exclusively devoted to
You. O Lover and Lord of the Mount Sr;

Prakriti 1s called avidya (ignorence or rsther non-
knowledge) because it is obstructive of knowledge,
Although the term ''avidya’ 1s used in various senses
ie., to denote (a) the absence of knowledge, (b) that
which is other than knowledge, and (c) that which
obstructs knowledge, the context requires its being
construed in the last mentioned sense. |t is called
maya (the wondrous), because it yields wonderful pro-
ducts. It is called ‘' Pradhana’ because it is the
primary germ out of which all material appearances
are evolved.

[la this Representaticn 1s deceribed in detast
the process of creation of Brahmanda (the edg of
Brahman, the primordial egg from which the unt-
verse sprang.)]

“You will cause to spring up By hnandas
like bubbles in water.” The valiant warrior thus
submitted with devotional love a good represen-
tation at the tender holy feet of Padmanabha
(the lotus-navelled Lord).

Aneka-koti- Bralhmandanayaka (the Lord of
several crores of Brahmaindas)! Pitying the
Jivas You willed to grant them organs and bodies
and created the Bralmanda, the place wherein
the jivas were to engage themselves in actioms
through the bodies granted to them and were
to experience the fruits of such actions. The
creation of the Brakmanda is as follows -—observ-
ing that the Pancha-mahabhutas (the five great
elements) previously created by You, while re-
maining distinct without being compounded to-
gether, were not useful for any work, You mixed
together all the products by the process of
Panchi-karana. ‘This Panchi-karana is the
mixing or compounding of half of one of the five
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great elements with an eighth of the remaining
four elements making the other half, it is thus
that anything is caused.

{Further details of Pagnchi-karana in respect of
eaech element are then described and this may be
studied in the original itself or in the Tamil transla-
tion. The mixture or compounding (Pasnchi-karana) of
large porticns of each of the original simple elements,
with small portions of each of the four elements
other than itself, is the cause of each element, as
presented to us, appearing to possess more than cne of
the characteristic qualities mentioned. That 1s, each
element as presented to us, is in reality, not simple as
it appears to a superficial observer, but 1Is 8 mixture,
But owing to the fact that, 1n each such mixture,
some one simple element predonimates, the mixture
1s roughly distinguished by the name of its predomi-
nant simple element, such as the air, ether, etc. One
instance among others of a superficial observer
ascribing to an element more than one characteristic
quality is that the etherial sky appears blue, 1t is also
owing to the aforesaid compounding of the original
simple elements.]

In creating the Brahmanda by the mixture
of the seven described products consisting of the
pancha-mahabhutas, mahat and aham-kara, un-
like the potter who undergoes physical exertion
while making pots, etc., You caused it to spring
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up without any effort by Your mere willing, just
as bubbles are caused to spring up in water.
(The creation of the Bralmanda is the building
up of a system). Thereafter You created therein
the four faced god (Brahma) with the intention
of carrying out, through this servant, the crea-
tion of gods, men, animals and immovables who
are caused to be born in the Brahmanda. The
creation of the tattvas, anda and Bralima which
in this manner, You create immediately, <.e.,
without employing any intermediate agency, is
said to be samashti-sreshts (wholesale creation).
There-after the creation of gods and so on, done
through the four-faced god (Brahma) is said to
be vyashti-srishti (creation in detail). Like the
Brahmanda herein described You alone create
several such DBrahmandas and get work done
through Your appointed servants, hence You are
proclaimed as the Lord of several crores of
Bralimandas. In preoccupation with the process
of the universe may You be pleased not to forget
me but to remember me in Your merciful and
tender thought. Remember me, O Lord of easy
accessibility to those who are exclusively devoted
to You. O Lover and Lord of the Mount Sri
Yadusaila !

The system of the universe and all produets fead-
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ing up to it, the Lord creates immesdiately t.c., with-
out emplaying any intermediate agency. While all
the products within the system, He creates mediately
i.e., through the agency of tinite souls whose hearts,
He, indwelling inspires.

The system having been created as desceribed and
the elements evolved outside thereof having been
transterred into tne ether and other products therein
found, then. in order that, with these products, the
different spheres might be formed and that, in these
spheres karma-bound souls may be classified as gods,
men and the lower kingdoms of nature, animate and
inanimate,—the Lord creates the; four-faced god
{Chatur-mukha) in whose body dwells the whole mass
of karina-bound souls contained in the system aver
which such four-taced god is made to preside. All
subsequent products, the Lord is pleased to produce
mediately i.e., through the agency ot this four-faced
god.

The warrior of warriors with devotionail
love submitted to Dannjari (the enemy of the
danavas, the Lord)—‘ You created the worlds
which are the places for experiencing the fruits
of all the ¢ Karmas’.”

Sakala-bhuvanadhira (The foundation of
all the worlds) ! The worlds are fourtcen and
they are in the Bralmanda.

Nikhila-Uhr ga-prada, (‘The Bestower of all
kinds of bliss)!  Bloga is the experiencing of
happiness and unhappiness. The region where
unhappiness (grief, distress) is experienced, is
called narala (hell). The region where happi-
ness is experienced is called svarga. 'These
svargas, which are the places of enjoying
happiness, exist in all the fourteen worlds.

The terror of enemy-kings, making deep
obeisance unto the holy feet of the Omnipotent,
submitted—* Those who are tortured in hell
had not, in the past, even once made obeisance
unto Your holy lotus-feet.””

Narakantaka (The Destroyer of hells)! The
hells are places where grief is suffered.

In this manner, there are a limitless number
of hells of various kinds into which those who
committed these and other several kinds of sins
fall.

‘In this Representation it is shown that ths f‘rmts
of sins are terribly cruel and it i2 convincingly shown
that all such sins would be washed away only by
devotional love (bhakt:) and faith in the holy lotus feet

of Sriman Narayana.]

““Even the proud sinners become pure by
the mere thought of Your holy feet.” The holder
of the title Siddha-Garuda-Duvajanka (one whose
banner bears the insignia of the victorious
Garuda) thus submitted at the holy pair of feet,
which are worshipped by the Siddhas (Men of
great purity and holiness).

I’aramayarana (the Supreme Purifier)! Sins
are of three classes, namely, those committed by
deed, those committed by thought and those
committed by word. Sins committed by deed
are—cating prohibited articles or things, taking
food in the house of the wicked, getting yajynas
(religious sacrifices) performed by those who are
wicked or not eligible to perform the same,
accepting gifts from the unworthy, getting con-
tact with the wives of others, association with the
wicked, appropriating the property of others,
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doing violence to beings, and the like. Sins
committed by word are—giving expression to
abusive language, uttering lies, carrying tales,
wasting time in useless talks which benefit (one)
neither in this world nor in the next, engaging
-oneself in litigation or in illogical argumentative
discussion, teaching the Veda for wages, abusing
others behind their backs, and the like. Sins
committed by thought are—evil intention in
respect of others, unattainable desires, impotent
wrath, miserliness, ignorance, jealousy or pride,
inimical feeling, and the like, Those who com-
mit these kinds of sins obtain after death that
kind of yatana-surira (suffering body) which is
of the same kind as the body in which, in several
ways, sins were committed. This yatana-sarira
cannot be destroyed by cutting or by piercing, or
by tearing, or by burning ; it is so soft as to fade
by a mere touch. But it undergoes limitless
suffering.

[Then follows a detailed description of the mannerp
of intlicting in Hell several kinds of tortures on such
suffering bodies of the sinners mentioned, as also of
other kinds of sinners, and of the badies they get in
their next births; referencs is invited to the original

or the Tamil transiation.]
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In this manner, those who commit these and
such other several kinds of sins will continue to
be born in several kinds of sinful wombs. It is
impossible for these sinners even in crores of
births to perform and complete the different
kinds of expiatory rites prescribed for each of the
sins committed by them. You are merciful and
by Your grace wisdom should dawn in their
minds ; repentance for past sins should arise—
(‘““Alas! I have transgressed the commandments
of the Lord. Whatcan I do? It is only such
persons, who, having committed sins, cry as
above with an acutely distressed mind, that are
eligible to perform expiatory rites and not
others.) Expiatory rites should be performed to
the best of one’s capacity with the reflection that
You are the Ruler and that he (the sinner) is
Your servant; and finally there should be
ICrishnanusmarana, which is constant medita-
tian on You alone. It is by this meditation
alone that all sins become extinct even without
a shadow of taint. If the truth of this Sastra-
significance is known, You alone will be pro-
claimed as Paramapavana (or, a knowledge of
the truth of this sastra-significance would make
one to proclaim You alone as Paramapavana.}

Therefore, may You be pleased without counting
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my sins as great, to manifest Your purifying
quality and protect me. Protect me, O Lord
of easy accessibility to those who are exclusively
devoted to You. O Lover and Lord of the
Mount Sri Yadusaila!

[Thus, the Para-tativa-svaruta (the Lord's nature
or the nature of the Ccd-troth or God-essence) is
dealt with in the hrst ten Representations. In the
eleventh, the nature of the soul i1s described. In the
following seven Repr‘e&emancrs (12 to 18), the
nature of the achit-iativa (mstter) has been deter-
mined by detmiling the rrcecess of the evolution of
matter (R. 19— Prakriti-Srisht1), the extent of the
Bralimanda torn from thotse achil-totiras (R. 13), the
positions of the fourteen worlds in that Brahmanda
(R. 14), the dimensions of the earth (R. 15), the Bhu-
svargas (R. 16). the tortures in hells (R.17), and the
means to avoid suffering frem those tortures (R, 18).

in this manner inthe eighteen Representstions
the tattva-traya (the three verities) which are /Istara
{Cod), chetana (scul) and achetana (v atter) have been
ascertamned. An examinaticn of the characteristies
or the rositions of these three verities gives rise to
non-attechment in respéct cf the two taitras of clut
and achiz on the ground that they can bestow only
little happiness smd are mnon-eternsl, and to attach-
ment in respect of the Isvara-tativa for the reason
that it is the only one of unsurrassed bliss. In the
following twice.six (or twelve) Repre<entatlcns itis
explained that'the mea(ms to salvation 1s desirable to
those 1n whicm 1o this manner, Justlessness snd Lhgkts
{cevotipnal lgve) to the FParabralman sre born. The
explsmaticn 1s &5 lolicws :—In the nineteenth Repre-
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sentation the foundation is 1aid for the tsaching that of
the taur objactives (dharma, artha, kamss and mokska)
sought after bv men, moksia is the greatest.]

1. In the preceding cightesn Gadyas which
convey all significances, the Mahimahenira (the
king who is the great Indra of this world) with
devotional love addressed D1itya-vair: (the Lord
who is ths ensmy of the Diityas or the Asuras)
in the following terms:— The Lord of Sri
(Srimin Narayana—R. No. 1); the Evolver of
the Kosm»s (Para- Brahm :1-Svirupa—R. No.2);
the Veda-praised (Nigamistutan, one who is
praised by all the Vedas, one who is known by
all the Vudis—R. No. 5—this includes dpra-
meya—R. No. 3., S.ikala-vidya-pravarthake—
R. No. 4, and Sikala-Veda-velya—R. No. 5.);
the wonderful Might or Glory—R. No. 6,
(ddbhuta-Vaibhava - Albhuta-Charita); The
World-Embodied (Jagadrupa— Samasta-chida-
chid-vastu-sariraka—who has as his body all the
intelligent and non-intelligent things—R. No.7);
Miracle-worker (Asadhya-sadhaka — Aghatsta-
ghatani-simrtha—R. No. 8); One who is the
same in respect of all beings (Asesha-samin—R.
No. 9); The Supreme Tattva-essence {Paralat-
tvy-Svarupi— R. No. 12. — Sakalajagadeka-
Karani—R. No. 10, and Piramitmi—R. No.1}
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are included.) ; and bestower of different kinds
of wonderful karma fruits (Prithagrupa-vichitra-
Rarma-phala-dayaka).

2. Praudha-pratapa (the king of celebrated
valour) submitted with devotional love and with
great pleasure as follows to Him whois well-
worshipped by Sanakamuni :—An examination
of the fourteen worlds reveals that they afford
no happiness and that they are non-eternal ; and
it becomes revealed that Parabraliman alone is
eternal and is full of limitless bliss. An investi-
gation into this conclusive significance will bring
in to men of wisdom renunciation in this world
{lila-vibhuti) and desire for moksha or salvation.

3. Chika-devendra, making obeisance unto
IIim who has as his family all those who,
without any other relations, are ever in relation
with Iim, submitted thus—*'The means to
salvation 1s appropriate to thosec in whom are
combined the desire for mulkits (release from
karma-bondage) and renunciation in respect of
all other things.” (To those who take refuge in
Him with faith and desire for mukti combined
with rcnunc;ation in respect of all other things,
it is but appropriate that He alone should be the
means to salvation.)
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4. Abhedya-vikrama (King of indefeasible
valour) submitted, in the succeeding twice-six
Gadyas at the holy feet of Narayana. in 2 manner
which the entire world of wise men would
pronounce as correct, and with consistency, the
means to muktt and moksha.

Mol:sha-danaika-dikshita (the Lord who is
bound as by a vow exclusively to bestowing
salvation as a gift) ! Of the objectives sought
after by men of this world, artka (wealth), lama
(enjoyment) and the like are to be discarded,
as they are fleeting and of small happiness;
mol:sha (salvation or the emancipation of the scul
and God-attainment) alone is to be praised
(i.e., to be sought after) because it is eternal and
of unsurpassed bliss; and to attain this molsha,
karma, jnana, bhaktt and the like are the means;
these truths You made known by the Vedantas.
Learning this true significance from the teachings
of elderly men of wisdom and studying it,
Karma-Yoga is seen to be of the following
characteristic:—We are bereft of knowledge,
protection and vitality ; You bestowed all these
on us; You Yourself get performed by us with
the materials granted by You the (sastra-
ordained) daily duties, which are but Your
consecrated services ; hence there is no reasom
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for any assumption of agency or doership on our
part under the impression that we are perform-
ing the duties of varnisrama (duties prescribed
for the different castes and stations in life); nor
for the desire that from this karmaz we will
obtain this fruit. Realising this and performing
the duties of varnasrama with this wisdom-
knowledge, is Narma- Yoga.

Jnana-Yoga is of the following characteris-
tic :—Washing off by this Larma-yoga all impu-
rities which are the past sins, and in the pure mind
thus attained cognising the states of the twenty
four fatfvas in the manner instructed in the
saslras, to realise as if by actual vision the
essence of the jiratman and Paramatman which
(two) are said to be superior to all the twenty-
four tattvas, 1s Jnana-Yoga.

Bhakti-Yoga is of the following characteris-
tic:-—Knowing the positions of the Jiva and
Parama, observing the daily duties of varnasrama
and meditating on Your holy feet without a
break and with a determined mind and with
devotional love in the way taught in the Vedanta,
as for our good, is nidhidlyasana (engaging in
meditation with a firmly determined mind) or
Dbhal:ti-yoga.
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Examining the positions of these yogas, it
is seen that karma-yoga brings in purity in the
mind and thereby gives birth to Jnana-yoga ;
and other than being alimb of Dlal#t-Yoga it
is not an independent means to salvation.
Jnana-yoga also makes known the nature of the
Jivatman, who evinces devotional love towards
the Paramatman, and the nature of Yourself
who is the object of devotional love, and thereby
develops bhakti-yoga, but is not an independent
means to salvation. Bhakti-yoga also is only
the devotional love which we who are Your
servants or subjects evince in the holy feet of
You who are the Master or Ruler. In the
world it is only the love that springs in the
Ruler towards his subjects that is eflicacious and
not indeed the love which the servants or
subjects entertain towards the ruler. Likewise
bhakti also is not the immediate cause for
mol:sha. Your love alone is the cause for
moksha. Hence glancing at the great saints

and acharyas beginning with Parankusa (Saint
Nammalvar), Parakala (Tirumangai-mannan) and
tne holy sanyasins and such others extending
upto Lakshmanacharya (Sri Ramanuja) who

were born and grew in the nectar of Your mercy,
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may You be pleased to manifest mercy towards
me. Manifest mercy towards me, O Lord of
easy accessibility to those who are exclusively
devoted to You. O Lover and Lord of the
Mount Sri Yadusaila !

Representation No. 20.

[This Representation declares that the means to
salvation s to be known from the satfvika-sastras
alone.]

The pandit in the exposition of vaishnave
tattva (visishtadvaita philosophy) submitted with
confidence and respect at the holy feet of the
Treasure-house of Sattva (the Lord) thus—
“ Tattra (truth) is determined in the Satfvika-
sastras alone.”

Sattra-pravartala (He who makes the quality
of sativa pervade in us)! In determining the
meaning of the Vecanta, it should be (noted
that it should be) determined from the <tihasas
(sacred epics) and gpuranas (sacred histories).
Of these the tilasas of Sri Ramagana, Bharata
and the like describe Your greatness or glory
alone, and hence they are satfviha and are
authorities in all respects. 'The four-faced god
(Brahma) is the originator of all the puranas.
The Purana narrated by that god on a parti-
cular day of his life will be of that quality which
was predominant in him on the day on which
he narrated the purana. It is in this wise. A
day of the four-faced god is called a Lalga. As
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he also 1s entangled in grakeitd (srd is subject
to layma-tondage) he is fpossessed of the
qualities of sativa, rajas and {cmas (which are
inherent in prakriti). In tke laljas in which
the quality of safira predcminates in him, the
puranas teld or narrated cn these days are called
$ativikas- They praise Your greatness and act as
the means to salvaticn. Further, the puranas
teld cn these days in which the quality of rajas
predcminates in him, are rajasa. They speak of
the exalted positicn of the four-faced God and
are the means 10 swu7¢a, wealth and the like fruits
of a middle class (i-e., neither the kest ncr the
worst). Again the jurer.as nanated cn those
days m which the quality of f¢mas predcminates
in him, are called tamasa. They speak of the
exalted position of Rudra and are the means to
perditicn. Therefore the sativika-puranas told
by the four-faced ged on the days on which the
quality of sattva in him weilded controlling in-
fluence, are the chief authoritiecs. In the remain-
ing rojasa and femaia gurenas all portions that
are not ccntraty to the sat{vika-puranas are
authorities. All porticns therein which are con-
trary to the safivika-yuranas are no authorities
in respect of the apparent meanings conveyed by
them ; and they are intent merely cn courteous
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praise. Ignorant of this etiquette those that be—
lieve that all that is told in the rajasa and tamass
‘puranas are authorities earn as the result middle
class fruits and perdition, respectively. So itis
said in the Matsya-purana. You also have said
so in the Bhagavad-Gita. Investigating this
position, it is observed that there is no salvatiom
which is the highest soul-sought end without a
knowledge of the artha-panchaka (the five topics—
self’s nature, God’s nature, nature of the soul-
sought end or goal, the nature of the means to
salvation, and the nature of the obstacles). That
tattva-knowledge (artha-panchaka knowledge) is
not attainable without an acquaintance with the
sattvika-sastras. That sattva quality cannot be
had without Your special glance of grace at the
time of birth. Therefore may You be pleased to
grant me that saffva quality which makes one
entertain great faith, in the mahatmas whao,
obtaining Your special glance of grace at the time
of their births and becoming sittvikas, determine
the meanings of the vedanta in accordance with
the sattvika-puranas. Grant me, O Lord of easy
accessibility to those who are exclusively devoted
to You. O Lover and Lord of the Mouat Sna
Yadusaila !

Representation No, 21.

[It is established in this Representation by
reasoning and comparison that among the Tantras,
Sei Pancharatra alone is the highest authority.]

He of wonderful activity in demolishing
perverted religions, submitted with devotional
love to Govinda that above all the Agamas of
Yoga, Sankhya and Pasupata, Pancharatra
stands as the supreme.

Sarvatantra-svatanira (the Lord who tran-
scends all Tantras)! The Tantras are Sanlkhya,
Yoga, Pasupata and Sri Pancharatia. These
also bear the other names of Siddhantas and
Agamas. Of these the Sankhya-tantra has been
born to investigate into the nature of the twenty-
five tattvas and as such it is the authority in the
matter of determining these tattvas. The praise
bestowed on these twenty-five fattvas with a
view that all may take a loving interest in the
determination of these fattvas, goes beyond limit.
Seo much so, it is said that the universe is born of
these tattras alone and it is asked ““ Who has seen
the twenty-sixth tatfva of Istara?”—. There
are these and like expressions, which contradict
the Veda. These passages are nothing more
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than praises and are not authorities. ‘The Yoga-
tantra has been born to investigate into the
Yogas of Yama, Niyamr and the like, and as
such it is the authority in the matter of deter-
mining these y1g1s. With the intention that all
may evince a loving interest in the determination
of this yoga, it is said that it is by its great
efficacy alone that the Lordship of the world
accrued to Jagadisvara. There are to be found
such expressions contradicting the Veda. These
passages are but praises and are not authorities.
The Pasupate has been born to investigate into

the mode of upasana (meditation or worship) of

gods other than the Lord. This upasara is the
means to attain the three classes of fruits of
dharma, a-tha and L una; and as such it is the
authority in the matter of determining that deva-
tuntaropasana. Here also, with the desire that al}
may entertain a loving interest in the determina-
tion of this wpasana, it is said that these other
gods alone are the Supreme Tattva. Such
passages contradicting the Veda, which are to be
found, arc no more than praises and are nc
authorities. Sri Pancharatra has been born ta
investigate into the upasina of Bhagavan, which
is the essence of the object of the Vedarta, and
as such agreeably to the Vedanta this Tasira i
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the authority in all respects. This is clearly.
manifest in the Santi-parva of the Mahabharata.
In the Chapter on Molshadharma the subject is
enquired into by the following interrogatory and
the reply thereto :—

“Do the five siddhantas of the Vedas, the
Pancharatra, the Sanklya, the Yoga and the
Pasupata propound different positions of the
tattvas, contradicting one another, or do all of
them expound one and the same position im
respect of the tattvas?”  Just as several paths
reaching the same town attain the same state, it
has been established that the Vedas, the Pancha-
ratra and the remaining three Tantras also ex-
pound Your greatness and attain one and the
same position. In this manner, all the tantras
demonstrate You alone and are subordinate to
You. Ilence You are cclebrated as Sarvatantra-
scatantra.  May You, who are of this aspect, be
pleased to make known to me Your state. Make
known to me, O Lord of easy accessibility te
those who are exclusively devoted to You. O
Lover and Lord of the Mount Sri Yadusaila!

The Lord Vasudeva, being animsted by infinite
pity, tenderness and msgnanimity and with a view to
ensble his devotees to grasp the true meaning of tha
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Yedas, Himself composed the Pancharatra-sasira ;.
“ Ot the whole Pancharatra, Narayana Himself is the
promulgator.” Its authority has been accepted by a.
fong line of teachers. Sri Yamunacharya in his
Agama Pramana and Sri Ramanujacharya in his Sri
Bhashya have shown that it is in harmony with the
Vedas. It may be added that our temple worship
owes a great deal to the Pancharatra.

The author of the Sutras (Vyasa) who is also the
author of the Bharata-Samhita i.e., the Mehabharats,
in the Chapter called Moksliadharma, explains at great
iength the Pancharatra system and then says, ' From
the lengthy Bhsarata story this body of doctrine has
been extracted with the churning-statf of mihd., This
great Uranishad, consistent with the four Vedas, in
harmony with Sankkya and Yoga was called by Him
(Naraysna) by the name of Pancharatra. This is
excellent, this is Brahman, this is supremely beneficial.
Fully agreeing with the Ri%, Yajus, the Saman, and
the Atharvangiras, this doctrine will be truly author:-
tative.” Theterms Sankhys and Yoga here denote
fnana-yoga and karma-yoga.—Vide Gita 111-3—.

The question referred to in the Representation,
means—' Do the Sankhys, the Yoga, the Pasupata
and the Pancharatra set forth one and the same
reality or different ones? If the former, what is
that reality ? If the latter, they convey contradictory
doctrines, and, as reality is not something which may
be optionally assumed to be either such or such, one
of thoss doctrines only can be acknowledged as
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authoritative, and the question then arises which =
to be so acknowledgsd ? The answer to the qusstiom
is given in the passage beginning, ‘' Kaow, royal Sage,
all those ditferent views, Tne promulgator of the
Sankhya is Kapila,” etc. Here the human origin of
the Sankhya, Yoga and Pasupata is established on the
ground of their having been produced by Kapils,
Hiranyagarbha and Pasupati. The next clauss inti-
mates the non-human character of the Vedas; and
finally the clause declares that Narayana Himself
revealed the Pancharatra doctrine. The connected
purport of thase ditferent clauses is as follows, As
the systems of human origin set forth doctrines
mutually contradictory and, moreover. teach what is
in contlict with the matter known from the Veda—
which, on account of its non-human character, is
raised above all suspicion of error and other imper-
fections—they cannot be accepted as authoritative
with regard to anything not depending on human
action and choice. Now the matter to be known frome
the Veda is Narayana who is none other than the
highest Braliman. It hence follows that the entities
set forth in thosa different systems—the pradhana,
the soul (purusha), Pasupati, and so on—have to bs
viewed as real only so far as Narayanas, i e., the High-
est Brahman, as known from the Vedanta texts, con-
stitutes their Salf. This the text directly declares in
the passage, ‘In all those doctrines it is seen, im
accirdance with tradition and reasoning, that the
Lord Narayana is the only basis.” This means—' To
him who considers the entities set forth in those
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systems with the help of argumentation, it is evident
that Narayana alone is the basis of all those entities.’
In other words, as the entities set forth in those sys-
tems are not Brahmar, any one who rememters the
teaching of the texts such &s ‘““all this are indeed
Brahman," ‘“‘Narayana is all,” which declare the
Brahman to be the Self of all, comes to the conclusion
that Narayana alone is the basis of those entities.
As thus it is settled that the h:ghest Brahmar, ss
known from the Vedanta texts, or Narayana himself
is the promulgator of tkre entire Pencherstra and
this system teaches the nature of Narayesna and the
proper way of worshipping Him, ncne can disestablich
the view that in the Pancharatra &all the other
doctrines are comprised. For this reason the Maha-
bharata says, ¢ Thus the Sankhya-yoga and the Veda
and Aranyaka, being members cf cne ancther are
called the Pancharatra,’ ie., the Sankhye, the Yogs,
the Vedss, and the Arenyakas, which are members
of one another because they are one in so far ss

aiming at setting fortk, one Truthk, together are
ealled the Pancharatra.

The Sankhya explains the twenty-five principles,
the Yoga teaches certain practices and means of
mental concentration, and the Aranyakas teach that
all the subordinate principles have their true Self in
Brahman, that the mental concentraticn enjoined in
the Yoga is 8 mode of meditation on Bral.m:an and
that the rites and works which are set forth in the
Veda are means to win the favour of Brakhmarn—thus
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giving instructions as to Brakman’s nature. Now all
these elements in their inward connecticn, are clearly
set forth in the Panchsratra by the highest Brarmar,
1., Narayana Himself. The Sariraka Sastra (i e., the
Vedanta) does not disprove the prirciples assumed by
the Serkhyss, but merely their view cf their not
bavirg Brahm:an for their Self; srd similarly in its
criticism on the Ycga and Pasurata systems, it merely
refutes the view of the Lord being a mere instru-
‘mental cause, the erronecus essumrpticrs as to the re-
lative positicn of higher end lower entities, and
certain practices not warrented by the Vedas ; but it
dcoes nct reject the Ycga itself, nor sgain the Lord
Pesurati. Hence the Smriti teys, ‘ The Senkhys, the
Yo¢e, the Pancharatra, the Vecas and the Pasurata
doctrine 8l] these baving their procf in the Self may
not be destroyed by erguments’. The essentisl pcints
in all these doctrines are to be sccptec, nct to be
rejected absolutely, For, sssnid in the Smriti text
quoted above, in © all these doetrines it is seen, accord-
ing to tradition &nd ressoning, that the Lerd Nara-
yana is the only basis’.

(The above is from Thibaut’s translation of Sri
Bhashya on Vedanta Sutra 11—2-43; the matters
under inverted commas are transiations of rasszges
in Mokshadharma of Mahabharata.)



Representation No. 22,

[In this Representation the objection that lustless-
nass (renunciation of dasires for sensual objeets) which
is helpful to salvation, is hard to attain is retutec.]}

‘“ An examination of the category of sentient
objects reveals that renunciation is easy to those
who know the truth about what is good to their
own selves.””—To Him (the Lord) who was
praised by Brahma, he who looted the armies of
powerful enemies, thus submitted.

Ananya jana-sulabha (Lord of easy accessi-
bility to those who are exclusively devoted to
Him)! The mahatmas who possess the know-
ledge that You are easily accessible to those mem
in the world who, renouncing all sensual objects
(or becoming lustless) entertain intense faith in
You alone, (such mahatmas) take refuge in Youar
holy feet, thus unburden themselves and rest
happily. There are others who consider them-
selves to be pandits (learned men) and say that,
as it is not possible to renounce sense-objects so
long as the body continues, Your worship is
unattainable. There are some irrational amd
illogical arguments which they advance. They
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are as follows :—Renunciation of sense-objects is
of two kinds; one is the complete destruction of
all sense-objects and the other alternative is,
while sense-objects exist, not to have any attach-
ment for them. In the former case, if all the
sense-objects created by You are destroyed, there
will accrue the sin of treachery to the Master
in having destroyed His properties. In the latter
case, if we want to be free from attachment
towards sense-objects, it is not possible to do so
as we have not left and gone away from this
prakriti-world. Avoiding contact in towns with
such sense-objects as women and the like, even
#f resort is to be had to forest-life or even if we
drown ourselves in water, like Adi-Bharata and
Saubhari, respectively, deer, fish and the like
sense- objects will not leave us without bringing
us into relation with samsara. They say that
therefore lustlessness is impossible.

These are persons who had never spent any
time in the shadow of the feet of great men
versed in the Vedanta. If one learns from the
teachings of clders (godly men of wisdom),
lustlessness or renunciation of sense-objects be-
comes an easy matter. If a servant or a subject
without a thought of the king collects for his own
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purpose in the towns and the country in the
name of the king things which ought to go to the:
king’s treasury and spends them as he likes and
squanders them, he will be dubbed as avaricious
and treacherous to the kinz. On the other hand
if he fully realises that he is the servant of the:
king, renders accounts then and there of all the
things he earns for the purpose of the service of
the king, partakes of the remnants of the king’s
nectar-food, wears the used dress and ornaments
presented by the king, and thus becoming rich,
feels elated, he will be considered self-less and
faithful. Likewise, lustlessness and devotional -
love for You cannot accrue to a person who is
ignorant of his own nature (self’s nature) which
1s the rendering of consecrated services to You,
and who is under the impression (illusion) that
he is independent and that he experiences sense-
objects for his own enjoyment. On the contrary
if the person realises that he is Your servaat,
discharges sincerely to the best of his ability the
duties prescribed for his caste and station in life-
duties which are but Your consecrated services—,
and enjoy experiences which You are graciously
pleased to grant—experiences which are con-
sistent with the dictates of the Veda—, that alse
would be Your consecrated service and not attach—
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ment to sense-objects. Conducting themselves im
this manner, Vasishta and Visvamitra, though re—
‘maining in the grihastha-asrama (house-holder’s’
state) are celebrated respectively as the ever-
cclibate and as the ever-foodless. It is therefore
said that You are of easy accessibility to them--
May You be pleased to make me lustless and to-
grant me devotional love to You. Grant me, O
Lord of easy accessibility to those who are ex--
clusively devoted to You, O Lover and Lord of

the Mount Sri Yadusaila !



Representation No. 23.

[it is firmly established in this Representation
that mukti (releass or salvation) cannot be attained by
Kevala-karma (the mere path of work).]

He who had learnt the truth from men of
wisdom-knowledge, making obeisance with devo-
tional love unto the tender holy feet of Sri Hari
thus submitted :—“In the opinion of men of
wisdom-knowledge Hevala-karma does not pave
the path to salvation.”

(Kevala-karma -—Adherence tc the path of karma
only. Those adopting such an attitude are of the view
that Yagna (sacritice) and the hike ritualistic works
alone have the power of procuring all kinds of fruits
in this world as well as in the other world,]

Sakala-karma-phala-prada (the Grantor of
the fruits of all kinds of ZLarma)! Karma is
work performed by human beings. It is of two
kinds, namely, satkarma and dushkarma. Sat-
%arma is conduct which has earned praise in the
Vedas which are your injunctions or writs.
Dushkarma is conduct that is discarded in the
Vedas. Punya from satkarma and papa from
dushkarma will accrue. Punya is what is to Your
pleasure and papa is what raises Your wrath.
Happiness and grief are the respective results of
punya and papa (good and evil deeds).
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That Satkarma is again of two kinds, namely,
nitya and kamya. The nitya kind consists of
works which, in Your own taste, You have
severally prescribed for persons of different castes-
and in different stations in life, as those which
-are to be performed and those which should not
be acted upon. Your devotees realise that Yow
are omniscient, omnipotent and of caressing
parental fondness towards Your devotees ; there-
by they entertain absolute faith in You, become
slaves to Your auspicious attributes, adhere to
Your injunctions, and perform the duties pre-
scribed by You thinking that the rendering of
consecrated services (in the form of nitya-karma)
is itself the fruit and thus attain salvation. The
kamya kind consists of works which do not
appeal to Your mind but which because of the
necessity arising from individual desires You have
in_difference ordained to the effect that persons
longing for such and such fruits should perform
such and such works. Those who, with the
desire for the fruits, perform these kamya-karmas
completely in the manner prescribed, stand to
gain power and pelf which in this world may
extend to the sovereignty of the world and in the
other world to the lordship of Satyaloka.

Dushkarma is of two kinds, namely, omission
to perform the duties prescribed by You and
.commission of deeds prohibited by You. By
such a conduct will befall grief which in this
world may extend to suffering cruel torture and
in the next world to falling into the Grcat Hell
and suffering torture therein.

I have learnt these truths from godly elders
wversed in the Vedanta. Examining this position,
it is seen that Lamya-karma and dush-karma pre-
vent the attaining of Your holy feet, since they
do not appeal to your mind. They drive the
chetana into the prison house of samsara, act as
obstacles, and operate as gold and iron fetters,
respectively. Hence may You be pleased to grant
me the punya or gift of earning Your approval
(or grant me the gift of earning the greatness of
Your pleasure) by performing, without being
caught in either of the two bondages, with intense
faith in You and with devotional joy, Your con-
secrated services which are ordered by You and
which are to Your pleasure. Grant me, O Lord
of easy accessibility to those who are exclusively
devoted to You, O Lover and Lord of the
Mount Sri Yadusaila!

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Representation No. 21.

In this Representation it is revealed that Sarve-
svara, the Grantor of all desires, will graut to those
wno seek other purusharthas (objactives other than
salvation) their respactiva desires beeause of tha
nacessity armising by theie so desiring ; while to those
who sssk Saivatxon, He will grant w:llingly and with
pleasure sslvation alcne ]

“You will grant other fruits (fruits other
than salvation) with indifference ; while the status
of salvatien yon will grant with eagerness.”
Thus submitted with devotional love at the holy
feet of the God of geds he who hzs the title of
* Yadava-Narayana.”

Sarvablishta-prada (the Grantor of all
desires)! The jiwvaimas, comsequent on their
being immersed in prakriie, forget their own
mature (self’s nature ; the soul essence is that he
1s sesha to the seshi), and think themselves to be
independent and are under illusicn that the body
is the “ 17 (the soul). This ignorance is called
avidya (non-intelligence which admits of various
shades, such as non-apprehension, wrong appre-
hension, and preverse apprehension). Because
they so consider themselves, they begin to act,
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without a knowledge of what ought to be done
and what ought not to be committed, as they like
under the impression that they themselves would
achieve their own good. That is said to be
karma. 'That karma is of two classes—satlarme
(righteous deeds) such as sacrifice (Yajna), gift,
penance and the like; and papakarma (sinful
deeds) such as committing what ought not to be
committed and omitting what ought not to be
omitted, and the like. ‘Thus karma is of various
kinds.

Of the several kinds of :armas, one who takes
up fruit bearing works with the object of earning
fruits gets habitual experience in such works.
This habit or tendency, even when he has ne
thought that he has to conduct such works amd
has forgotten them, will lead him to activity im
such works without his being conscious of the
same. This is called vasana (erratic tendency,
propensity or instinct which is unaccompanied by
consciousness and is manifold owing to the
multiplicity of its causes). Further, in the works
performed by him, egotistic desire to act likewise
again and again will spring up. This is called
ruchi. (Erratic tendency, inclination or taste
which is accompanied by consciousness and which
too is of various kinds owing to the vaned chara-
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cter of its objects). In this manner, those who
perform works with ruchi for the purpose of ex-
periencing the fruits of such works will enter the
suitable bodies given by You such as those of the
devas, men and so on. This is called pralriti-
sambandha (relation with ; rakrits). Thus, avidya
which causes the illusion that the body is the
soul, and so on; /larma which is the conduct
pursued or work performed as the result of that
illusion ; wasana which, acquisceing in that con-
duct, leads to activity even when not accompa-
nied by consciousness ; rucht which is the con-
sequent love in such conduct or works; and
embodiment (prakriti-sambandha) which is the
I arma-phala (karma-fruit) of the conduct pursued
or of the works performed with such rucli;
(these) come one after another again and again in
birth after birth. Henee this is called the wheel
of samsara. The jivatmans caught in this wheel
of samsara suffer grief and distress.

You are compassionate towards them and
create for them suitable human bodies where-
with, without losing their self-essenee by their
conduct, they may exhaust by retributory expe-
sience the fruits of punya and papa works and
thereby attain salvation by worshipping You at
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one time or other. Ilence You zre merciful
towards the simsirins. Among these, when in
some of them renunciation (lustlessness) springs
up and they becom= salpition-seckers, You get
ready for them the means to salvation ; thus You
are merciful towards the seckers after salvatiom
{mumukshus). Since in the released souls who
are cternal and in those who newly attain salva-
tion, You develop without intermission limitless
bliss, You are merciful towards the Muktas. Im
this manner, You are the same in respect to afl
beings. May You be pleased to cause to be
washed off my karmas of sinful deeds by the
waves of the ocean of Your nectar-like grace and
to cause to spring in me the greatness that I am
Yours, ‘€ause to spring in me, O Lord of easy
aceessibility to those who are exclusivdy devoted
to You, O Lover and Lord of the lMount Sra
Yadusaila !



Representation Ne_ 25S.

In this Representation the illusion that the
desired fruits would resnlt from kala (time), kerma
{work), svabliava (nature) and the like alone, 1s dis-
pelled.]

At the holy feet of Ilim who has taken His
abode on the banks of the Nalyana-tirtha (Kalyans
1s a holy tank in Tirunarayanapuram or Melkote),
Satya Parakrama (the king of righteous power)
with devotional love and without sloth submitted
thus —*“ It is from You alone that in several
ways fruits originate and not from anything else ;
this is the truth.”

Prapanna-jana-paripalaka (Protector always
of those who scek refuge in Ilim)!  Protection is
to look after and carry on yoga and Fkshema.
Yoga stands for the acquisition of such good
things and advantages as have not been obtained,
while /shema is the safe-guarding of the good
that has already been obtained. You are the in-
dependent doer or actor of both of them. Alk
other causes are accessories, and are subordinate
to You. Ignorant of this position, some are
under the illusion regarding the purport of the
Sastras. Among these the levala-karmatas say
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that the fruit is from karma alone; the ardent
worshippers of other gods (i.e., gods other tham.
the Lord) say that the fruits are from these gods-
alone; the learned astrclogers say that fruits are
from time with favourable planetary conditions ;
laukikas (wordly men) say that fruits are from
human efforts ; and atheists say that without any
cause fruits will result of their own accord. All
these contentions are against reason. It is in
this manner. Karma is conduct which one
pursues or is work that one performs; as it is
non-intelligent or non-sentient, it is not capable
of knowing the fruit desired by the purusha
(chetana) and much less of granting it. The
other gods (other than the Lord), though they
are sentient (chetanas), themselves seek You for
their yoga and kshema, and hence they are not
capable of granting fruits independently. If the
efforts of the purusha (the individual soul) are
capable of procuring fruits, then, even without
any cause, all fruits should always accrue to alk
persons. Hence none of these can procure fruits.
Further, Larma is like the services which in the
world the servants render to the king who pro-
tects them ; the other gods are like the middle-
saen who submit to the king the services rendered
by the servants and pay them the livelihood,
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salaries or wages granted to them by the king;
time is like the number of days of work fixed for
the payment of wages ; the efforts of the purusha
(human efforts) are like the activities of the
limbs in rendering services to the king; and to
say that fruits will result of their own accord is
to be like the simple servant who is ignorant of
the pleasure of the ruler or king. Circumstances
being such, those who think that they live by the
services rendered by them, that they prosper by
the middlemen, that wages will come when time
fixed arrives, that they grow by the sweat of their
own brows, and that they have become prosper-
ous by accident, are ignorant of firm stand in the
front-door service of the ruler or kinz. (In the
-context of God attainment this may be taken to
signify that these are persons who have not stood
well in rendering conscecrated services to the
Lord and are ignorant of the front-door). May
You therefore be pleased to proteet me now
without forgetting what in former times You said
to Arjuna, namely, those bereft of illusion such
as those mentioned above and placing implicit
faith in You with the determination that they
would prosper by You alone, whoever and what-
ever such persons be, You have assured them
that You would look after ani carry on the yogs
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and kshema of those persons. Protect me, O
Lord of easy accessibility to those who are ex-
clusively devoted to You, O Lover and Lord of
the Mount Sri Yadusaila!

[in this Representation, it is made known that
other than Sriman Narayana in none else does the
power of affording protection vest ]

He who plays the hunter in the armies of
powerful enemies, with devotional respect and
love, submitted at the holy feet of Padmanabha
thus .—*“ You alcne are the protector of all ; none
else possesses this capacity.”

Sarva-7akshaka (the protector of all beings) !
Ycu alcne are the protector of all beings. (Pro-
tecticn is generally warding cff evil and bestow-
ing desires). Other than You, the other gods,
father and like relations, and the prosperity from
wealth and grains, ate not protectors. It is in
the following manner. That the four-faced god
is no protector is seen from the fact that he him-
self got his head lost; and further when the Vedas
were seized and taken away he got duped and did
not know what to do. Rudra also is no protector ;
by granting the boon prayed for by Vrikasura,
Rudra himself got into trouble; further with
weapon in hand he was out to protect Banasura
but when the arms of the latter were cut in
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Rudra’s very presence and he wis crying from
pain, Rudra, deserting Banasura, ran away
defeated. Indra and the other deities also are no
protectors ; when troubled by Hiranyakt, Bali,
Vritrasura and others, Indra and other deities ran
away, deserting their abodes. That the father is
no protector is seen from Hiranyakashipu. That
blood relations are no protectors is seen from
Vali.  That sons are no protectors is seen
from Kamsa. That husbands are no protectors
is scen from the Pandavas. Wealth, grains and
such other riches are not protectors ; these are
subject to destruction by agnates, focs, fire, thieves,
flood and so on. In this manner, though these are
no protectors, to men of little knowledge, they
appear to be protectors and these men are thus
deceived. They are therefore said to be rakshaka-
abhasas (unreal or fallacious appearances of being
protectors when in reality they are not protectors)-
You being unlike them, the Vedas were recovered
and presented to the four-faced god; Rudra was
relieved from the harm of Vrikasura aad others;
the danavendras were routed and Indra and the
other deities were re-established in their several
positions; Prahlada was afforded protection;
Sugriva was given a kingdom; Ugrasena was
given sovereignty ; and Draupad: was saved from
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being put to shame. By such acts as these, You
became celebrated as the All-Protector. In You
of such celebrity, I have taken refuge; I am in
full faith that Your holy tender feet alone are
the means and the end; and renouncing every
thing else, 1 have become ananyajati (one
without any other refuge). May You be pleased
to protect me. Protect me, O Lord of easy
accessibility to those who are exclusively devoted

to You, O Lover and Lord of the Mount Sri
Yadusaila!



Representation No_ 27.

[In this Representation it is asdvised that the
seeker after salvation should rot be sfraid, ruminating
on his own sins, but shculd teke coursge (remsin in
faith and confidence), contemplating the holy and
auspicious attributes of Bhagavan.]

‘“ Bereft of fear in his own state, he, who
comes to understand or to know Your state, will
attain salvation ; this is the certain truth.” To
Him of the highest eminence thus submitted with
devotional love he who puts in captivity the
warrior-foes who come surrendering to him.

Akhila-loka-saranya (the Asylum of the
whole universe ; He who without regard to our
virtues and sins, possesses the power of protecting
the whole universe)! You will remove the dis-
tress of all those who seek refuge in You and
grant them their desires. I came to know from
listening to men of wisdom-knowledge that You
are omniscient to cognise all things (immediately
and simultaneously, and this includes ourselves
and what is good and what is evil to us); and
that You are omnipotent to carry out to comple-
tion according to Your will what has beem
cognised. As a result of the desire generated by
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-such listening, I tried to seek refuge in You.
Even now, thinking of my sins while I try to
retreat (frcm that attempt), Your attributes dispel
my fears and forcibly drag me on and place me
in the shadow of Your holy feet. It is in this
way. Deliberating on the several sifls committed
by me from beginningless time up to date, just
when I attempt to retreat, Your attribute of
vatsalya— which is such a love that it takes as
agreeable even the blemishes or imperfections of
those souls that take refuge in You—, stands before
me and girds up my loins. I am ignorant and help-
less and so I am incapable of conducting my-
self in any the least degree in such a way as would
be to Your pleasure. Contemplating in what
way You would rescue such a person as myself,
just when I am deluded, the knowledge of the
relation of the proprietor and the property, that
is, that You are the Proprietor and [ am the pro-
perty, and that there could be no wages to the
proprietor for protecting his own property, gives
me protection from fear. Considering Your
greatness, who is the entire opposite of every
kind of evil, my lowness, who is the seat of all
kinds of evils, just when I try to retreat under
the impression that there can be no association
between You and me, Your attribute of sausiilya
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in mixing freely with the low though You are
high, and giving them pleasure thereby, drags
me unto You. Coming to know that You are
not reachable by word or thought even by
Brahma and the like, just when I attempt to shirk
back, thinking that I cannot visualise You, (or, just
when I attempt to retreat thinking that I cannot
visualise You who is not reachable by word or
thought even by Brahma and the like), Your All-
transcendent and All-auspicious Form celebrated
as the Light of Yadusaila and the cynosure. of all
eyes enslaves me. Such being the facts, You are
the same Protector and the universal Asylum toall
men who are full of the righteous qualities of
knowledge, devotional love, renunciation (lust-
lessness) and the like, as well as to men of my ilk
who are without any other means and who have
no other refuge; and I have taken refuge in You
of such eminence. May You be pleased to raise
me up and protect me. Protect me, O Lord of
easy accessibility to those who are exclusively
devoted to You, O Lover and Lord of the Mount
Sri Yadusaila!

Svasvami-sambhandha—The relation ot the Pro-
prietor and the propsrty. Tnis is ona of the nine
relationships which the Almighty Lord Narayana,
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‘Con=ort of Lakshmi, holds with reference to the bhu.
man soul. Thisrelationship represents the Lord asthe
Proprietor, 1n as muce as He governs the whole of
the animate and inanimate creation as their {nner-
Soul (Antaryamin). Accordingly, the individual soul 1s
His propertv. In this mundane world, the cwner or
proprietor of a property 1s seen to utilise his belong-
inds in the hast way he daems fit, irraspectiva of the
wishes or conveniences of the dependent beings or
things He enjoys himself at their expense using them
according to his own sweet will and pleasure for his
own henefit or the bernefit of others, makes them over
to others, if necessary, or keeps them unused under
lock and key, or uses them with indifference or throws
them away as good-for nothing stulf. To do so, he has
evary right, and nokody can reasonablyv guestion such
a prozedure, as the properly is his. in the same way
the suorem= [Lord may be ccnsidered to have every
right and privilege to deal with His property—the n-
dividual soul, He may dispose of the saul 11 the best
way He may deem suitsble, either to elevate or
degrade him or otherwise dispose of him. Bemnga
dependeont entity, ke the property or the belongings ot
a proprietor, the individual soul is bound to obey his
I.ord, and his ex'stence or happiness 1s solely
‘d=pendent on the Lord’s absolute wili, The suzer-
ainty of Lord Narayana over the whaole universe,
consisting of the chit and achst, is referced to a un-
equivocal language in various texts.

Making obeisance to Mayatita (i.e., He who
is seen when our veil of maya is removed; He
who transcends maya), he who won victory over
the treacherous Marattas and made them captives,
submitted thus :—* You will release us here from
maya and its activities and fulfil our prayers.”

Sakala-jeeva-dayapara (the Merciful towards
all bteings)! Jivatmans (souls) are infinite in
number. They are comprised in three classes
made up of (1) nifyas (Eternals or Ever-free
Beings), (2) muktas (freed beings), and (3) baddhas
(bound beings). Of these the nityas by Your
indefeasible will have never been in material
bondage even cnce; they are always in Your
audience, experiencing Your auspicious attributes
and are Your several servants, rendering conse-
crated services to You. The mulktas were in
samsara from beginningless time ; by Your grace
they became full of the sat{va quality and attained
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salvaticn (that is, their ccnnection with the nece-
s:ity for rcdling in impure bcedies, has leen
severed); like the nifyas, tbey also are Your
servants, rcndering ccnsecrated services to Ycu.
The baddlias are captives in samsara and are
sul crdinate to prakreti. ‘These baddhas are zlso
of tuwo classes, namely, semsarins and mumn.u-
Edus. 'The :emsernre, fergetting You, are
addicted to sencc-objects.  The mumulshs,
having by Your grace become Justless (cr zcquircd
the cpnit of ranundztion), therely seek refuge
in You with the prayer that they may be released
frem sam sara or the bendage of prakiati. You
Yourself with pleasvie bestew cn these eternals
and the F¥recd Baings tle rendering of cen-
secrated services to You ; likewise to the maumu-
hshus Ycu will grant the salvation which they
desire. The camscrins desire wealth in this woild
as well 2s in the next (svarga); You will grent
their desires, ramezining as Antcrycmin in the
different gods which these wcrship. In this
m:nner, Ycu are plezsed to manifest Yeur mercy
in respect of all dasses of jivetmans May Ycu be
pleased to pardcn or tolerate my restiveness in
the desire of praying to You and to fulfil my
prayers. Fulfil my jrayers, O Lord of easy
accessibility to thcse wlo are exclusively devoted
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to You, O Lover and Lord of the Mount Sri
Yadusaila!

" Maya means prakriti, as representing the whole
o! the material univsrse. It also means the delusion
whie1 prakriti ordinarily produces—the delusion
which tends to hide the reahity of God from humsn
vision. Prakriti, &as representing the whole of the
material universe, belongs to God. The field of pra-
kriti is vary tempting to the purucha or the iadividual
soul It is easier there for the puruska to yisld to the
S¥ay ol tamas and rajazs than to ksep up the evenm
balancs of lluminatad and unselfish satfva. Insuczh a
trying candition, his bast and most untfaihing support
issuch trust in God as w'il make him rely upon God
with camplete cantidenc3. Sri Krishna says that
thoss, who takae refuge in God entirely, min2gs to erass
beyond the dzlusion of mzyz: to them the curtzin of
Drakriti is drawn aside, and the glory af the vision of
God shines befare thsir eyes in all its banevolcat
splendour and mighty magnificence.”

G>1transcands grikriti and its theee qualities vide
Gita—VIL. 13  '*G>yd forms the Saul of tha umverse
and pervades it througnout; suil Hs is apart and
85373 t13 mitariality and matability of ths univirse.
Hsis the Allaai tha All-in-All. Tae almignty Gad
<can hava no uafulfilied dasires, and His all-kas>wing
will i1s always taw. It is a3s3lataly impassible fae us
to think of Him as biin$ cipible of ever biciming
subjact to kirmz- Sinza Goiis All Lavws, Ha is quite
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untouched by the ‘'gualities™ of prakriti, even

though Hs is always wakz:tully active in governing
the universe of His creation. In spite of His im-
manence in the univarse, Gad is essentially distinet
and detached fromit. Hs is theraefore indestructible
ani abirva the “ qualitiss *” of prakriti.” (Gita Lectures
Ly the late Professor M. Rangacharya.)

Making obeisance unto the holy lotus feet of
Selviraya (Salvappillat «r Sampatkumara, the
utsava-vigraha of Thirunarayanipuram), thus
submitted to Ilim he who bears the title of
Divirani-varaha (the bear who holds up the
earth).

Dwya manyala-vigraha (the possessor of the
all-auspicious, all-transcendent and  ail-holy
Forin) ! They who receive at the time of birth
the special glance of Your grace and have thereby
become sattvik.s (men of gentleness), 12alising
or knowing that sound and such other sense-
objects which are of prikriti, are sinful or
impure, renounce all attachment ia such things
and desire Your all-auspicious, all-tramscendent
and all-holy form which is supremely enj>yable.
Some perverted intellects (ignorant and wicked-
minded people) will say in detraction that You
have no form. Their irrational or illogical argu-
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‘ment runs as follows:—If the Paramatman
were to have a body, He would be subject to
kv ma, just like the jivatmans; He would also
become a samsarin by the illusion that the body
is the afman ; the perception of the person with
a body is confined to things which are ia proxi-
mity to the senses or which are within the reach-
able distance of the senses, and does not extend
to all things, and lience He will not be able to
achicve all things He thinks of ; He will therefore
be of very little strength. For these reasons
they say that the ’aramatn:an has no body. This
contention is not countenanced by men of wisdom
who discriminate between what is reasonable and
what 1s unreasonable, Their reasoning is as
follows :— Though the Lord is immanent (antar-
yaniin) in the bodics of all beings which are in
the shape of drvas, men, animals, immovables,
and the Like, He is not attached to these bodies
likke individual souls and none of their flaws
attaches to Ilim. If such a Lord takes up a body
of His own, it is unieasonable to say that the
flans above menticned would attach to Him.
Because the dcvas, men, and so on,” experience
the fruits of their Aasma remaining in bodies
apposite 1o their previous karma, the relatiom
with bodies to them is productive of flaws. Since
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the Paramatman is not subject to karma, His.
mmmanence in the bodies of devas, men, and the
like, which is for the purpose of motivating the
Jwatmans in different activities according to their
karma, does not bring in any flaw to the Lord.
To You (the Lord) who are flawless though abid-
ing in this manner in the bodies of the devas and
so on which are full of flaws, there does not arise
even a shadow of the taint of flaw, because of Your
relation with the aprakrita holy form. Further,
Your all-transcendent, all-auspicious and all-holy
form is quite in keeping with Your eminence; it
possesses all the qualities of fragrance, brilliance,.
youthfulness, and the like which are to Your
liking. It manifests Your natural attributes of
jnana, bala, aisvarya, virya, i+jas, sausilya and so
on; itisthe abode of SriLakshmiand is in accord-
ance with your liking. Great men, therefore, say
that this form bears Your greatness. I pray that
You may bepleased to fulfil my desire by gifting
all the essence of the vision of that all-transcen-
dent and all-auspicious and all-celebrated form
{the essence of the vision itselt 1s the said form).
Fulfil my desire, () Lord o1 casy accessibility
to those who are exclusively devoted to You, O
Lover and Lord of the Mount Sri Yadusaila !

“Lord of Sri! The eternal limitless Bliss ¥
the Infinite! Your consecrated service alone is
the fruit.” He who had won victory against
kings with different kinds of crowns thus sub-
mitted at the holy feet of the Flawless (the Lord).

Sakala-kalyana-gunatmaka (the Composite
of all auspicious qualities) ! From fourteen gene-
rations (that is, generation after generation) we
have been Your several servants rendering all
kinds of consecrated services. Hence this act
of always rendering consecrated services at Your
holy feet is born right with our birth; and it is
not this much alone. Further, You are not satis-
fied with mixing without distinction in the com-
pany of Your servants who render consecrated
services at Your holy feet; and in the case of
Arjuna and the like, You made topsy-turvy
servantship and kingship. You are such a joy-
fully sporting Susila (the Affable or Condescend-
ing Lord). You not only bear with the faults

observed in them (the service-rendering servants),-
but also in the case of Bhrigu Muni and others,
You appeased them as if You Yourself were at
fault. You are of such supreme forgiveness.
Remaining in the place where You are by mere
willing, You relieve these frem the distress
‘'surrounding them. Not satisfied with such an
action, on the day on which Ycu heard the
pray erful wailings of Gajendra (tbe king of ele-
phants) You became perturbed, ran in heste and
helped him out of distress. You are such an 2ll-
merciful Lord. You are sclddy bent upon Leing
useful to Your bhaktas (devotees); You not only
make fulfilled their promises, but in respect of
F hishma, You also agreed to break Your own
promise (which act was for the sake of Your
devotee). In the course of worship, You con-
descendingly partake of the food cffered by them
{nivedana) however meagre; znd still further in
the case of the young scn of Sucharita, the food
offered by the youngster was bereft of condi-
ments and had been obtained by the begging
bowl; notwithstanding all this, Ycu visibly
partook of the same actually. You are such a
Sulabha (the easily reached, easily-managed, or
Familiar). Not satisfied with bestowing on them
all that -has to be given, You gave Yourself to

Ramanujacharya and became known as Yatiraja-
kumaira (scn of Yatireja). You are of such great
resignation. You are the Supreme Protector;
You grant them audience in S7¢ Vaikunta; and
further, even in this world, as could be seen by
all, Ycu have joined my royal ancestors to Your
tender lotus-feet in Ycur Manifestaticn worship-
pable (47¢lhavatara). By listening to and know-
ing these end other zuspicicus attributes of
Ycurs, I fcel happy. 1 zm ccnvinced that there
is no cther lliss then rendering consecrated
services to tlis Master. Ficm my own taste, I
have now zprroeched Ycu as a new service-
rendering servant. May You be pleased to
employ me as Your servant rendering consecrated
services. Employ me, O Lord of casy accessibi-
lity to those who are exclusively devoted to You,
O Lever 2nd Lord of the Mount Sri Yadusaila!

praised by Sanaka-Muni; who is the ornament
to the peak of the Mount Yadusaili; who is
Yatiraja-Sampatkumara; and who i absorbed
in the protection of all those who see. refuge in
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Him ;— (Chikadeva) grandson of the king Deva--
raja who grew and attained eminence in render-
ing consecrated services at the lotus-feet of this
Yadugiri Narayana, who lifted up (raised the
estimation of) the Yadava-kula, and who was
