The volume though reduced in size contains enough
reading in Sanskrit, both intensive and rapid, for at least

two years and includes choice selections in prose and poetry
from renowned classical authors.

We feel confident these new features will render the

Introductory Notes.

( The figures withen brackets below refer to the
corresponding number of foregong stories. )

Shakuntala
assed the Shachi teerth on her way to her husband’s
wouse and while making obeisance to it she happened to
irop her ring into it unwittingly. Meanwhile a fisherman
vent to the Shachiteertha for fishing and caught in his
et the particular fish which had swallowed the ring. On
eturning home and while cutting it he found the ring.
e was overjoyed at seeing that the ring was set with
recious stones. He went to the king’s capital to sell it
n the market and the Police officer seeing that it bore the
eal of Dushyanta suspected and caught hold of the
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fisherman and taking him to be a thief, asked him to
explain how he happened to come by the ring. Thereupon
the fisherman related the wnole account. Then the officer
took the ring to the king. The sight of the ring reminded
the king of Shakuntala whom he had sent back in disgrace.
He at once ordered release of the fisherman and gave him
reward. The extract gives the mode in which the Police
officer and his subordinates arrested the fisherman and
traced the signet ring and how justice was given in the
end by the king.

(26) Urvashi had entrusted her newly-born son by
Fururava to an ascetic living at the Ashram of Chyavana.
One day this boy accompanied other children of the
Ashram to the adjoining forest to fetch flowers for wor-
ship. There he saw a vulture with a piece of flesh in its
mouth perched on a tree. He at once darted an unfailing
arrow at it. As soon asthe sage heard of this he asked
the ascetic to take the boy back to his mother. Accord-
ingly she took the boy and made him overto Urvashi at
Pururava’s. The piece of flesh described herein was not
what it looked, but was a jewel named Samgamaniys,
which the bird had picked up from the plate in charge of
a maid-servant of Pururava. This jewel was particularly
dear to the king; because, true to its name, it had caused
his reunion with Urvashi.

The king on being informed of this was about to
shoot an arrow at it when he found that it had gone beyond
the range of his sight The king then passed orders for
the bird’s capture. The bird was sitting on atree in the
hermitage of Chyavana Theson of Pururava who was
kept there, darted an arrow at it, and the bird imme-

diately fell dead. Afterwards the jewel was taken to the
king by his servants.

He heard some noise which
was produced while Shravan was filling his jar with water.
Shravan was the son of an ascetic for whom the dutiful
son was taking water. The king thought the noise was
caused by an elephant sucking water by its trunk, and he
darted an arrow in the direction of the sound.

“ Oh father ?”’ The king was taken aback on hearing this
and he at once went near him, He found that the arrow
had pierced his heart and that the boy had become restless
and was dying. The ascetic’s son narrated his whole
account in a faltering tone The king thereupon took the
boy to his parenws and intormed them of the accident.
They asked him to cremaie them with the body of their
son and cursed that he (king ) should die of the pangs of
separation of his son  The King cremated them and
