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cient acquirement of Persian at this period stood:
him in good stead—not only for the reason that
with Cowell’s departure for India in 1856 he could
no longer rely upon his guidance, but also because
he thus had a congenial subject ready at hand to
which he could turn when the mortification of the
knowledge that he had made a blunder by mar-
rying came home to him. Out of evil sometimes
cometh good. Men not infrequently do their best
work under the stress of adversity. Had it not
been for the overwhelming need he felt to divers
his thoughts from the mistake he had made, we
may justly doubt whether he would ever so far
have overcome his naturally indolent tempera-
ment as to produce the best that was in him.
Moreover, the philosophy of Omar attuned per-
fectly with his then despondent frame of mind.
