) The owners of several of the Sumerian seals bore the names of
Vedio Ar} an Seers and Princes—most of the others—for fortunately
all the seals dre engraved with their owners’ names, are identified
with other Vedic and Epie’ Aryan heroes, who are disclosed as gover-
nors of a odlony of sea-faring Sumerian merchants and exploiters of
the mineral wealth of the Indus and through it the Ravi territory.
This colony was founded by the famous Summerisn. King of that
Epoch,Uruas, the Haryashwa of the Vedas and. Indiay. Epios
and the Ur-Nina of the Assiriologists, who is oenerally regarded as
the first great dynast of the Early Sumerians. At the same time it is
made olear, that there early Aryan Sumerians who established and
