RULES

1. An examination in the several branches of general

The Cornmis-  €ducation styled H.H. the Nizam’s
sioner to fix dates Middle Examination shall be held
and centres of in Hyderabad and other places in His
examination. Highness the Nizam’s Dominions
commencing with the 10th of Khurdad each year,
or if that is a general holiday, on the first working day
thereafter. The Commissioner for Governntent BExami-
nations will publish annually at the end of Azur a list
of places at which the examination shall be held in that
year. The Commissioner will consider applications for
appointing fresh centres of examination or removing
any of the existing centres provided such applications
reach him not later than the 1st of Aban. As a rule the
Commissioner will not appoint a new centre of examina-
tion unless he is satistied that at least twenty candidates
will be registered there for the ensuing examination-and
that satisfactory arrangements for its supervision can
be made.

Note.—The place of examination entered in the candi-
dates’ application cannot be changed subsequently.

The examina- 2. The e;amination shall be open.
tion to whom to the following persons:—
open.

(@) Pupil cavndidates, i.e. all pupils of the third
form or sixth standard of a Government
sohool for general education or of a corre-
sponding class in any other school which the
Director of Public Instruction ghall have re-
cognized for the purpose of preparing pupils for
the Middle Examination.

(b) Teachers in Government and recognized schools.

(c) Private candidates, i.e. all other persons who
shall have satisfied the requirements of Rules
15 and 18.

3. No pupil whose name has been on the rolls of a
Government or a recognized school during a whole
middle school year (see Rule 20 #nfra) can during that
year appear for the examination as a private candidate
except with the permission of the Commissioner.

- 4. No candidate can be registered unless he has
previously paid the fee for admission to the examina-
tion.

5. The fees for admission to the

Foen. examination shall be as follows for
each candidate :—
Pupil eandidates and teachers ... O.8. Bs. 5
Private candidates .. . 10

6. Female private candidates shall pay the same fee
as female pupil candidates, i.e. O.8. Rs. 5 only.

7. Any person who has passed the Middle Exa-
mination or has matriculated at any University or has
passed any other examination accepted by H.H. the
Nizam’s Government as equivalent thereto may, on
payment of O.8. Rs. 3 for each subject, bring up at the
examination any subject in which he has not already
passed in this or the Matriculation or any other similar
examination ; and if he passes, he shall receive a certi-
ficate accordingly.

8. A candidate failing to pass the examination may
be admitted to a subsequent examination on payment of
a fresh admission fee and production of the necessary
certificates.

9. A fee once accepted by the Commissioner's Office
with a candidate’s application for admission shall not be
refunded under any circumstances.

10. Candidates must send in their applications for
admiggion to the examination on printeg forms to be
snp(flied by the Commissioner or the Ingpector in ac-
cordance with the provisions of Rule 11.
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11. Head masbers will indent upon the Inspector of
their Circle for the number of fé6rms they are liksly to
require, not later than the last day of Azur.

(b) A certificate from the same stating* that the pupil
has reasonably satisfied the preliminary test of
the school and is sufficiently prepared for the
examination.

16 MIDDLE EXAMINATION RULES

14. A certificate to the following effect must accom-
pany applications from teacher’ candidates:—

(a) In the case of teachers employed in Government
or recognized middle or high schools a certifi
cate from the head of the institution stating

1. thatthe candidate has been a teacher in his
school for at least two years,

2. that his character is good,
3. that his conduct has been satisfactory and

4. *that heissufficiently prepared for the ex-
amination.

(b) In the case of teachers employed in Government
or recognized primary schools a certificate
from the Inspector of his Circle, stating

i. that the candidate has been employed in
Government or recognized schools for
two years in his Circle,

2. that his conduct has been satisfactory and

3. *that he is sufficiently prepared for the ex-
amination.

15. Applications of private male candidates must be
accompanied by the following certificates : —

(@) A certificate of good moral character from a person
of known respectability.

(b) A certificate from the head master of a Govern-
ment or recognized middle or high school
(when there is such a school at the place of the
candidate’s usual residence or within a radius
of five miles from such place), stating that the
candidate has reagonably satisfied the prelimi-
nary test of such school and *that he is suffici-
ently prepared for the examination ; and in the
event of there being no school so situated, a
certificate from a graduate or an under-graduate

* ExprnANATION.—This means that he is likely either to pass the
examination or to satisty the requirements mentioned in the last
pars of Rule 86.
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of a University *that the candidate is suffici-
ently prepared for the examination.

16. In the case of female candidates, a certificate
signed by the head of a recognized high or middle
school or by some other lady educationist of known
standing will be required stating that the candidate
has completed the following course in needlework under
satisfactory supervision:—

1. Cutting out from measurement a jacket and
gkirt, or a blouse and petticoat, tacking
one side, fixing collar and waistband and
sewing on hooks and eyes, or cutting out
from measurement and making up a
complete dress like the one usually worn
by the candidate herself.

2. Hemming, back stitching, running and
felling buttonholing and herringboning.

Darning a three-cornered tear.

Patching on calico and on flannel.

Marking the initials of the girls’ own name.
Knitting a pair of baby’s socks, cap and vest.

17. Head masters of Government and recognized
schools are required to admit to their Preliminary Test
male private candidates who wish to appear for the Mid-
dle Examination. No charge shall be made by Gov-
ernment schools for admission to the examination ; but
recognized schools may levy a fee of Re. 1 for each such
candidate.

18. The application of a private candidate who may
have attended a recognized school or schools at any
period subsequently to the 1st of Amardad immediately
preceding the examination must also be accompanied
with a certificate (in addition to those required under
Rule 15) from the head master or head masters con-
cerned stating that he has fully paid all school dues and
that his character and conduct while at school have been

19. The head master of each Government or recogni-
zed school which has sent up pupil candidates for the ex-
amination will forward, so as to reach’the Commissioner's
Office not later than the 20th Ardibehist immediately
preceding the examination, a statement for each candi-
date sent up, showing the actual attendance of such
candidate during the middle school year (see Rule 20)
and stating whether his conduot and behaviour have
been satisfactory since his application for admission to
the examination was sent in. If it appears from such
statement that the attendance of a candidate has not
been sufficient (see note to this Rule) or that his conduct
and bebaviour have not been satisfactory, he will be
debarred from sitting for the examination and will forfeit
his fee.

Nore.—A candidate’s attendance at school will be considered
insufficient if it falls below 60 per cent of the working days of the
middle school year.

divisions, important rivers, mountains, towns,
ete. Also to fill in outline maps of Europe and
Asia with boundaries of countries and import-
ant physical features.

1, (c) Nature Knowledge.

Botany.—Knowledge of the elementary facts of
plant life, i.e. knowledge relating to the root,
the stem, cells, seeds and seedlings.

Chemistry.—Elementary knowledge of the main
facts relating to air, heat, water and gases.

Physics.—Knowledge of the following—The
Three States of Matter. Chief properties of
solids, liquids and gases. Measurement of
space, weight and density. Principle of
Archimedes. The thermometer, its construction
and use. The barometer. Transmission of
heat, and other effects of heat on common
substances,

2. Mathematics.—There will be two papers on the
gubject. The firgt will be on Arithmetic and will carry
geventy-five marks. The second will be on Geometry and
Algebra carrying seventy-five marks, of which forty will
be assigned to Geometry and thirty-five to Algebra.
The question papers will be according to the following
syllabus : —

" (@) Arithmetic —Numeration and Notation (Arabio
and Roman). The four fundamental operations.
Contracted methods of multiplication and divi-
sion. Factors, prime and composite numbers.
CQompound quantities, reduction; compound
addition, subtraction, multiplication and divi-
gion, Vulgar fractions—ocontinued fraction ;
the ‘use of brackets; G.C.M. and L.C.M. of
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two or more integers or fractions. Decimal
fractions, decimal money, recurring decimals.
The metric system of tables. Practice, simple
and compound. Ratio and proportion. The
unitary method and problems involving simple
and compound proportion. Invoice, percent-
ages, commission, brokerage and premium.
Proportional parts. Profit and loss, omitting
sums on mixtures. Simple interest. Square
measure, area of rectangular rooms, carpets,
etc.; area of walls, papering, etc.

() Geometry.—As in School Geometry by Hall and
Stevens, Part I, complete with easy riders
and Lessons in Experimental and Practioal
Geometry.

{¢) Algebra.—Definitions. Substitution. The tour
fundamental operaiions : addition, subtraction,
multiplication, division. Removal and inser-
tion of brackets. Simple equations involving
a knowledge of the four fundamental operations
only. Problems leading to simple equations of
the above type. * Resolution into factors—
easy sums. H.C.F. and L.C.M. Simple
fractions.

3. Urdu.—There will be two papers in the subject.
The first paper on Urdu Text and Grammar will
be of three hours’ duration and will carry 100
marks. It will deal with the subject-matter
of the prescribed textbooks. It will also test
the candidate’s ability to analyse sentences, to
illustrate and explain the meanings of words,
phrases and easy sentences, to frame short
sentences and to understand the application of

. common idiomatic expressions. It will also
contain questions on syntax with the view of

*+ Note.—The expressions for resolution into factors will be of
thee forrhs : Sl) 41-0%; 3w+ (d+b)a+ ab; (3) ax? + ba~c;
4) adxdd; (b) %+ 0%,
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ascertaining whether the candidate has an in-
telligent acquaintance with the general princi-
ples of grammar.

The second paper will be on Translation and
Composition and will carry fifty marks. It will
contain exercises on essay and letter-writing
carrying thirty marks and a passage or passages
for translation into Urdu from one of the can-
didate's additional languages carrying twenty
marks. The passages set will be within the
comprehension of middle school students of the
average age of fourteen, such as easy narrative
and descriptive pieces.

4. Additional Languages.—There will be two papers
in the subject. The first paper will be on
Grammar and Textbooks to be prescribed from
year to year and will carry 100 marks. It will
be designed so as to test the candidate's.
knowledge of the general principles of Grammar
and Idiom. The second paper will carry fifty
marks, of which twenty marks will be assigned
to Composition and thirty to Translation from
Urdu or English into the additional language
and vice versa.

The papers in the Additional Languages will con-
tain questions with the view of testing the
pupil’s knowledge of the rules of accidence and
syntax ; also sentences or simple passages, or
both, intended to test the pupil’s ability to
understand the meaning of easy prose and
poetry.

In ¢ Persian with Elementary Arabic’ the ques-
tions in Arabic will be of a simple nature such
as to test the candidate’s ability to translate
from the prescribed textbook into English or
Urdu and to translate simple sentences into
Arabic. The questions on grammar will test
their knowledge of accidence and will jnglude-
simple questions on syntax as illustrated by
the textbook.
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In English there will be two papers. The first
will be on Grammar and texts to be prescribed
by the Commissioner from year to year and
will carry 100 marks. The questions ou the
text will be designed to ascertain how far the
candidate has intelligently studied the subject-
matter and can answer questions relating to the
same in English., The section on Grammar
will be designed to test the candidate’'s know-
ledge of the general principles of syntax ; also
whether the candidate is acquainted with the
commonest idiomatic phrases in the language.
This section will contain among others, ques-
tions on direct and indirect narration, analysis
of simple and compound sentences, easy syn-
thesis and easy exercises on the transformation
of sentences. The second paper will be on
Translation and Composition and will carry
fifty marks, of which tbhirty will be assigned to-
Composition and twenty to Translation from
Urdu or an additional language into English.
Candidates will also be expected to write simple
letters and make abstracts of easy and familiar
subjects. Correct spelling and neat handwriting
will be insisted upon. The passages set for
translation will he such as.to be easily under-
stood by middle school students of the average
age of fourteen, such as easy narrative and
descriptive passages.

Note.—In the language papers ten marks will be set
apart by the Examiners for correct spelling and neatness
of handwriting.

Sanitation and Hygiene.—There will be one paper
in the subject containing questions on the more
important parts of the subject-matter of Health
Reader No. III. (Macmillan) or Health Reader
for Indian Schools by P. Wren. TUntil Urdu
Translations of these books become available,
the paper in Urdu will be based on Hifzane-e-
Sehat by Hehir, Chapters on Air and Water
only.
Domestic Science.—There will be one paper con-
taining questions on the subject-matter of Parts
I, IT and III, of Lessons in Domestic Science
by Ethel B. Lush (Macmillan).
English History.—One paper on the main facts of
the History of England.

Elements of Chemistry and Physics.—There will
be one paper in the subject according to the
following syllabus :—

(@) Physics.—The three states of matter. Im-
portant properties of solids, liquids and
gases. The water-level, spirit-level, the
Bramah press, their principle and uses.
Mass and weight of a body ; principle of
Archimedes ; Gravity and Gravitation. The
Barometer. The Air-pump, the Water-
pump, the Syphon. Machines: the lever,
pulleys, the wheel and axle—their com-
mon uses. Heat: heat and cold; effects
of heat; expansion of matter— solids,
liquids and gases. The Thermometer, its
construetion and use; quantity of heat;
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specific heat ; heat required for change of
state ; latent heat of water and steam.

(6) Chemistry.—Chemical processes like filtra-
tion, decantation, evaporation, distillation,
chrystallization. Compounds and mixtures.
Air—A mechanical mixture—its composi-
tion. Water—A chemical compound, its
composition. Properties of water—solu-
tion. Uses of water. Different kinds of
water. Soft and hard waters—washing.
Burning—Oxidation : number of common
examples. Oxides—Acids and bases. Me-
tals and non-metals. O.H.N.S8.P. & C.—
Their compounds, bases and acids, if any.
Metals—Na, K—their common compounds
in .daily use, NaHCO;, Na,CO;, NaOH,
NaCI, KNO; KCLO;, KOH.

Manufacture of soap from caustic soda and

potash or from Na,CO,;, and ashes K,CO,
K,CO;.

Elements of Religron and Morality.—One paper.

For Hindu candidates the questions on religion
will be on the subject-matter of the Sanatana
Dharma Catechism (complete) and the first six
chapters of the Elementary Textbook of the
same series, Part 1.

For Muhammadan candidates the questions on
religion will be on the subject-matter of (1)
Surmayae-Najat by M. Abdul Jalil Nomani
and (2) Sirate Nabavi by M. Nazir Hussain
Faruqi (Farmarawayane Islam Series). They
will also be expected to know by heart the last
eighteen surds of the Quran.

Indian Music.—The course on Indian Music will
be prescribed hereafter.

European Music.—The course will be as follows :—
(@) Theory.—As in the Clarendon Press Musical
Primer or in Henry Leslie’s Shilling Ele-

" mentary Manual of Musioc (Cassel) or any
similar work.
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(¢) Practical.—Any one of the following—

(i) Pianoforte or Harmonium. —To play
correctly Halle’s Practical Pianoforte
School, Section II (easy pieces), or
any similar work.

To play at sight any short und easy piece.

(ii) Violin.—To play correctly with an ac-
companiment Berthold Tour’s Violin
School (first portion only), or any
similar work.

To play at sight a short and easy piece.

(iii) Singing.—To sing at sight music (equal
in length and difficulty to a hymn-
tune) in not more than three parts.

27. In addition to the compulsory subjects a candi-
date may take one or two of the subjects under Group B.

28. The minimum for passing in an extra subject
will be one-third of the maximum obtainable whether
the subject is brought up under Rule 27 or by itself
under Rule 7. Success in passing in an extra subject
will be noted on the candidate’s certificate but his marks
will not count for rank or clags in the examination.
Failure in an extra subject will not disqualify a candi-
date from passing in any class if he has obtained the
required minimum in the compulsory gioup.

29. The Middle Examination shall as far as possible
be conducted in the order of time and subjects set forth
in the following time-table and the number of marks
obtainable in each subjects shall be as therein specified:—

30. A candidate shall be beld to have passed the
examination if he obtains at least one-fourth of the total
marks obtainable in each of the Subjects 1, 2, and 3 and
in one additional langyage (not being Persian) in Subject
4 and further obtains not less than an aggregate of 200
marks in the subjects offered by him under Group A.

NoTEe.—Under Subject 4, where two additional langu-
ages are taken marks in the second additional language
shall not be reckoned for the aggregate of 200 marks
required for passing unless the candidate obtains not
less than one-fourth of the total obtainable in such
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language. In these eases the candidate’s first additional
language shall be held to be that in whichever he obtains
the greater number of marks, the other being held to be
his second additional language.

31. The successful candidates in the examination
shall be ranked in three classes. The third class will
be named ¢pass’, Candidates placed in the first class
and second class shall be arranged in the order of merit
as determined by the total marks obtained.

32. Successful candidates obtaining not less than an
aggregate of 400 marks in the subjects of Group A shall
be placed in the first class and those obtaining less than
400 but not less than 300 shall be placed in the second
class.

Nore.—Under Subject 4, where two additional langu-
ages are taken the marks in the second additional
language shall not be reckoned for class and rank
unless the candidate obtains not less than one-fourth of
the total obtainable in such language. In these cases,
the candidate’s first additional language shall be held o
be that in whichever he obtains the greater number
of marks, the other being held to be his second addi-
tional language.

33. As soon as the results have been tabulated the
Secretary shall prepare a list of the candidates, who,
having passed 1n the aggregate, have failed, for want of
more than five marks in one compulsory subject only.
In order to guard against any undue severity or error in
valuing the answers the papers of such candidates shall
be re-examined by the Head Examiner, or other compe-
tent person or persons nominated by the Commissioner
who shall report with the least possible delay, the addi-
tion, if auny, to be made in the marks originally allotted.

34. The Commissioner may grace any candidate to
the extent of ten marks in the aggregate on a considera-
tion of his performance as a whole in rélation to the
general resuls.

35" Head masters of Government and recognized
schools shall be allowed to appeal to the Commissioner
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where they are convinccd fiom the consideration of the
record of the pupil’'s work at school that a serious error
has occurred i the case of a pupil candidate sent up by
them for the exannnation; but all appeals for the
investigation of cases must be accompanied by a fee of
0.8. Rs. 10 for each pupil and for each subject and
must be submitted so as to reach the Commissioner’s
Office not later than 20th Amerdad of the year. The
Commissioner will have such cases investigated by the
Head Examiner or other competent person or persons
nominated by himself and shall announce his decision not
later than the 2nd Shahrewar, pending which decision
such candidates may be admitted by the head master of
a High School into Form IV. If theappeal is unsuccess-
ful, the candidate shall not be allowed to continue to
attend Form IV. The Commissioner’s decision shall
be final and conclusive.

36. In and after Amerdad 1325 Fasli, no pupil shall
be admitted into the fourth form of a Governmeunt or
recognized High School unless he has

(a) Passed the Middle Examination with English
as an additional language ; or

(b) While failing in the Middle Examination
has obtained at least a fourth of the marks
obtainable in Mathematics and English
and in one other language.

37. The Commissioner’s Office shall issue lists of
sucocessful candidates arranged in the manner deseribed
in Rule 31 not later than the 3rd Amerdad. A list of
candidates allowed to join Form IV under Rule 36 shall
be supplied to head masters of Government and recogni-
zed High Schools.

38. The marks obtained by a candidate in the exami-
;atign will be furnished to bim on payment of O.S.

8. 2.

39. Certificates of successful pupil and teacher can-
didates will be sent to them through the head master of
the school from which they appear. Certificates of
private candidates will be sent to their respective ad-
dresses a8 given in the application forms.
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40. The answer papers of candidates who have been
expelled from the Examination Hall by the Chief Super-
intendent for copying from other candidates’ papers or
for other malpractices will not be valued, and the
offending candidates will be precluded from appearing
for a subsequent examination for such period as the
Commissioner directs.

41. A duplicate copy of a Middle Certificate may be
obtained from the Commissioner’s Office on payment of a
fee of Rs. 2.

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RULES FOR CANDIDATES

1. No candidate will be allowed to quit the examina-
tion room on any day until the expiration of half an hour
from the time fixed for the commencement of the exam-
ination, and candidates arriving after the expiration of
that half hour will not be admitted.

2 No candidate will be allowed to re-enter the ex-
amination room during the hour of examination, after
once quitting it, or to leave the room, without finally
giving up his answer-papers.

3. Any candidate detected in speaking to, or in any
way communicating with, any other candidate will be at
once removed from the room, and the matter will be
reported to the Commissioner.

4. No candidate will, on any account, be allowed to
take into the examination room slates, books, manu-
scripts, or papers of any kind. Any one detected in the
violation of this rule or having recourse to any unfair
practices, will be removed from the room, and the occur-
rence will be reported to the Commissioner. The candi-
date will, however, be allowed the use of mathematical
instruments for drawing figures or ruling lines.

5. A candidate having completed his paper will rise
from his seat and remain standing until the Superin-
tendent takes his answer-papers Any candidate wishing
to put any question to the Superintendent will pursue
the same course, but will on no account leave his place

6. Any papers sent up without the candidate’s name
and number affixed will not be examined.

7. Candidates will not be allowed to take any papers,
except their question-papers, out of the examination room.

8. Candidates are forbidden to tear up papers or to
throw ink or papers on the floor. All ‘ spoilt copies,’ ete.,
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should be left on the desk where the candidate has been
writing.

9. Candidates are required to bring their own pens.

10. Candidates who attempt, directly or indirectly,
to influence an Examiner in their favour will forfeit all
claim to have their papers valued and will also be
debarred from appearing for the examination in the
year following. Examiners will report all cases of this
kind to the Commissioner, forwarding, at the same time,
all documents relating thereto.

11. Candidates are prohibited from calling for drink-
ing water during examination time.
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RULES FOR EXAMINERS AND HEAD EXAMINERS

1. Every question-paper should be complete in itself
with its proper heading written out in full and should
be legibly written with as few alterations and additions
as possible,

2. The questions should be written out fairly and
legibly on one side only of each half sheet of paper, so as
to admit of the paper being dent to the Press in the state
in which it is received. Marks should be assigned to
questions and sub-questions.

3. If the questions asked in any paper are such as
require special instructions to be issued to the candidates,
or paper of special size and quality to be supplied to them,
a» memorandum should accompany the question-paper
giving full information on these points.

4. Every paper should be signed by the Examiner
who sets it.

5. In each question paper of three hours the Examiner
must reserve ten marks to be awarded on & consideration
of legibility and method in answering. Five marks
should be similarly reserved in each two hours question
paper.

6. All question papers should be forwarded to the
Secretary to the Commissioner in double covers, the inner
cover being sealed with the private seal of the Examiner,
and marked ‘CoNriDENTIAL,” by the 1st January the
latest, and the mark-book containing the results of the
valuation of the answer-papers should be forwarded by
the 8th of May the latest.

If no letter or memorandum accompanies the papers,.
the contents should be noted on the inner cover.
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. No duplicate copy of the original question paper
should be kept by an Examiner, after the latter has been
despatched, All notes or rough drafts made in preparing
the paper should be carefully destroyed.

8. When a ¢ proof’ of the question paper is sent to an
Examiner for correction, it should not, as a rule, be kept
longer than one day. If from any cause the return of a
proof is delayed beyond that time, the Examiner should
write and explain the cause of the delay. The original
manusecript paper sent with the proof must be returned
with the corrected proof.

9. As soon as the packets of answer-papers are re-
ceived by an Examiner, they should be carefully examined
to see whether they have been tampered with. They
should then be put away under lock and key, along with
the mark-book and other papers connected with the ex-
amination, in some place where no one but the Examiner
can possibly have access to them.

10. In valuing the answer-papers of candidates, the
Examiner must adhere to the maximum prescribed in the
Rules. No fractions should be shown in the total marks
of a candidate entered in the mark-book or Register, all
fractions less than half being omitted, and half a mark
and all fractions of a mark more than half being allowed
to count as one.

11. Examiners must report the results in thetr diffe-
rent subjects and return the answer-papers punctually at.
the time appointed for the purpose. Each day’s delay
after the time appointed will entail & fine of Rs. 5. The
Commissioner shall have power to remit or reduce the
fine to which an Examiner may have rendered himself
liable in cases where he is satisfied that the delay was
absolutely unavoidable.

12. If an Examiner has reason to suspect that a
candidate must have had recourse to copying or other
malpractice, the marks awarded to the candidate should
be entered in red ink in the mark-book with an explana-
tory nate in the maxgin, or at the foot of the page. The-
answer-papers of the suspected candidate sheuld be
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forwarded for inspeotion, with a confidential report
setting forth clearly and fully the grounds of suspicion.

13. Candidates who attempt, directly or indirectly, to
influence an Examiner in their favour will forfeit all
claim to have their papers valued and will also be
debarred from appearing for the examination in the
year following. KExaminers will report all cases of this
kind to the Commissioner, forwarding, at the same time,
all documents relating thereto.

14. If among the answer-papers received by one
Examiner, there are papers which ought properly to
have gone to another Examiner, such papers should at
once be forwarded to the Secretary to the Commissioner,
with a letter stating from what station or stations they
were received.

15. The results of the examination should always be
forwarded to the Secretary to the Commissioner on or
before the date fixed for their submission, If from any
cause, an Examiner is prevented from submitting his
results within the time stipulated or prescribed, the
proper course for him is to write and explain the delay,
and request that further time be allowed him. It will
then be for the Commissioner to consider whether, regard
being had to the urgency of the case, any fresh arrange-
ment should be made for the completion of the work.

16. Every Examiner should be careful to sign and
date his mark-book, and enter on the first page the name
of the subject in which he examined and the maximum
marks adopted by him.

17. All alterations and erasures made in the mark-
book should be initialled by the Examiner.

18. Every Examiner is expected to keep a record of
the work done by him in connexion with the examina-
tion,—the number of papers set and the number of
papers valued by him. These particulars should be fur-
nished io the Secretary to the Commissioner.

To guard against clerical errors, Examiners will for-
ward all the answer-papers of candidates along with their
mark-books.
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19. If in the interval between the date of his appoint-
ment and the date of examination, an Examiner leaves
his place of residence, or is transferred from one station
to another, the change in his address should at once
be communicated to the Secretary to the Commissioner.
It the change occurs at or about the time of examination,
and when 1t is too late for it to be communicated to the
Superintendents, the HKxaminer must make his own
arrangements with the postal authorities for the trans-
mission to hiin of the packets of answer-papers.

20. All communications from Examiners residing in
the districts, sent through His Highness’ post, should be
forwarded on ¢ Service’ by-affixing the proper value of
Service labels which will be supplied by the Commis-
sioner’s Office.

21. Examiners will be remunerated according to the
scale sanctioned by the Commissioner.

22. (a) Whenever in any subject there are more than
100 candidates to be examined an Examiner, to be called
the Head Examiner, shall be appointed for that subject.
The Head Examiner shall set the question papers and
shall re-examine not less than 5 per cent of the answer-
books examined by each of the Examiners in his subject
in order to see whether a uniform standard has been
adopted. Where there appears to be a want of unifor-
mity or any irregularity in the method of marking the
Head Examiner shall at once return the answer-books
to the Examiner whose marking needs revision, along
with at least five answer-books examined and marked by
himself and with such instructions or suggestions
a8 he deems necessary. The answer-books shall be
sent in the first instance to the Head FExaminer in
packets of fifty., The first batch must be sent by
messenger or post to the Head Examiner at the latest
on third day after the paper in the subject was set at
the examination,

(b) The Head Examiner shall be respdnsible that
the results in his subject are in conformity with the
usual standard and are submitted in due time. He shall
certify that he has re-examined the required percentage
of answer-books.
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(c) Before the publication of the results of the
-examination, they shall be submitted to the Commis-
gioner for Government Examinations who may order the
re-examination of any set of papers by the Flead Exa-
miner or by any of the Examiners or by some other
competent person specially deputed by him for the work,

(d) As soon as the results have been tabulated, the
Secretary shall prepare a list of the candidates who
having passed in the aggregate have failed by not more
than five marks in one compulgory subject only ; and
in order to guard against any undue severity or error in
valuing the answers, their papers shall be re-examined
by the Head Examiner or other person deputed by the
Commissioner for the work who shall report with the
least possible delay the addition if any made in the
marks originally allotted.
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INSTRUCTIONS TO SUPERINTENDENTS

'1l, No persons other than the Superintendents, candi-
dates, and such servants as, have been nominated by
the Chief Superintendent should be allowed to enter the
Examination Hall. The gates of the compound should
be guarded by Police, with orders to refuse admission to

all others, and expel any loiterers within the gates during
examination hours.

2. The admission of peons, etc., should be avoided as
much as possible. If their admission is necessary, they
should be carefully watched. Employees of the Educa-
tional Department, except Inspectors of Schools, Princi-
pals and Professors of Colleges, and Head Masters of
High Schools, should never be employed in the examina-
tion under any circumstances. No letters or ‘telegrams
should be delivered to the candidates.

3. The Chief Superintendent at any centre will see
that no one is appointed a Superintendent who has a
relative appearing for the examination at that centre.

4. The Chief Superintendent is requested to satisfy
himself on the day before the examination commences
that all is in readiness, the stationery sufficient, the
tables arranged, etc. A separate table should be provided
for each candidate when possible, and the label bearing
the name and number. The table should all face in one
direction, and should be at least three feet apart every
way. When a table cannot be provided for each boy, the
Superintendent will see that each candidate’s distance
from his neighbour on either hand is at least five feet,

and that the parallel space between the tables is not less
than three feet. '

5. If the superintending body at any centre does not
contain an English-knowing member, the Chief Superin-
tendent should apply to the Inspector of the Division:
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- L)

who will send up the Inspecting Schoolmaster of the
district, if he knows English, or some qualified teacher
from some other centre. It must, however, be distinctly
understood that this official is not to distribute or collect
papers, open or seal covers, hold direct communication
with candidates, or move about in the examination room.
His services may be utilized to read out the English Dic-
tation paper to the candidates, carry out such English
writing work as may be required, and explain any tech-
nicalities that may arise in connexion with the exam-
ination. He should be accommodated with a chair and
table near the Chief Superintendent.

6. The Superintendents should move about freely
during the examination. If a candidate wants anything
he must stand up, and a Superintendent, or person de-
puted by the Chief Superintendent, will go to him, but
he must not leave his place. .

7. The Chief Superintendent is requested to give
notice that on the first day of the examination the can-
didates are to come half au hour before the examination
begins, he will then see that they have their fee receipts,
and that their appearance agrees with the description
given in the voucher attached thereto. If there be any
case of doubt, he will immediately direct the candidate
to get himself identified by some person known to, and
trusted by the Chief Superintendent. Such a candidate
will be allowed to sit for the examination, but notice of
the suspicion, and of the result of the subsequent enquiry,
must be sent to Commissioner’s Office; should the en-
quiry be unsatisfactory, the Chief Superintendent will
allow him to proceed with the examination but will
report the matter forthwith to the Commissioner, stating
clearly what his suspicions are.

8. The days and hours fixed for each paper are given
in the Time table on pages 24 and 25 of the Middle
School Calendar and are to be carefully adhered to.

9. The examination papers for all the days of the
examination will be forwarded to the Chief Superinten-
dentin a sealed cover. The Chief Superintendent will see
that the inner seals and envelopes are intact, but he will
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not open them until the candidates are seated and the
proper time has arrived, when the seals will be broken
in the presence of all the Superintendents, and the
certificate herewith forwarded signed by the Chief Super-
intendent and his assistants, and despatched to the
Commissioner’s Office by the first post. Should any
paper be opened by mistake, it must be at once re-sealed
by the Chief Superintendent and the matter reported
to the Commissioner.

10. Candidates should be referred to the rules pub-
lished for thewr guidance, copies of which are to be
posted at the entrance of the Examination room. The
Chief Supermtendent is requested to see that these rules
are strictly carried out. The rules should be read on the
first day, ten minutes before the hour fixed for the Ex-
amination to begin, and care should be taken to see that
they are distinctly understood by the candidates, as no
subsequent plea of ignorance will be admitted.

11. Each paper is to be distributed exactly at the
hour named on s, but, if the Chief Superintendent is
unavoidably prevented from doing so, the full time noted
on the paper must be allowed. In no case, however,
should the delay exceed ten minutes. Notice of any such
occurrence must be reported to the Commissioner.

12. All candidates must be asked to put on the Chief
Superintendent’s table anything in the shape of books,
papers, or letters, and warned that anything of the sort
found in their possession afterwards will cause their ex-
clusion from the Examination. The Chief Superinten-
dent will have all such books and papers removed beyond
the reach of the candidates till the Examination is over.
Candidates speaking to one another after the paper is
given out, or those detected copying, must be reported to
this office with full details.

13. Five minutes before the close of the period al-
lowed candidates must be warned, and precisely at the
expiration of the time, the answer-books must be collected,
and no candidate must be permitted to retain his paper
any longer.

5
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14. All the answer-books must then be collected and
counted, and it must be carefully seen that the number
is correct. They must be immediately sealed up before
the Chief Superintendent leaves the room. The Chief
Superintendent should tben lock them up, and at the
close of the day he should forward the whole of the papers
in a strong cover to the Examiners, as directed in the
list of Examiners furnished. Great care must be taken,
especially with the Language, Geography, History,
Algelra, and Geometry papers, that the answers are
put into the proper covers and that the numbers tally
with the list, as much confusion frequently arises
through want of care in this respect on the part of
Superintendents.

15. Chief Superintendents are requested to make a

19. Stationery, estimated, to be su_ﬁicient, has been
previously supplied, and, if due care in its expenditure be-
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taken by Superintendents, there will be no necessity to
supplement this supply by purchasing locally. What is
left over at the end of the exainination should be handed
to the Head Master ab that centre for the next examina-
tion, and a list of the articles handed over should at
the same time be furnished to the Commissioner’s Office,
except in the case of Head-quarters where the surplus
should be returned direct to that office.

20. The Chief Superintendent is requested to record
the daily attendance of each candidate in duplicate in the
Name lists which will be furnished. The duplicate copy
should be sent to the Commissioner’s Office on the last
day of the examination.

21. Superintendents who have occasion to send
covers by post are requested to send them on Rcgis-
tered Service Post by affixing the proper value of seivice
labels which will be supplied by the Commiscioner’s
Office. The words ‘On H.H. the Nwzam’s Service’
should be distinctly written in English and, their equiva-
lent, in Urdu., Superintendents should be careful that
the letters or parcel is weighed properly before affixing
the Service lakels. Papers from local centres, i. e,
Chadarghat, Secunderabad, and Bolarum, should be sent
out daily with a trustworthy peon by the Chief Superin-
tendent and receipts obtained.

22. The Commissioner considers that in ordinary
circumstances one Assistant Superintendent for every 20
candidates is sufficient, but if owing to the shape or size
of the rooms or to other causes this number is found too
small {or the proper supervision of candidates, it ay be
exceeded.

23. At centres where the number of candidates are
over 100, the Chief Superintendent shall receive M.S.

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REVISED RULES OF THE ENGINEERING SCHOOL,
HYDERABAD, DECCAN

Rules of Admission

1. Only those candidates will be admitied into the
school, who, according to the definition contained in the
Financial Secretary’s Circular, dated 15th Jamadi-us-sani,
1303, Hijri, are Mulkis, i.e. bona fide subjects, and
whose age is not below 16 and above 24 years. The
Managing Committee will, however, be authorized to
admit other candidates also, if necessary.

2. The school will consist of two classes, viz.:—

(@) The Upper Subordinate Class.
() The Lower Subordinate Class.

The entrance fee for Upper and Lower Subordinate
Class will be Rs. 12 and Rs. 8.

(a) Such candidates will be admitted to the Upper
Subordinate Class as have passed the Matri-
culation Examination, or its equivalent, of
any authorized Indian University, their

second language being Urdu, Persian or
Arabic.

(b) Such candidates will be admitted to the
Lower Subordinate Class as have passed His
Highness the Nizam’s Middle School Ex-
awmination, or its equivalent, their second
language being Urdu, Persian or Arabic.

Note.—Candidates will be selected in consultation
with the Public Works Secretary according to the re-
quirements of the Public Works Department.
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3. At the time of .Ldrmssxon eVery candidate will be
required to submit the following certificates :—

(i) Vaccination certificate sugned by a Government
Medical Officer.

(ii) Good conduct certificate signed by the Head
Master of a Government or Aided School and
countersigned by an Inspector of Schools.

(iii) Certificate stating that the candidate is unmarried.

(iv) Certificate of being a Mulki or bona fide subject
of His Highness the Nizam, signed by the
Head Master of a Government or Aided School
and countersigned by an Inspector of Schools.

(v) Certificate from a Government Medical Officer not
inferior in rank to a Senior Assistant Surgeon,
stating that the candidate has no constitutional

dlqemse, or bodily infirmity making him unfi
for out-door work.

4, The date of admission into the school will be 20th
Sharwar or the next school day, if there be holiday
on the said date.

5. The number of students to be admitted to the
Upper Subordinate Class will generally be limited to 12
and that in the Lower Subordinate Class to 15.

6. After admission into the school the students will
be taught mathematics up to the standard required.

7. Tt is necessary to fix a course of practical and
theoretical training for both classes after necessary
alterations. The fixed course will be published in the
local Examination Calendar.

THE ENGINEERING SCHOOL
FiNnaL EXAMINATION

8. The final examination of candidates who have:
undergone a two years’ course of study in the Engineer-
ing ScHool, Hyderabad, will be held every alternate year
by the Commissioner for Goverhment Examinations,.
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agsisted by a Board of Examiners In special cases
outsiders will be allowed to appear for this examination

9. The fee in the case of all pupils shall be O.S.
Rs. 20 for Engineer Subordinates’ Class and O.5. Ks. 12
for Surveying and Drawing Class, and in the case of all
other persons as per Article 7 O.S. Rs. 25 for Engineer
Subordinates’ Class and O.S. Rs. 156 for Surveying and
Drawing Class.

10. No candidate shall be registered unless he has
previously paid the fee. A candidate failing to pass in
any one of the two sections may be admitted to a sub-
sequent examination on payment of a like fee, provided
also that he produces 18 months’ attendance certificate
from the Iingineering School.

11. Candidates must send in their application for
examination on printed forms, which can be obtained
from the Commissioner’s Office

12. All applications with fees must reach the Secre-
tary to the Commissioner three months before the exam-
ination commences, after which date no applications wil!
be registered. Full instructions are given on the forms.

13. The Engineering School Final Examination shall
be conducted by means of printed papers, which shall be
given out to candidates on the same days and hours.

14. Private students or those that have failed to
secure a pass previously can appear on a similar pay-
ment;, provided they have read for a period of 18 months
in the school and the mark they have secured for Field
work, Plans, Sketches, etc., during the 18 months’ course
are added along with marks of the Final Examination.

15. Beside the above rules, note to rule 1 and rules
9, 92, 34, 38, and 40 of the Middle School Examination
shall also be in force for the examination as well as the
rules for Candidates, Examiners and Superintendents.

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MANAGEMENT

18. The responsibility for the discipline and manage-
ment of the Government Eingineering School is vested in
the Head Master, and he shall abide by the instructions
and orders of the Secretary of the Committee.

19. After the Final Examination, the BExaminers shall
submit a report to the Government through the Director
of Public Instruction. They may record any observa-
tions on the working of the school or make any sugges-
tion they consider expedient. The report shtall he
signed by the President and the Members of the Board.

All successful candidates who, after two years’ study
in the Engineering School, are declared by a Medical
Board fit for service in the Public Works Depart-
ment, shall have the first call on all new or vacant
appointments in the Subordinate establishment (not
Engineering Subordinate) of His Highness the Nizam's
Public Works Department ; but such piivilege will in
no way interfere with appointments to His Highness’
Public Works Department of students who have success-
fully gone through a course of instruction at an Engi-
neering College in India or England; such privilege will
furthermore not interfere with the promotion or transfer
of those who bhave been already appointed in any branch
of the Public Works Department.

The following medals are offered to students on the
results of the Final Examination : —

A Gold Medal to the student of the Upper Subordinate
class, who passes First in the First Class in the Final
Examination.

A Silver Medal to the student of the Lower Subordinate

Scroor. Fers

20. The school fee will be Rs. 4 and Rs. 3 per men-
sem for the Upper Subordinate class and the Lower
Subordinate class, respectively, payable in advance

Two scholarships each of O.8. Rs. 20 per mensem,
will be awarded in the Upper Subordinate class on the
results of the Matriculation Examination in Mathematics
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for the first year and on the results of the Annual
Examinations for the second year.

Two scholarships of Rs. 10 each will be awarded in
the Lower Subordinate class on the results of the En-
trance Fixamination in Mathematics for the first year
and on the results of the Annual Examination for the
second year.

THi INsPECTION OF WORKS

21. During the two years’ course of study there will
be four inspections or visits to Engineering works, such
a8 Irrigation and Railways, ete., for practical training.
Students will be sent in charge of a Master of the
institution.

Their actual expenses (except the messing charges)
will be defrayed out of the sum allowed for contin-
gencies to the school.

When found possible, during the Second Year’s Course,
the two classes will be formed into a Survey party
under a Master to investigate some Engineering scheme.

When sent on such tours the students shall work
under the Master and show him their work, and will be
given marks accordingly.

APPOINTMENT OF TEACHERS

22. The School Staff shall consist of Head Master,
an Assistant Master, and a Drawing Master.

The Director of Public Instruction shall have the same
powers regarding the appointment of these teachers as
are vested in him according to the Code.

The Head Master shall fix a routine for instruction
with the approval of the Secretary of the Committee and
shall also arrange for Surveys and Inspection of Irriga-
tion works.

The Engineering School shall have all the holidays
like other se¢hools.

The Head Master can grant ten days’ casual leave to
any student in case of urgency.

A student absenting himself without sufficient cause
shall be removed from the school with the sanction of
the Secretary of the Committee.
